Are Jeopardized by the Delay of His Com-

pany to Remedy the Defects of
Their Machinery But the

People Will Continue to

Bear the Burden.

An AJPEALCommissionerycsterday visited
the oflice of the Memphis water company for
the purpose of learning something as to the
intentions of thecouipany to remedy the exist-
ing evil and nuisance following upon the in-

adequate supplv of water at present furnish-
ed. Mr. T.J. Lath am, president of the com-

pany, was found in the office, and our com-

missioner applied about one hundred pounds
pumping pressure to the gentleman, which
brought forth a few items of interest. Mr.
Latham seemed to be somewhat annoyed and
put out by a publication made in the Appeal
some days since by one of the corps of scien-
tific reporters who had visited the works on
Wolf river and found them wanting in pow-

er and capacity, but he came to the point
after a while, and listened to a statement of
the pertinent question.

"What do you .propose tt do to remedy the
insufficient water supply V

He answered that he was in doubt whether
or not he would make any further statements
or publications until the works were in run-
ning order, but he would state that two large
steam pumps had been secured and were now
being put up on the platforms on Wolf river,
beneath the works. These pumps were guar-
anteed by the manufacturers to have a pump-
ing capacity of 4,000,000 gallons daily
(twenty --four hours) and a pressure of fifty
pounds or more. The demand for water was
between 3,000,000 and 3,500,000 gallons.
These pumps had been received here a week
ago, but owing to the very bad weather it
was impossible to obtain the labor necessary
to put them in position. The work was now
progressing, and he thought that if the
weather improved the pumps would be in
running order by Monday next.

In answer to a statement that the present
works were wholly inadequate to supply the
demand, Mr. Latham said that he knew it;
that the present pressure was about twenty
or twenty-fiv- e pounds not sufficient to keep
up a supply for mercantile, water-clos- or
sewer purposes. He had hoped that the
present machinery could get along and bridge
over the time until the new machinery, which
had been ordered and was now making by
the Holly manufacturing company at lock-por- t,

New Y'ork, would arrive, which would
be in five or six months, but the present en-

gine had been overworked and was giving
way.

"Could not the engine and machinery be
obtained sooner than that?" asked our com-
missioner.

"No," answered Mr. Latham; "if our com-

pany offered a million dollars the machinery
could not be manufactured at an earlier time.
Only a certain number of men can work on
it at a time.''

"Will tbe pumps now being put up also
furnish sufficient pressure and supply for fire
purposes?" was the next question.

Mr. Latham studied a few seconds and re-

plied that he could not promtse that the
pumps would be sufficient for all other pur-
poses. Tliev had been secured at a cost of
seven or eight thousand dollars, and were in-

tended to be used temporarily until the new
machinery was built and erected.

"Does the company intend to go to the
Mississippi river for water when the new
machinery is put up, or is it intended to con-

tinue furnishing Wolf river water?" asked our
commissioner.

"Well," said Mr. Latham, "I saw in your
paper that one of your reporters estimated
the cost of furnishing Mississippi water tup- -

ply at $50,000. If his estimate is correct, I
am ready to enter into the contract at that
figure at anytime, provided that it is guar-
anteed that the supply will be permanent."

Our commissioner remarked that the re-

porter referred to stated in his article that
"the additional expense of supplying or se-

curing water from the Mississippi river
would range from $50,000 to $100,000," the
minimum aud maximum figures; that such
was the best information he could get from
engineers.

"It is not considered at present by the com-
pany as to furnishing water from the Missis-
sippi river," answered Mr. Latham. "That
question will be considered in the future. We
have competent men now figuring on that
work as to estimates. If there were such
bluffs above the mouth of Wolf river as there
are below, the question could be answered at
once. I am of opinion that it is impossible
to procure water from theJMississippi, owing
to this fact."

Our commissioner suggested that engineers
could solve the difficulty easily, bluffs or no
bluffs, and that the only trouble would prob-
ably be the distance of the present works
from the Mississippi, but that it was only a
question of cost, not of engineering skill.

"That is no doubt correct," replied Mr.
Latham. "When Memphis is able to pay
three or four million of dollars for sue h works
then they will be secured."

Our commissioner found his pumping
pressure getting down from one hundred
pounds to about twenty, the present pressure
at the waterworks, and not being able to pro-
cure a greater supply of information asked
no other question.

Just then Mr. ill ij. Lamcron, secretary
of the company, appeared and stated that
the consumers ought not to let water flow
from the connection cocks all night, so as to
keep the supply pipes from freezing; that it
was only necessary to shut on the water at
the stop and water cocks, which were placed
at everv house connection for that purpose;
lhat the great waste of water caused by the
general flow at night lessened the pressure
rory much when it was required throughout
ine city ior aicr-uiose- i, aatu omcr jutp.ra.

Our commissioner promised to give publi
cation to the important fact, and, bidding
both gentlemen adieu, retired to write up the
liquid interview.

A Public Meeting Demanded.
Editors Appeal 1 indorse your action

in regard to the water company and all other
monopolies that oppress the people. If the
proper authorities fail to take acliou against
the water company the people should rise
and demand it. 1 would suggest a meeting
of the citizens at the tireenlsw Operahouse.
I know that such a meeting would be well
represented. Y'ou were right whe n you said
no community ever bore oppression with so
much patience. I have allowed the water to
run in my pipes during this cold spell, but
yesterday evening the water work failed Ho
supply wster. The water that remained in
my pipes froze last night, and this morning
the whole thing was hard frozen. There are
hundreds of families in the same condition.
Who are responsible, the city authorities who
have forced us and are still forcing us to be
oppressed by the water company, or are wo to
look to the water company for all this dam
age T CITIZEN.

ing to patronize the French actress. In
the first place, ttie principle I
would advance is, that there is a
moral law for all people, rich or poor.
gifted or otherwise, in all civilized countries,
aud it it is right lor one jierson to lead a
certain sort ol life it is equally right lor an-

other. You may make certain allowances
for circumstances and teui but
upon the whole, file moral las is a safe
fashion which cannot be transgressed with
out positive Injury to the family relation.
About three yearsjago there was published
in the life of a certain leading actor the fol-

lowing passage: 'That certain natures re-

quire course of conduct which should be
left open for a person to choose, or let alone;'
that is, that they should 'be a law unto them-
selves.' The fact is that all people of an ar-

tistic nature, such as actors, painters, poets
and musician.--, have a strong tendency to-

ward transgression, and arc constantly vacil-
lating between right and wrong. Take, for
instance. Shakes-peare- , Burns. Moore, Titans,
Turner, Mozart, and many other great actors
aud singers during the past 100 years, from
the elder Kean to the present time.

Vou do not ask what is their private charac-
ter; it does not concern yon. Sara Bernhardt
cmes here to set. As to whether we go or

not, that depends altogether upon our wish to
be bene r. led or amused by her. It i not the
actor, but the character of the play, and if
that is such an one as will not offend the
moral sense, then it is right to patronize the
actress. Shall we receive her socially? That
m another question. It is right to enjoy her

art, the portrayal of the emotions and pas-
sions of the human nature. If you ask, 'Is
it right to patronise Sara Bernhardt?' I
should say, yes."

A PEXITEST CULPRIT

In Ylrsftnfa for Wurder Mar
ried to his Paramour Two Days

Before his Death.

Salem, Va., November 26. The execution
of Marcus de Lafayette Hawlev, convicted
last month iu the circuit court of this county
of the murder of Zachariah Hayes, in June,
last year, took place Both the mur-
derer and victim were white men. The exe-
cution was conducted privately, the only per-
sons present being the officers of the court,
a small guard, a clergyman and the report-
ers. A cold rain, sleet and hail prevailed.
Hail fell steadily during the hanging.

At the foot of the scaffold the minister
offered up a fervent prayer, after which the
prisoner ascended the steps to the platform,
and was placed on the fatal trap. The
sheriff then told Hawley that he was about
to carry out the sentence of the law, and
asked if he had anything to say. The pris-
oner made no answer, but the minister pro-
ceeded to read a paper containing Haw ley's
dying words, to the following eflect:

Mv time hss come to die. I shot Zaeh Hayes,
but! shot him believing tbst if I did not kill him
he wonld kill me. I know I did wrong. I com-
mitted sin to Ood's sight, for His word says: "Re-
sist thou evil." But I knew but little about the
Bible at that time. Thank God I know now that
Jesus died for sinners, and that His precious blood
elesnseth those who trust in Him from all sin. I

God to forgive my sins, and they are many,fray those whom I have wnmged to forgive ma,
for from my heart I forgive all who have wronged
me. I am a great sinner, saved by God'B free grace
in Christ Jesus. May others take warning by my
sad end, and come to mv blessed Savior, who alouie
can save. Good-by- Ibelicvc that God is my fa-

ther: I tvelieve that Jesus, the son God, Usiy Sav-
ior ; I believe the holy spirit has changed my heart :

I believe in the forgiveness of sins, resurrection of
the body and life everlasting. Amen! I am ready.
Lord Jesns, receive my spirit.

The minister then placed his hand on the
doomed man's head and invoked a blessing
on him and bade him goodbye, Hawley kiss-
ing him on the cheek. The prisoner's hands
and legs were then pinioned, the rope ad-

justed, the black cap drawn over his face,
and at a given signal the deputy-sheri- ff

sprung the trap. The fall was over eight
feet, and death ensued without a struggle.
Wednesday evening last Hawley was mar-
ried in jail to Nannie Hawkins, his para-
mour. He had previously sent a note to her,
in which he stated that, in accordance with
her expressed wish and his own desire, he
would like to carry out the vows he had
made to her, and that he wanted their two
children to have the right to bear his name.
Accordingly the two were united iu wedlock
by the Rev. K. A. Goodwin, of the Episcopal
church, after which Hawley was baptized
and received into the church.
