THE IMPENDING RAILROAD STRl'tt-tiUE- .

The country ia becoming very sore about
the manner in which it ia treated by the
railroad. Instead of attending to their busi-

ness of carrying freight and passengers, and
doing that business on business principles,
the roads seek to influence the direction
which business shall take, give preference in
rates to one shipper, and one city or district,
over another, and commit other offenses
against fair trade and sound commercial cus-

tom. In all part of the country the press is

alleging these kind of offenses against them,
and stringent legislation is evidently ap-

proaching that will compel them to do what
it would be so much better they should do
vtithout compulsion. Throughout the west
this sensible view of the caae ia urged upon
the railroads by some of the most prominent

We speak all

this "more in sorrow than in anger," for we

have learned to respect and esteem the per-

sonal character of many railroad managers,

hut there is no disguising the fact that the

railroad business has become a web so tan-gis- t!

that all drawn within it fold appear to

partake of its sinuous intricacies in spite of

themselves. Keferriug to the anomalous
0 mli'.ion with which the railroads have
(unrounded themselves, and especially to the

pooling and monopolizing of Gould, that
temperate and sensible journal the St. Paul
Pioneer speaks a follows: "One can hardly
restrain hi imagination, however, from pic-

turing the new conditions which will be in-

troduced into political, commercial and social
life by these combination. The most stu-

Settled
pastorates are the exceptions, the average
church is all the time wondering if it cannot
get a preacher who will draw better; and the
average minister if he cannot find a wider
field of usefulness, or one easier to plow
Men who are able to celebrate their quarter
centennial iu the pastorate are very rare
This system of ecclesiastical rotation in office
reaches its climax of badness iu the case of
the few churches that elect their pastor
every year, and so keep him perpetually be

fore them aa a candidate for their auffragea
This rotary system is, if possible,
worse in our schools. Our common
schools are mere stations at which men
atop on their journey twenty minutes
for refreshments. The compensation is made
so small bv our false eeonomv that men of
brains and energy cannot afford to take up
with teaching a a profession. Who would
trust his property to a lawyer who had taken
up with practice for a year or two till he had
got enough money to study for a mercantile
pursuit? Who would put himself or his
family under the care of a physician who

was practicing medicine merely to get a little
pocket money, and who intended in a couple
of years to go into some other calling? Wi

wouid not put a horse into the hands of such
a horse-docto- r; but our children we put
where we should not put a beast nor a dol

larin the hands of raw men that have no
intention of becoming teachers and no en
thusiasm for their profession; men who are
merely teaching as a makeshift. Rotation
in office is the same evil thing in school
church and State; in all three we need
nothing so much as the principle etablihed
that if a man is doing his work faith
fully and well he is to remain at his post,
whether it be political, or ecclesiastical, or
educational, and that when he ceasca to do
well he is to leave. V e want a continuous,
but not a permanent tenure. When the
policy of an administration has been con
demned and repudiated by the people, there
should be a sweeping change in the govern
ment official whose corruptions have con
tributed to the revolution. But when a party
has been indorsed by the people, the policy of

turning out faithful, competent and ex
perienced officials to give place to untried
and inexperienced men is unjust in principle,
because it offers no incentive to a faithful
discharge of duty; ia an injury to the public
service and increases the annv of office --seek
ers, which is the greatest curse to American
institutions.

We
have not had two davs in the week that
hands could pick cotton with any comfort,
and about three-fourth- s of our short crops
has been gathered.

Longvicw: It is es
timated that h to one-thir- d of the
cotton crop is yet in the field, and great dam
age is certain to result, lhe storm is irom
din. northwest. Caldwell county : The heavy
froata on the nights of the fifth and sixth in
stant effectually stopped the growth of cot
ton in tin vicinitv.

I have just sold a neighbor 100 bushels of
this corn for $105, or $1 05 per bushel. The
money that he paid me he got from the sale
of cotton, at 8c per sound, net. So he gave
8 1 pounds of cotton for one bushel of corn.
Now, a man with the proper tools can make
and gather 2000 bushels of corn. So, if he
can trade his corn for cotton at the same
rate, he would get for his crop of corn 16,250
pound of cotton, or Wi bales, averaging
400 pounds. Now, brother farmer, for fif-

teen years you have been doing this thing.
Is it any wonder the north tells you that the
south cannot be trusted with the government'.'
You have given your time and work to a

people who nate you. You have toiled hard
twelve months in the year to pay for corn
and meat that you could have produced with
four months labor.

A Court of Appeals with Jurisdiction in
Criminal Case Only.

Editors Appeal All of the lawyer who
attend the sittings of the supreme court of
Tennessee are reminded at every term of the
great inconvenience the court labors under,
of being compelled to lay aside the civil
docket and taking up the criminal, as they
are presented from each of the judicial dis-

tricts of the divisions of the State. In addi-
tion to this, all attorneys who do not practice
the criminal law, are compelled to leave the
court and go home, and remain until the
criminal docket is finished, or stay at un-

necessary expense. The legislature have
found it necessary to establish an auxiliary
court, to try such cases as may be referred to
it by the regular court, in order that the nu-

merous cases may be tried. I suggest to the
next legislature that it would be a great
improvement to repeal the law which created
that auxiliary court, and establish an ap-

pelate court, with jurisVHction over criminal
cases alone. This court to be eutirel v inde-
pendent of the supreme court, but 0 equal
grade and dignity, and its decisions to be
final, like those of the present supreme
court. Such a court would relieve the su-

preme court of all criminal business,
and thus give the judges a chance
to get through with their dockets at each term
of the supreme court and not be compelled
to continually be jumping their mind from
civil to criminal law and ste versa. The
court should be called the "Court of Ap-

peals," and should hold three sessions a year,
and all 4 tkem at Xashville, and then the
court and the attorney --general would not lie
Bti nomadic as our uprenie court are coui-jiell-

to be under a most unwise and inju-
dicious reciuireiuent of the constitution of
the State. This court would be of no more
expense to the State than the prese nt auxil-
iary ouurL Its proceedings would be legal
precedents ; the judges could reide the year
rourrd whh their families at Nashville, and
they could have access to the best of libra-
ries. A great expense would be avoided in
the transportation of prisoner. For in-

stance, a person who lakes an appeal in a
criminal case from a county in the north-
eastern part of West Tennessee will have to
be brought by the sheriff of that county
down to Jackson for hi appearance before
the supreme court, and if the judgment in
his case below is amrmed then the aherin ot
Madison will have to take him
to Nashville. This incurs a double
expense to the State. If he is
taken o Nashville for trial and the
judgment affirmed there is no more expense
to the State. I am not overlooking the fact
that now the leasees of the State convict labor
have to receive the convicts at the places of
final nonviction: but it is to be hoped that
this leasing out of the convict labor of the
StaU will be stopped, soon and forever. The
State oi Texas has adopted the plan and es-

tablished a "Texas Court of Appeals" in

Tennessee Taxation and Exemption.
Nashville Banner: The clause of our

constitution exempting one thousaid dol-
lars worth of personal property from tax-
ation leads to a great many diflicilties in
our State. It was intended for the benefit of
those who only owned a small amount oi
property, but its practical operation las been
to exempt nearly all of the personal property
in the State from taxation, much 01 it too,
being in the hands of very rich men. Let ua
compare the personal property in tie State
which is assessed for taxation with the per-
sonal property in other States.

assessed for taxation was nearly, if rot quite
one-ha- ll as much as the"real eptate, in many
of them more than hall, while in Tinnessec
it was not one-tent- h as much as tht real es-
tate, in those States when so much of the
personal property was assessed for axation
the rate of State taxation ranged frcm 40 to
75 cents on the $100 worm of jroperty.
There is more personal property, doubtless, in
the county of Shelby or Dav.dson thin is as-
sessed in the whole State. While there is a
great deal of personal property thai escajx-- a

taxation legitimately under the clautc of our
constitution exempting S1D00 worth of per-
sonal property from taxation, yet there is
doubtless a great deal that escapes which is
not properly exempt. This a nu tter that
should be looked into and guarded against
by proper legislation or by the execution of
the laws.

Tennessee not only has a lower rate of tax-
ation than any State in the Union, but more
property escapes taxation in Tennessee than
in most of the States. The people of Ala-
bama jiay sixty-fiv- e cents State taxes, the
people of Texas fifty cenls, the people of
Missouri forty cents, the people of Virginia
fifty cents, although in those States there iB

no SKMX) of personal property exempt from
taxation. Not only is it so in regard to per- -

Mh Tn tc , Vat the asscrrcd vlu of real
estate in Tennessee is less in proportion to its
actual selling than in any of the southern
Slates, as facts abundantly show.

We give these facts to prove that with a
reasonable and fair settlement of her State
debt Tennessee will have lower taxation by
far than any of the southern States, and will
be in a more prosperous condition than any
of them.

The town ia
shrouded in darkness directly after sunset
the magistrates having prohibited the light
ing ot gas, as the pipes are broken in many
places and an exjilosion niight ensue. Car-
riages are not allowed to drive fast, as there

danger that the slightest vibration will 00

bring down in the ruins the cracked and
shattered edifices that remain. In a majority

the houses fires cannot be lit because the
chimnevs have all fallen in and in manv
cases the staircases have become impassa
ble. Indeed, the citv appears as if it had
been shelled by a besieging army. The
largest and best houses have suffered most,
and not a single one has escaped damage.
The cathedral ia so damaged that it can-

not be recoenieH from the pictures of it,
and the Franciscan convent, which re
sembles a fortress, has been so thor
oughly shaken that it may fall at any mo
ment, lhe largest tobacco nianutactorv in
Hungary, an imposing building, was dam
aged so badly that it had to be cleared
The Marcus church and St. Marv's church, :

great building, once a Jesuit convent and now
used by the military commander, are all iu
ruins. The roof of the Jewish synagogue
fell in six minutes before the doors were to
have been opened to admit a bridal partv,
and the young couple, thinking the day of
udement had come, and wishing to die as

husband and wife, were united in a private
house. Ti e damaj done is estimated at

florins, but of course the irreparable
ruin Wrought in the churches is not comprised
in this sum. A reporter who, at the risk of
his life, explored the cathedral a dav or two
after the disaster, gives the following d
scnption of what he saw: lhe root over
the sanctuary is eutirelv gone, and the high
altar, a rare work of art, the archbishop's
hair and the chair of the choir are

all broken to pieces and lie buried under
heaps of rubbish several vards high. The
beautiful stained-glas- s windows have suffered
comparatively little. One of the columns of
a triumphal arch has keen bent, and looks as
if it would tall. ear the orean and choi
the roof also fell iu, and one arch, in falling
broke through the lids of a tomb. All the
supporting arches are loose, and seem 1111

able to bear the great roof much longer. One
curious effect ol the earthquake is to be seei
in one ol the towers, which was turned al
most completely around on its axis, w hen
the earthquake began, the prebendary and
two priests were celebrating masses, but they
all managed to escape into the vestrv liefore
the roofs fell in. One of the towers, with a
staircase in it, was turned around on its own
axis. The countrv around Acram has also
suffered severelv, but in all cases th
small houses remained unscathed, while
churches, stationhouses, belfries and
all larire buildines fell in or were par
tially damaged. The madhouse and a house
of detention not far from Agram also suffered
severely, and three castles Kerestinec
Helena and Pankovic are mere heaps o
ruins. The governor (Banus he is called in
Croatin) informed the emperor that there
was great lack of hands where so much work
must be done before the frost sets in, and
begged for a companv of pioneer soldiers to
help the distressed people. The emperor has
given the necessary orders, and, in addition
sent 10,000 florin to be used immediately lo
the most urgent cases of need. A commission
of engineers is busy exaniing the 2000
houses which sheltered the 30,000 citizen o
Agram to ascertain how much can be saved
lrom the rum.

uch deaths are registered for England and

Wales; but our returns are admittedly in-

complete. In Austria from 1870 to 1878
(eight years) ijhtning occas'ond upward
of 40,000 fires, and destroyed more than 1700
lives. In Switzerland the returns seem curi-
ously variable. For example, in 1856 only
three Buch deaths are reported, while in 1877
we find as many as thirty. Of the deaths by
lightning in France, M. loudin some years
ago collected statistics, which showed that
during the thirty years, beginning in 183-- t

and ending in 18o.'i, as many as 2038 jieople
were struck dead by lightning in that country.
During the last ten years of this period the
deaths amounted to 880, and of these only
'.'43 were women. Nothing is more striking
in these statistics than the uniform preponder-
ance in the number of the male over the fe-

male sex. With the exception of Sweden
where, for some reason unexplained, and uot
easily to lie imagined, this preponderance is
not no observable there seems to be gener-
ally about two men killed to one woman.
The traveler who accounted for the immuni-
ty of the Swedish women by their compara-
