FITZ JOHN PORTER

And His Seemingly Interminable Case
Again & Bene of Contention in the
Uniled States Senate—No Set-
tlement Yot Within
Sight.

Discussion of the Right of an Ohio Rep-
resenfative to a Seat in the House
—Bills and Resolulions Intro-
dueed—The Electoral Count
Bill Again.

Wasmxarox, December 15.—Mr. Town-
send [0.] presented the credentials of E. B,
Taylor ax momber-elect of the nincteenth dis-
trict of Ohio (President-clect Garfield’s
district.)

Mr. Jlurd [().], the credentinls having
been rend objected to Tavler being sworn
in, and moved that the eredentials be reforred
to the committee on elections

Mr. MeKinney, of Ohio—0On what grounds?

Mr. Hurd stated that on May 15, 1878, a
law had been passed by the Ohio legislature
creating the nincteenth district.

Mr. Butterworth (interrupting) The certi-
ficate of the election is regular on its face; is
it not?

Mr, ITurd—I take it it iz not. Proeeeding,
he said that General Garfield had been
elected from the nineteenth district as it had
been compesed under the law of 1878, In
1850 the law of 1878 had been repealed aud
s new district created. The ground upon
which Mr, Taylor rested his claim waz that
the vacancy which had been created by the
resignation of Garfield from the old nine-
teenth distriet might be filletl by an election
held within the territory which had formerly
composed that district.  This claim he sub-
mitted was without foundation. Garfield's
resignation could not occasion a vacancy in
that distriet, :\l‘hi, llu'n:l’ure, on the face of
the certificate it was patent that Taylor had
not the right to sit in the house. The whale
trouble was with the legislature of Ohio,
whieh had p#ssed a law whereby 380,000
people would have fifteen representatives in
the next congress, while 360,000 would only
have five representatives, without making
provision for vacancies. Let the legislature
of Ohio bear the blame, and leét not the
house seut a man clected from a  district
which had no existence,

Mr. McKinney argued that, sssuming there
was any force in the objection made by his
colleague (Hurd), the member elected had
prima fucie right to his seat, the objection
should go to the committee on elections, but
in the meantime the member elect should not
be deprived of his right to represent the
nineteenth district.

After some further discussion Mr. Hurd
withdrew his oljection, and Mr. Taylor, hav-
ing qualified, moved that the credentials be
referred to the commitice on” elections.
