In the Boyd murder
case the solivitor-general has applicd for a
postponement of the trial, basing the appli-
cation on afidavits of the ]Iui'i(.‘e that the
district 1 terrorized, At Irishtown, near
Claremorris, last night a body of men at-
tempted forcibly to enter a farmbouse from
which the tenant had been evieted, They
attacked a constable, whoe immediately fired
upon them; wounding foar. Twe men were
arrested.

Baron Dowse, presiding st the Connanglht
assizes, at Galway, has reccived a letter
threatening him with death should he con-
vict any member of the Land League.

The Gaszette declares that the barony of In-

nishowen, county Donegal, is in a disturbed
state, requiring additional police at the
weekly meetiog of the Land League., To-
day Michael Davitt stated that the ex-
ecutive of the League proposed fo issue a
suggestion to the organizations of the League
throughout the country embodying their
opinion upon the outrages. A manifesto was
then adopted containing elaborate sugges-
tions in regard to the future procecdings of
the different branches of the League, and
urging that there must be no compromise
with landlords.
A manifesto adopted by the Land League
states that when the outlives of the promiscd
land bill is made public by the government,
a special meeting of the Jeague will be im-
mediately held for the purpose of diccussing
the measure and proncuncing as to s
worth. If necossary, a grand national con-
vention of the land League will be sum-
moned to a settlement which the league de-
mands, The manifesto condemns the send-
ing of threatening letters as harmiful to the
cause of the league. It declares that if the
traversers are conv ‘cled,'all vacancies in the
executive committoe of the league will be
filled until the traversers are able to resume
their posltion.

Why Moyo Peasnntry Have no Love for
Ulster Orangemen.
New York World: When Lord Erne's
Ulster tenants arrived at Lough Mask to dig
Captain Boyveott's potatoes and thresh his
oats, Archbishop MeHale, of Taum, said if
the people permitted the strangers to  relurn
home unmolested the crisis in the west of
Ireland might be considered over. The
peasantry of Mayo have no love for Ulster-
men, It is on the western shore of Lough
Mask, within 2 mile or two of Boyeott's
heuse, that John Reid, the Ulster priest-
hunter,” lies buried. In the title of the Penal
Code this man was one of the chief inforw-
ers against the clergy in the county of Mayo,
being ironically nicknamed “Shaun na Sog-
garth” (the pricst's John). At that time
riests were required to be registered and
forbidden to leave their own parishes, that
the authorities might the more easily enforee
the law prohibiting them from sayving mass
syl from teaching their flocks. Many of
them however, fled to the mountains and ther.,

the gallows. His villainous exploits, of
which there is no written account, are pre-
served in the traditions wld to this day by
every turf-fire in Connavght sud in the bal-
lads sung h_\‘ the lwgg;\r women from doar to
door, He was killed at Lough Mask by fall-
ing from an eysie in the cliths, where he had
taken refuge from the mob of infurinted
peasants, and a mountain ash now marks the
spot where it is said his body was thrust into
an unhallowed grave. In the rebellion of
1798 Connatight was scourged by the Tlster
yeomanry md fencibles. Forty men and
women were put to death on a spot bearing
the awfal name of Stab-All hill, in Castle-
bar. In Dallandine, a hamlet hard by Lord
Oranmore's demesne, peasants were
hanged on the market cross. At Claremor-
ris thirty women and children were sabred
and trampled to denth one Faster morning by
a squadron of half-drunken yeomanry com-
manded by Geoffrey Browne, Lord Oran-
more's grandfather; and in ].lfmrr:\ Gharra,
n street in that town leading to Balla, stands
a stone building where the victims of the
Ulstermen were flogged. The stories told of
the atrocities of that period would be incred-
ible were they not amply sustained by the
official reports. Lord Cornwallis, in his Cor-
respondence says:  “The yeomanry are in the
style of the loyalists in America, only much
more numerous and powerful and a thonsand
times more ferocions. These men have sepved
their country, but they now take the lead in
rapine aod murder. The conversation of the
principul persons of the country all tends to
encourage this system of blood, and the con-
versation, even at my tahle, where you will
suppose | do all I can to prevent it, always
turns on hauging, shooting and burn-
ing. If a pricst has been put to death the
greatest joy is expressed by the whole com-
pany. S0 much for lreland and my wretched
situation,” Inanother letter he savs: “The
accounts that you sce of the number of the
enemy destroved in every action are, I con-
clude, greatly cxagperated. From my own
knowledge ol military affairs, | am sure a
very small proportion of them only could be
killed in battle, and 1 am much afraid that
any man in a brown coat who is found with-
in several miles of the field of motion is
butchered without discrimination,” Again,
he says, the members of both houses of the
Irish parliament wanted him to “pursue
measures that counld only terminate in the
extirpation of a greater number of the in-
habitants and the utter destruction of the
country.” Such is the evidenee of the com-
mander of the forces, a man who had not
shrunk from RTUSs barbaritics in
the revolted colonies of the new world.
. * . No accusing monuments rise
above the graves of the victims of those daye
of carnage; but as English mothers used 1o
frighten their children with the name of
Bonaparte, so the peasant women of Mayo
Galway and Roscommon keep their ragge
gossoons within doors at night by uﬁnng
them there is an Urangeman without.

ST. LOUIS JUBILANT

Over the Purchase of the Iron Mountaim
Road by Gould.

Br, Lovis, December 14—~Thomas Allen
still msserts that his negotiations with Juy
Gould are not yet closed, and thut the sale of
his interest in the Iron Mountain railroad is
not yet consummated. It is generally be-
lieved, however, that the transfer of the stock
will made within one or two daye, and
that the purchase money will amount to $2,-
000,000.
