Rupervising Inspector's Report.

James A, Dumont, supervising inspector-
general of steam vessels, in his annual re-
port for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1830,
devotes considerable space to the lub]ectu
color-blindness, He says, concernin, acci-
dents o steam vessels, that the public im-
pression exists that the past year has fur-
nished an unusual number of Tatal casual-
ties 1o sleamn vessels, but that such impres-
#ion is not barne out by the facts. During the
year there have been but 26 accidents involv-
ing loss of life, as against 32 during that pre-
ceding. 'I'here were 3 less in number by ex-
plosions, 2 less by eollisions and 3 less by
snags, wrecks and sinking, while by fire the
number of accidents was 2 in excess of that
of last year, and the total number of lives
lost greater by 8.  After some re-
marks concerning the Naorraganseit-Stoning-
ton collision and the loss of the Seawaunhaka,
he sayz:  “Duoring the vesr the total sumber
of vessels inspected was4536; total number of
officers licensed, 16,061, The total number
of lives lost by accidents from various causes
dur“ln the year was a5 follows: ]"xpluﬁiunﬂ

Nukmg, 1| acctdenml dmwmng Ty hne
lancous uuuulueu 6; total lives Iu.nt. 185."
The report concl udes as follaws: “I respect-
fully invite attention to the small percentage
of lives lost as compared with former years,
when the number of passengers carried was
much less.  Out of perhaps 220,000,000 pas-
sengers transported on steam vessels during
the last twelve months—a  daily average of
over G00,000—but 185 lives have been lost
through causes incidental to steamboat
travel, 103 of which number were passengers,
and [ feel warranted in asserting that the
fact that only one person was lost out of
every 1,100,000 carried argues u degree of in-
telligence and skill on the part of licensed
officers of stecam vessels and the officers of
thisservice unnurpmaed and searcely equaled
in any other service.
