It is a stale joke to uy "the Dutch havt

taken Holland;" but it is fresh fact to an-

nounce that the Irish have taken Ireland.
Hut this is nevertheless true. Thus far th.'
Irish are masters of the situation in Ireland.
The people are so united and enthusiastic
that the Knglish government seems to be

without a battle. There ha been a

general understanding to pay no rent, bi t

that is a matter between landlord and tenant
with which the govemnieut cannot interfere.
The Irish have, it is conceded, gone in many
things beyond the law, but they have been
o determined and united, and yet so peace-

able, that there seems to be no method of

crushing them. They have instituted courts
and govern themselves after their own fashion.
Hut the final issue will come sooner or lat r.

Kugland cannot recede without standing
before the civilized world as a brutal op-

pressor and murderer of the Irish people
for seveu hundred years. Hunger and wrong
will force the Irish to remain steadfast, lor
they cannot yield without perishing, and a ill

act upon the belief that a quick and spetily
annihilation is preferable to the slow process
of starvation. It remains to be seen wliat
answer the Hritish government is prepared to

make to the demand for reform of the land
laws. Some of the Irish leaders are a tiiriV

but the people as a whole are not

These two divisions wil. comist in all of
18,000 men. They have occupied Tanbo
de Mora and Chinca, while l.olHI of tlieui
haye paid a visit to the tt wn of lea, where
the customary scenes of pillaging occurred.
In Pisco the troops were allowed to do as
thev chose, and innumerable outrages were
committed, I'fite Chilian minister of war
ami General Maturana are in Tansbo de
Mora, and (iennal VUagran and Com-

mander Lynch were in Pisco. The Chil-
ians are issuing the ten sol notes seized on
lsiard the Islay. They pay their soldiers
with them, and the soldiers force their ac-

ceptance. Several sugar-can- e plantations
have been destroyed. The Chilians expect
to march from 3O,0jM to 34,000 men against
Lima, and with this force hi
capture of the city.

Muttering From the Xative Subjects of
the Ouecii in the British-America-

Provinces Their Eyes Opened
by the Maladministration

of Lord Lome.

Commercial Isolation of the llominiou-Oppressive- ly

Expensive Oovernments
in all the Provinces Rapid In-

crease of the Public Ilebt The
Country's Worst Wonnd.

"Oath," in the Cincinnati Enquirer, 23d: In
Canada, meantime, the common sense of the
native people begins to murmur above the
prejudices of the English and court class.
Potatoes and barley, and eke lumber and
mutton commence to exclaim, like human
beings: ''Why are we shut from the markets
of fifty millions of our neighbors, who pos-
sess ail the short cuts and facilities of the
continent, and are draining us of three times
our annual emigration every year, to depend
instead on the of the queen, whose
wife despises us and our country; whereas we
are in Montreal onlv twenty-fou- r hours from
Washington Citv. the seat of the imperial
legislation of the continent, and twelve hours
from New York, the seat of North American
financial power." The administration of
Lord Lome has been the disillusionizing of
Canada, having been of no effect, social or
physical, and the building of the Canada
Pacific railroad begins to show itself a sham,
commanding neither credit nor credulity.
Canada, like our southern States, has
been tlanked by American railroads,
built in the period of political sepa-
ration from us. Four years of such separa-
tion drew the topographical lines of traffic
as distinctly around the south as if a lake or
gulf ol 'water had been there, and Texas de-

rived ber growth in great part from her iso-

lation from her own section, so that at the
resumption of political relations with us,
railroad and town building at once proceed-
ed as our western States. Canada lias no
autonomy by nature except the St. Law-
rence System, which is frozen half the year.
The Mexican raids on Canada, poetical re-

turns for the Jeff Thompson raids on us
during secession, cost Canada relatively more
in security and than the whole
rebellion cost US. Canada has as expensive
a government as ours, for the
number of our people. Her viceroy, Lome,
gets the same salary as our President. Her
military commander gets fftSOD and ipuar-ter- s,

about equal to General Sherman's pay.
Canada has thirteen in her cabinet, and
we have only seven, and all her thir-
teen are as well paid as ours, or from

7200 to $8200 apiece. Her six su-

preme judges are paid like ours. Canada is
older In settlement than our States. She has
a senate just aboutthesize of ours, or seventy-seve- n

senators, and nearly as large a lower
house, i'ut her capital in the wood ia a
village of 20,0410 people. Her public ex-
penditures in 1S70 were nearly S2"i,000,0(X),
tor a population little larger than the State
ol Ohio, and she had a debt of $115,000,000,
nearly equal to that of the city of New York,
orniearly thirty dollars per capita. Besides,
the different provinces of Canada have U
Submit to Provincial or Slate governments,
generally more extravagant than ours. The
lieutenant governor of ( Intario gets SIO.IH"!
a year, and has a cabinet or council ot six
men, paid s:;2ihi a year apiece, making the
executive cost a year; whereas Ohio,
more than double Ontario's population, costs
for her executive all told SIO.OOU. I believe
the judicial system of this one Canadian Stale
COSti nearly "70,000, and the same extrav-
agance is repeated in the smaller Canadian
states. The governor of poor little Manitoba
gi ts :l(i,iHXJ a year. The governor of New-
foundland gets S12.0OO, and has a council
costing about Slo.tlOO more. Since writing
the above, 1 iind that the funded debt of Can-

ada last vear was SloO.OOO.OOO, bavins
jumped up S80,00T,000 in the past twelve
years. The expenditures are $140,000,000 a
year, and they make the postoflicc a source
of surplus. Thevsscll us to the amount of
S25,000,000 a wear, or $2(l,000,000 less than
they sell Kngland, and import from us

more than they take from Kngland.
All the raving banks in Canada have less
money in them than the State of Connec-
ticut." Canada has nearly $:;0,000,000 of
paper currency. Mexico has $7 ,o00,000. Ii
( lanada was under the government of the
United States, her sea coast would become
-- prinkled with American summer villas; her
sea faring population would take the place
oi ours that has gone inland; and
Montreal, Onebec and Toronto would be- -

come first-clas- s republican cities. Provin- -

rial ism and Bunkyisin would get scant favors
from nature in that region. The population
of Canada is only of the American colonics
at the revolution, when Canada had nearly a
hundred thousand population. The worst
wound Canada ever received passed through
the IkhIv of Kichard Montgomery, at Quebec,
which separated Canada from her Continen
tal relations. Another war between this
country and Kngland will start more of Can-
ada's centering capital toward the Lnited
States than now seeks occupation in Chicago,
lluffaio and New York. There are three
Canadian banks iu New York city. Leaving
New York at sunset in the evening, the Can-
adian reaches Montreal for 8 o'clock break-
fast. Quebec is about the same distance from
Boston, but the Canadian railroad
lequircs nearly twenty hours to make
the journey. Americans arc generally ad-

verse to tl'. annexation of Canada, which
keeps one of our cold frontiers fri-- of ex-
pense to lis; but the owners of coal mines in
Nova Scotia and the larmers ot Canada
West, whose sheep arc the best winter mutton
we can get, must regard it as an expensive
sentiment, like the Siamese twins navel,
which unites them to Kngland, instead of
having been separately tied up with a neat
little belly-ban- d originally.
