He was inter-
rogated by Rev. Mr. ISrendle, of Bethlehem,
and at once confessed having committed tlie
crime, telling the story with great delibera-
tion. He was in love with the eldest daugh-
ter of the Gogels, aged sixteen, but was o- -

tiosed by her. parents. He believed that by
them all opposition would be re-

moved to his suit. He had scarcely confessed c
before a rope, taken from one of the beds,
was placed around his neck, and he was
dragged outside of the house and hung to a
large chestnut tree. After having
been suspended twenty minutes the
body was cut down by the poorhonsu
authorities and taken to that iustitution,
where it was found that death was caused by
strangulation. The officers of the law made

vain endeavor to restrain the fury of the
mob. Detective Yoke fired at one of the
ringleaders without effect. Several thou-
sand people yisited the scene of the tragedy
during tlie day.
