Meeting II la Wife After Separation f
' Seventeen Years.

"Oil, Frank," she exclaimed, "why do
you speak in such broken English; you used
to speak so well Ihe prisoner merely
shrugged hi shoulders.

Plates, Tresses and Tools now In the ,

Secret Service Office at Wash-

National Bank Note Plates, the Impres
sions from which Pass as Current as

Do the Genuine How the
Printing Is Done The

' Machinery.

Washington Jiepubliean, December 27th:
A visit to the Secret Service division will
give an insight to the possibilities ol tbe
science of counterfeiting. The arrival here
of the ingenious outfit ot the recently arrest-
ed gang of counterfeiters presents a subject
lor the student oi human nature and lover ot
the carious. Brock way's confession furnish
ed the foregoing number of notes printed by
him and his associates on the ditteaent banks.
He has now surrendered of each kind the fol-

lowing: Pittwfield National bank, 148; Na
tional Kevere, 78; Merchant s National, 69;
Second National bank of Wilkesbarre, 38;
National Exchange of Baltimore. 32. None
of those counterfeited on the Pittsburg Na-
tional bank of Commerce are here. They
were printed on the new localized fiber paper
in use by the government, and this issue
passed as readily among .merchants and
banker a the purest genuine. They have
exhausted that entire edition, and those note
are now outstanding in the hands oi innocent
tiottletwr- - mere was an edition ot one hun
dred more in" process of preparation, but they
had not yet fixed upon the name of the bank;
it was, however, going to be another one in
Maryland. They had remedied the defect
of all previous issues as nearly as possible,
and they therefore contemplated a success-
ful haul. It would necessarily " be
more dangerous than the last, and would
doubtless have run through several other
larger editions. Before the last contem-
plated issue was struck off the offenders were
apprehended. Ninety-tw- o notes were seized,
bearing the first carbon impression on local
ized bber paper, inserting the name ot the
bank and its officers, the red seal and num
bers and the green tinted and black border.
It is said that not more than three or four
counterfeits on the National Exchange bank
of Jialtimore were floated, not over twelve
of the Second National bank of Wilkee-barr- e,

but it is yet difficult to tell exactly
the fate of each issue. A remarkable fact
connected with the floating of all the fore-
going counterfeits is that from their first issue
to the present day the national bank re
demption bureau of the treasury depart
ment has discovered Dut twenty-tw- o ot these
counterfeits. , -

OF THE TOOLS.

The plates for notes are four ' in number.
One is engraved and the other three are eleo
trotyped by Brockway, who is a very skilled
workman in that line. It is a perfect plate,
except the panel which contains the State
coat of arms, which is found on the right- -
hand back of a note of the $100 denoniine..
tion. This ' space is always left blank by
counterfeiters until they decide on what
State and which bank they will issue their
next lot ef "queer." Hence, on the four
plates alluded to, one has a separate coat of
arms for each State upon which they
had made an issue. The vignette entitled
"Signing the Declaration of Independence."
also common to all notes of this denomina
tion, is a plate of polished steel and engraved
with the most faultless precision. It is the
object of admiration by all men skilled in the
higher branches of that delicate handicraft
There are also three copper plates, one en-
graved aud two electrotyped. These rep-
resent all the characters and designs on
the face of the note, excepting the name

nd location of the bank and the signa-
tures of its officers. These omissions, in the
vernacular of the counterfeiter, are called
"skeletons." The plates wheh supply these
omissions are called "titles." Two only have
been surrendered one on steel for the Pitts
burg bank and the other on copper for the
bank of Wilkesbarre. The others have prob
ably been destroyed at the moment of some
scare, or immediately after use, as a means
of covering up their tracks in case of disco

This production- - of of these high
evidences of a nation's trouble aud

the holder's happiness is equal, if not su
perior, to the note. When the "shover,"
Devle, was arrested in Chicago with $207,000
in Lis carpetbag, upon showing them to the
brokers and bankers, they expressed them-
selves willing to buy the whole lot, and for a
long time public opinion was unanimous in
pronouncing the act of arrest one of mistake
and a cruelty and persecution if persisted in.
The difference is easily seen when the dis- -
creDancies are minutely pointed out in com
paring the original and genuine, assisted by
the glass. The first things that attract the
eve upon investigating this whole exhibition
of mechanical ingenuity and patient labor
are two small engrossed dies in copper. They
will measure one and a quarter by three-quart- er

inches, and are complete figures of
cycloid engraving.

In like manner did lirock-
way take the engraved plate and electrotype

a genuine "counter," which is the circle
that incloses the "100," also the "C." The
bond plates are of copper, the larger one
havine the border of the bond and five cou
pons, from which four were cut off when the
loan was made. There is also to be seen the
remnant of five more coupons located imme
diately under the row joining the body of the
bond. It would convey the impression that
this was originally made a long time ago,
There is no evidence of their ever being pre-
viously used. The other large plate con
tains a medallion of Secretary of the Treas-
urer Chase and the other designs incident to
that bond. Its printed stipulations, signa
tures, etc.. are precisely the game as the orig
inal, or as near as it is possible to make two
things alike by hand, .there are also
two small plates for printing the
coupons and two -- seals' representing respec
tively the loan division aud the treasury de
partment. There are three other small plates
in the lot one oi steel and two oi copper.
These were Intended for another 100o bond,
either of the new issue or the
The machinery consists of a rotary hand
press and two ti rulers, registered aud
prepared for the most minute work, such
as are found only in first-cla- bank-not- e

printing establishments. The officers of the
law still have another duty to perform before
finishing up this job.

A WESTERX DOGBERRY.

How He Arraaml Everything Com-
fortably for a Poor Chinaman.

San Francisco Chronicle : "In department
Xo. 11 of the superior conrt yesterday morn-
ing Foy Fat, a Chinaman, was arraigned for
sentence for the crime of grand larceny, he
having stolen some jewelry and diamonds
from his employer, for whom he was working
as a house-servan- t. When his case was
called his attorney urged in mitigation that
this was his first offense so far as known. It
would be a very great hardship to send him
to the State prison, where his queue would
be cut off to withig an inch of his scalp, for
although white persons do not deem it a dis-
grace to have their hair shingled, the Chinese
consider themselves forever ostracized by
their own countrymen if they lose their
queues. The attorney therefore asked the
court to send the prisoner to the county jail
in charge of Sheriff Desmond, who would not
cut his queue off. Judge Freelon said he
was aware that it was one of the regulations
of the State prison to shingle the hair of
prisoners on the day of their entry, but it
was also a rule of that institution to allow
the queue of the Chinese prisoners to grow if
his deportment while there wns satisfactory.
He said he would not subject the prisoner to
the disgrace of being discharged before he
shonld have time to grow another queue, but
would fix the term of sentence so that by the
time he should cease to board at
of the State his queue might be sufficiently
long to suit the most exacting Chinaman. He
therefore sentenced the prisoner to seven
years in tbe State prison."
