For an Equitable Settlement of the Debt
of the Old Corporation of the City
of Memphis—A Proposition
Bondholders Will Do Well
to Comsider.

An Address to the Legislature, Accom-
panied by the Draft of a Bill Which
Has a Final Adjustment in View
—Let the Creditors Meet
Us Hall-Way.

Appended will be found an elaborate
statement by the commissioners of the Tax-
ing-District of Sheiby county( Memphis) to the
general assembly of the State on the indebt-
eduess and assetaof the old corporation of
Memphis, the taxable ability of the people of
the new city government to pay the indebt-

Your commissioners for the Taxing-Dis-
trict of Shelby county, Tennessee, appointed
under senate joint rewlution No. 52, of the
session of 1879, respectfully report as fol-
lows: The municipality known as the city
of Memphis owed at the date of the repeal of
its charter thesum of $4,554,3560 34. Of this
amount S1,054,000 is represented by the hold-
ers of what are known as the compromise
bonds, issued under the administration of
Mayor Flippin. In any settlement which is
to be made of the debt, these creditors should
lose nothing by the fact that they have once
compromised their claims at filty cents onthe
dollar. In order to put them on the same
basis as the other creditors, these bonds
should be treated as worth two for one. This
will add $1,054,000 to the amount stated
above. For the purposes of the settlement
hereinafter recommended, the debt of
the city of Memphis at the date of the
repeal “of its charter will, therefore,
amount to $5,608,355 34. [n addition to the
above, there were about $600,000 of claims
against the eity, the jostice and validity of
wlilinh were disputed by it, and which were
being litigated at the time of the repeal of its
charter, A desoription and list of these
claims is herewith presented as exhibit No. 3
to this report. In view of the fact that near-
ly all of the cases involving these claims
| have been decided in favor of the eity by the
lower courts, (the only courts in which they
have as yet been heard) your commission re-
commends that no provision be made for
them, and that they be excluded from the set-
tlement recommended herein. The assets of
the city at the date of the repeal of its char-
ter, (consisting almost exclusively of uncol-

would be nnwise and unsafe in any settle-

Although much has been  accomplished

£100. This is higher than the average r:l.e
of taxation imposed upon property in other
cities of the United Sl.‘:sows,p y in,l.lw opin-
ion of your commission, any grealer tax
would prove so burdensome and onerous as
to  practically defent its collection.
Again, your commission is satisfied
that the city of Memphisnever received more
than twenty-five cents in the dollar in value
and benefit in the present currency, which is
convertible into eoin, for much the larger
partof ils indebledness, and for a ver{ large
proportion of said debt the original holders
opacreditors never paid as much as the sum
now offered in settlement. What the said
indebtedness cost the present holders thereof
your commission has had no means of nscer-
taining. Its market value at present, how-
ever, ia certainly not more than twenty-five
ceuts on the dollar.  For these and the other
reasons stated above, your commission think
the settlement herein  proj iz the
best which the cireumstances admit of.
Yoor commission would further repert that

in September last they visited the cities of
Baltimore and New York to confer with the
creditors of the city. They first visited Bal-
timore. Theereditors there manifestad 2 lib-
cral sentiment toward the city. At a meeting
with your commission they passed a resolu-
tion requesting Mr. W, T, Walters 10 act as
representative of the Baltimore bondholders,
and, in conjunction with a similar represent-
ative designated by the bondholders of New
York, Memphis and other cities, to examine
into the subject of said indebtedness, and re-
port both 1o the ereditors.  From Baltimore
vour commission went to New York.
The creditors there failed to  appoint
any one lo act with Mr. Walters, under
the resolntion passed by the Baltimore credi-
tors. They, howeyer, presented to your
commission, through Mr, F. H. Cossett, a
proposition of settlement which is herewith
presented as exhibit No. 6. Tt will be seen
that this propositioun contemplates all the
creditors accepting fifty cents on the dollar
for their clnims.  Under the recent decision
sf the supreme court of the United States
however, many of the creditors are entitle
to priority of panyment out of certain of the
taxes and assets of the old city. These
creditors, of course, will not now be likely to
come into any settlement which might be
proposed. It will be seen, morcover, that
when the fund created under the act accom-
panying this report is added to the taxes
wod nssets already turned over to the credi-
tors, more than fifty eents on the dollar will
have beon provided for said debt,

A Rill to Provide for thé Kettlement of
the Indebtedness of the Extinct Muo-
nicipality, City of Memphis,

Sperion 2. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of the State of Tennessee, That g0 much
of the indebtedness of the extinet municipal-
ity lately known as the city of Memphis as
shall avail itself of the provisions of this act
shall receive, in extingnishment thercof,
twenty-five cents on the dollar, estimating
the principal and interest thereon to the date
of the repeal of the charter of said eerpora-
tion, in order 0 ascertain the amount to be
thas provided for and settled, and npon which
no interest shall be allowed, except as herein-
after provided, This provision for said debt
ahall begin with the year 1582, inclusive, and
be applied inannnal instaliments, as hereinaf-
tor preseribed.  The rate of interest on the pro-
vision thus made for said debt shall be three
per cent. per aunum, for the first five years,
and six per cent, per aunum thereniter. So
much of the debt thus provided for, as con-
stitutes what is known as compromise bonds
of aaid extinet corporation, and which are
only fifty cents on the dollar of the original
amount thereof, shall be estimated, either
at 100 eents, their original amountor if taken
at their present amount, shall be entitled to
fifty instead of twenty-five cents on the dol-
lar, #0 as to plage that part of the debt on an
equal foating with the uther portions of said
debt. The interest herein provided for, shall
be paid semi-annually, on the first day of
July and Jangury of each yeur,

Sec. 2. Be il further enacted, That an an-
nual tax of fifty cents on the hundred dollars

8o anxious awm 1 to see something
done to remuverate him, that if we can get no
power from the legis!ature, I will be one of
twenty to double his sglary so long as we are
able to retain him in office.
