The fifteen so-
called sonthern States have added 4277700
to their population, snd the twelve western
and Pacific Stated only 3,581,805, The sb-
solute increase of Texas since 1870 has been
greater thap thut of sany other Btate in the
Unloo, being 42,000 more than that of Penn-
sylvania and 46,000 more than that of New
York. Her ratio of increass haa been enor-
mons. Bhounld she maintaln it for
the next decade 1890 will see Texas run-
ning a closs race with Illinoia for the fourth
place in ths list of Simtes. With the
ioypulse sure to be given her by the immense
railway operations now leading to and con-
centrating upon her territory, indeed, Texas

RILVER CERTIFICATESN.

Tha bullion vaiue of the silver dollsr be-
Ing below the bullion valoe of the gold dol-
lar causes that coin to be n disturbing ele-
ment in monetary affairs. The more so as
the coinage of them ia wt¥ going an, although
they are not popuisny rewnved into exten-
give circulation, for which their weight dis-
qualifies them. To facilitate the public
use of them, s plan was matured
circulata them by proxy. This was done by
the issue of silver certificates, making it pos-
sible to use the silver coin in a paradoxical
way as a circulating medinm withouot eircu-

the silver certificates, nre passing from hand
¢ hand, When the cotton sesson opened in
Heptember  large amount of small currency
was wanted to pay Iaborers, and for current
purchuses; aod, as small notes were scarce—
made &0 to force the silver dollars into circu-
Intion, an sttempt that fuiled—there cnme a
demand for silver certificates of low denomi-
nation as asubstitute for them, In this dis-
trict a large amount of them—generally ob-
* tained in New Orleans—was supplied to the
surrounding country. These certificates are
largely flowing back to New York and New
Orlenns, At New York they are not accepled
at the clearinghouse, and now the New Or-
leana banks refuse to receive them on regular
deposit except in trifling amounts, and the
only way of ultimately getting rid of them is
by paying them in at the customhouse,
whence they once more reach the treasury
that jwsued them, The bavks caonot use
them asa portion of their security required
by law, apd however large amount s par-
ticular bank may have, it cannot realize
upon them sccording to ite own needs, bur,
under any eircnmatances, must await the
regular order of custombonse absorption, an
urder that eannot accommodate itseli to any
existing contingency requiring a rapid con-
vernion of the silver certificates into what we
may call standard funds.  Here we sce one
of the great disadvantages of our legal-tender
sliver coin; it is wanting in that necemary

{acility of adaptiveness to the wants of trade

under its warving conditions that a fegal-

tender ciroulation ought to have sud cannot
be perfect without. Busivess men can see
that in certain circumstances of trade thie
impossibility of at once couvertivg silver
ocertificates into a form of currency that can
be used for all purposea might lead to much
serions embarrasament, It is 0 common to
associate with any trouble about any special
kind of eirculntion that it is unsafe tv hold
it, and thut a loss may be incurred by doing
so that, without a proper understanding of
the omse, persons not very well conversant
with monetary affairs might conceive an un-
founded doubt as to the soundness
of the wilver certificates. Should
such en  ides srise, all anxiety

the subject disuppears the moment
romember that, alibiough thesiiver cortifiente
is ot a legal-iader in paymentof debts and
may therelore be legaliy pofused, the silver it
represcots is & legal-tender, and cunnot be
refusud, 1f an indieidual not aware of this
fact oh d refuse the cortiliente ps a pay-
ment of bis debt, he can be told to send his
wheelbarrow or his"dray along-—according
to the amonnt of his debt—amd receive the
silver itaelf that the certificates represent, fur
the certificates can ns readily be turned into
silver ns the wsilver into certificates. The
whole difficulty that exists, therglore, is not
a question of soundness or safety, but of trade
couvenience, and the originating eause of the
difficulty is the cumbrous nature and the low
intrinsic value of the silver dollar. These
difficulties are essed by the deviee of the cer
tificates, but are not banished, as the present
state of  things Where individ-
uales wish to turn certificates into silver, they
can make srrangements to do so with their
banks, as the United States treasury will for-
ward the silver, in certiin amounta, without
expense of freight to the receiver. In the
meaotime, while ' silver certificates are
good for the payment of dutiea and other
dues to
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the United Siates, there is no cause
for snxiety in taking them, but they are =
clumsy contrivance to get rid of, an incon-
venient sud unpopular coin that requires
erutches 10 enable it to go.

When humanity be-
comes periect the morality of the newspaper
will be perfect, but probably not before.
Mesnwhile there are ns few newspapers
which disgrace themselves by advocating im-
morality as there are members of & higher
profession who travel in forbidden pathe
We do not remember to ever have heard it
stated from the pulpit that the newspaper is
an infallible thermometer, indicating the
rise and fall of the temperature of civiliza-
tion: butsuch it is, nevertheless. There is a
larger percentago of nineteenth century civ-
ilization in England and America—taking
their people as & whole—than can be found
anywhere else; and there are more newspa-

Nothing further
can be done toward the recovery of the bodies
until the mass of debris cools; no water canbe
applied.

| ehnt and locked, and that circumstance is

the subject of no little unfavorable comament.

Blown Inte Eternity.
NeEwArg, N, J. Janpary 7.—An explo-
#ion, heard for several miles, took place at
12:30 this morning in the vitriol department
of Balbuch & Son’s smelting works, on Po-
saic river. Two boilers exploded, instantly
killing the engineer and three wurimcn, and
seriously injuring two others. Three build-
ings nnd about $7000 worth of mackinery
was destroyed.  One end of the house of E.
Balbach, sr., was wrecked, and his conserva-
tory and stables also ruined, and two valoa-
ble hormes killed. The house of E. Balbach,
jr, was injured by the flying brick, and a
woman in the third story seriously hurt.
The bodies of the workmen killed were
frightfully mangled, all of whom were mar-
ried men, and leave families. Thelr names
are John Muts, engineer; J. W. Schlee,
George O, Gorman and John Queen.

The losas is estimated at £20,000,
FORCE OF THE EXPLOSION,
The Commereial-Adrertiser says: “Partof the
| machinery was thrown over Messra. Balbach's
house, into Ferguson street, where it

The
machinery left in the ruins was so completely
knocked out of shapeas it will hardly be
worth more than old iron. The rear brick
wall of the enginchouse is completely blown
down, leaving not a brick in its place, and,
