He Snbsists Three Weelis on One (rack-
er Wet With Snow.

Virginia City Enaterpriec: A miner named
William Nagle was found nearly dead of
starvation in a cabin in Six-Mile Canyon,
who save that he has fasted for three weeks,
He went to the enbin just before the first fall
of snow, and, according to hisstory, has lived
there ever since without anything to ent ex-
cept a cracker.

and hizs voice almost gone, Nagle is a man
about forty vears of nge, and Dr. Harris,
who has implicit faith in the man'a story,
saya he will put up money that, if given the
same care, he will outstarve Tanner.

The canvass ol 1550
teaches this, The Federal executive has
been felt from the ward eaucos to the vaalts
of the treasury, from the priniary to the
Presidential election. A high Federal
official yuits his place 10 tnke a
nomination for governor of the piv-
otal State, and at once the Exccun-
tive arm is extended to his support. Mar-
shale, deteciives, mlleclm secretaries,
and all else that are needed, locate them-
selves within the State, and its suffrage is de-
banched and its undoubled will reversed. A
suffrage, first debased, then q:rrupmd. then
obedient, is centralization in its worst form.
This is but one means to the end sought.
The mission of the Demoeratic party is de-
centralization. Ita duty is to restore the gov-
ernment of the republic to the intelligent
rule of the masses of the people. It must
teach and practice the doctrines of its illus-
trious founder. It must appeal to the people
themselves in their own interest. It most
preach the eternal truth that the individunl
citizen is the suit in government, from whom
all power, in whom is vested all rights save
those which are granted by him for the good
of the whole, The peopie at the base, the
States and the Federal govermment, each =n-
preme within its sphere, is the system to
which it looks for liberty, and it must teach
that he who looks to paternal government, to
centralization, or to empire, looks to des-
potism. Care for and perfect the govern-
ment, and it will pro the libertics of
the people, was the thought of Hamilton,
Give intelligence and information to the
people, teach them that jt is their govern-
ment, and their interest to preserve law and
order, was the thought of Jefferson, Pater-
nal government and vigor in the Federal
head on the one hand, information to the
masses and e from the extremities on
the other, The gﬂner gave the republic
alien and sedition laws, direct taxation, Fed-
eral marshals and centralized rule in 1870,
The latter swept these out of existence in
1800, carried us successiully through twe
foreign wars, aequired an em,:'m: of territory,
and governed the country lor sixty years
We must choose between these two now. The
Democracy must again plant itseli upon the
axiom, ‘Governments are made for men, not
men for governments”! It must be true
to the people and ive in its fealty,
Dominsted labor must be taught its rights
and its interests, Capital must see its eafoty
in the intelligence justice of individual
rule, and not in the exercice of arbitrary
will. Honest performance of every govern-
mental contract now in existence,but a change
of policy by which the debt shall be managed
in the interest of the people and not of the
creditor; equal taxation on every form f
pmmny;.amn ugh inquiry into taxation fcr
revenue and ite rendjustment upon a basis
Just to every interest and o all the people;
