Whose Exertion, in Behalf of Ilia Bare
Demne Warm Commendation.

Kiiitohh Appeal Hearine that the Pas
tors' Union, the organization which originated
the idea of the Helena (Ark.) university, was
about to hold its second annual meeting at
Jonestown, Mississippi, I called upon Rev. J.
T. White, the secretary and general agent of
the institution, whom I found preparing to
leave for the meeting. He had his report for
the year just closed prepared, nnd from it,
with his permission, I gleaned the following
facts: The Pastors' Union, embracing in its
membership nearly all the pastors of colored
"Baptist churches in six counties in Arkansas
and two in Mississippi, determined to erect
an institution for higher education, and,
especially, one in which a course of theology
micht be taken. This was last January.
They made Rev. J. T. AVhite, pastor of the
Second Baptist church of Helena, the general
agent, and placed the details of the work in
the hauds of an executive committee. The
committee went to work at once, bought their
ground, and secured the service of Memphis's
eminent architect, Mr. Edward C. Jones,
who prepared a drawing f a building,
beautiful in design, and arranged, in its de
tails, with careful regard to those essentiali-
ties the lack of which modern science hat
condemned in so many public buildings,
I saw the drawing. The institution, when
completed according to the design, will be
one of the handsomest in the State. The
cost of the buildine alone will be S36.000,
The general agent undertook, single-hande- d

and alone, to raise outlicient means to justify
them in completing one wing of the building,
at a cost of S10.000, by the 1st ol June, 11
AVith his heart in the work, and deeply im-

pressed with the necessity for such an insti-
tution at this point the central one of a
country densely populated with colored peo
pie eager for education and all more or less
poor; seeing young colored men and women
in possession of such education as is afforded
by the public schools and eager for more
litrht. and no institution for higher training
which they could enter within a radius of
ninety miles, he entered . boldly upon his
work, traversing the country on foot, horse-
back and in cars and boats with ihe single
object of creating an interest in and securing
aid fcr the university. His report shows that
he has collected during the past year
from colored churches lo44 4o and
from private citizens, white aud colored, the
additional sum of $1849. making in all, in
cash. S3393 45. and has yet upon his books
unpaid amounting to S1885.
This shows a total for the year-- of $5278 45,

Too much credit cannot be given to Elder
AVhite for his earnest and unselfish devotion
to the cause of education, and the upbuild
ing of his race, lie deserves the encourage
ment and sympathy of all friends of educa-
tion, and those interested in solving the ques
tion of the future of the colored race. He

' serves to demonstrate the ability of colored
men to secure crand results when zealously
engaged in a good work. The people of this
valley especially will receive reciprocal bene-
fits should they aid the institution.
The late rains and subsequent cold weath
cr have compelled the Union to suspend op-
erations on the one wing of their building,
but the agent informs me that it is their pur-
pose to resume work as soon as the weather
will permit. F.
