THE Pl'BI.U' SCHOOLS AND THE
KfUOOL TAX.

Tlie AxPEAL ban always been the steadfast
friend of f.ulilic school, lielieving thvm to

I an indisiK-nsabl- factor in our political
and racial fabric, we will continue to advo-

cate tlitni. Any plan or means which will make

them more efficient, or enlarge the circle of

their beneficent influence, will mtet our

hearty spirt-ova- and receive our earnest sup-

port. Certainly in a republic, where good
government depends on the conservative in-

telligence of the masses, every good citizen
should favor all instrumentalities that look
to the education of all our cbildren, the

children ot the poor as well as the children

of the rich. So believing, the Appeal has

favored a higher rate of taxation for the

Biipport of common schools, especially within

the city of Memphis, in order tlit our eff-

icient system of public schools may be fos-

tered, perfected and perpetuated. And,
while we take no step backward on this im-

portant question, we cannot, in view of the
following showing, which is from official

source-'- , advocate any further increase of the

rate ol taxation at the preseut time. The
following is a statement of delinquent taxes

due the ?cho;;lj)oari from to 18S0, in- -

cIiiHive, in the city of Memphis and Taxing
District:
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From this statement it will be seen that

from 1S33 up to the end of 1880

there are of delinquent taxes for
school purposes the enormous sum
of ?'.'6,S67 7.1. A large part of these
oiiirlit to be collected and become available
for school purposes. If this is done there Is

no necessity for any other levies than those
already made. Of the school-ta- x for 1878,

some 520,000, only about $1200 has been col-

lected, leaving, as shown in the table, for
that year still uncollected, $2'v"6 41. We

take it for granted that Major Meriwether
will proceed - ciiU- - all . to collect
these and all other back levies. Then there
are the District levies for the years 1881 and
1882, for each year $14,000, which will be
closely collected. In addition, of the fifteen
cents levied by the county the
city. gets abjut $15,000 a year.
Out of these levies and the back
collections, our school fund for the years
1881 mid 1882 should not fall a dollur short
of for each year. In our "straitened
circumstances" this would seem to be enough,
and that it would be unwise t9 ak anything
more on account of schools, for the next two
years, at least. It will lie time enough to
mnke application to the next legislature. AVe

think this view i greatly emphasized by the
fact that we are in a very crippled condi-

tion, and the demand m-- iiuro ftra
larue and constantly increasing. Our pro-p.-.- .J

city tax for the two ensuing years is
51 60 for each year. Our State and county
taxes are seventy-fiv- e ct nts. If tha State
del it is settled, we should add forty cents to
thi-i- , and if tbo old city-de- i settled we

may add fifty cents more; all of these will
make our aggregate of taxes for this year
S3 2o on each 100 of taxable values within
the limits of our city. This will be burden

, enough for the present. Let us make haste
slowly. When we have paved our streets,
perfected our sewer system, eliminated epi-

demic disease from our midst, collected our
delinquent taxes, and restored Memphis to
her natural and destined position a pro-
gressive, healthy, prosperous city we can
better afl'ord to increase rur rate of taxation;
or rather, we should say, our increase in
values will then be mi great an i constantly
increasing that our present rule of taxation
will produce ample revenues for t!ie mest
enlarged views on the subject of oi;r i "inraon
schools, lint until this era arrives inereawid

rates of taxation will only result in increased
and iiv reding lints of delinquent taxe--au-

a uiult'liiKUnn o: th.ise evils which have
ao long aud so Kreatly afflicted us.

THE WAItUK OF THE .ATIOX.
The address issued by the colored people

of Memphis a few weeks since has created a
stir between the white and colored Ivepubli.
cans. The Philadelphia Bulletinj-i- n com-

menting upon the proceedings of the Mem-

phis colored meeting, says:
The notion that the negro race, simply bemuse

it contMns so many voters who votitl holt01y for a
single party, mut therefore, ami ns ti nntltcr of
course, be fully represented in Hie public nthVes,
is not jUhtiliel by bound sense. The destiny of
the nice is uot ueee.-uril- to hold oiiice. This is
nl the ehlef end of nuin; nor is it the verv high-
est felicity. The theory tliul the blacks will uot
have full justice done to them until they are

certain clerkship and posPitUccs is intrin-
sically absurd. What the nice, wuuis much more
limn anything-- else is to improve lis intellectual
mid mntcrial condition, to uetjttire education and
to leani how to conduct those industrial pursuits
whicn bring wealth.

Wards of the nation, do you hear that?
Now, that the idaction is over, and Garfield
was made President by the colored vote, the
negro is told that "the destiny'' of his race is
"not to hold olfice," that is the "destiny" of
the white IJepublieans alone. This is poor
requitulto the race which saved the ltcpub-lica- n

party from defeat. The liepublican
party is held together by the cohesive
pony of public plunder. The division oT

political patronage, is the chief aim of
Republicans. But when the blacks
an equitable division, a fair pro rata,

they are told that the destiny of the race is
not necessarily to hold office. The white Re-

publicans growl and fight over the spoils,
like so many tigers in the jungles of Africa
over the decayiug carcass of some huge ani-

mal, but when the colored people howl for
a divide they share the fate of the jackals
who are driven from the feast by nobler
beast. When the white Hepubli-cau- s

gaze into the national
house of representatives and discover
that the negroes elected to cotigress by the
operation of the reconstruction acts have
b?en supplauted by white I Hjinocrats, thev
abed hypocritical tears over the trcatmcut of

the poor negro. But when the blacks demand
a place in the cabinet, and the white Repub-

licans have the power to reward their fidelity
and to repair the- wroug which the southern
whites have committed by voting the negroes
out of congress, the negro is told that "the
destiny of the race is no necessarily to hold
office." How many colored Republicans in
t!. : northern, eastern und western States,
have been elected to congress? The south is
Democratic, That U conceded. And the
colored voters of the south are Republicans.
That is accepted as a matter of course. And,
therefore, we argue that the DeiuocraU
could not be expected to select representa-
tives of diiTorent politics from their own,

iuiply " ou account of race, color, or pre-

vious condition of servitude." That would be
unreasonable. But let the north set such an ex-

ample, if the Republicans would b deemed
honest in their profesiou. There will
oon bo a vacancy in the senate from the

great State of New York, by the retirement
of Mr. Kernun. That State claims as its
citizen the brainiest negro iu the J"nited

tnvs, Frederick Douglass, of RoehesUr; X

present marshal of the District of Columbia.

We proiwse, therefore, that the Republican
legislature of New York, elect Fred Doug-

lass as the colleague of Lord Conkling, just
to see how "me lord" will like it, as well as to
prove that thero is no discrimination there
"on account of race, color or previous con-

dition of servitude." The negroes oi New
York claim that, through their 30,000 aolid

votes, they gave the State to the Republican
party; and so they did; and for this they
demand recognition. In commenting on the

above extract from the Philadelphia Bulletin,
the St. Louis Republican says:

Evidently, the election is over. If, three months
aco, a Penincratlc, paper had ventured to express

Because Louisiana, Mississippi,
South Carolina and the rest will not wear the
African yotfe, they must tie disciplined with bayo
nets. But when the Africans iutimata that a rep
resentative iu the cabinet would be agreeable to
thein, they are Informed "that the destiny of the
race is not necessary to noia omee." e uo not
know how many more lessons of this sort the col
ored people will need before they learn that the
republican party nas no use ior uiera uui 10 vote.
There are colored policemen in etery southern
citv, but not one in Republican Philadelphia-Ther- e

are colored members in every southern leg,
islature. but not one in Kemihlicau Pennsylvania.
or in any other Republican 8tate. No Republican
city has ever elected a Republican mayor or alder-ma-

no Republican State has elected a congress-
man, aud no colored man has ever received an im
portant appointment from Republicans. The sot

It does not ex
it to any such extent in the Democratic south
Yet Remibllcans are the "friends of the negro.'
and Demncrutt his enemies. The best evidence of
the incurable stupidity of the average colored man
is his inability to tike in these notorious facts and
govern his political actions accordingly. There-

No colored man will be selected by (jar-fiel-

to fill a place in the cabinet. A fen

crumbs will be thrown to the blacks to con-

ciliate them, with the pronrse of something
better in future. Even if the blacks were
treated with indignity by the incoming ad-

ministration, the negroes would fume, fuss
and threaten vengeance, but at the next elec-

tion they would pocket the insult, march to
the polls and cast a solid vote for "de 'Pub
lican party." If the Democrats of the south
were to give the negroes one-ha-lf the land
and one-ha- lf the offices, the blacks would ac-

cept the land and the offices; but with the
certainty of fate they would walk twenty
miles, poorly clad, with frost-bitte- n heels,
through sleet and snow, to vote "de 'Publican
ticket." This is a blind infatuation with the
blacks. Even the colored women love to
hover near the polls, and the rheumatic,
phthisiky old men, unable to make their own
fires, become rejuvenated on the day
ot the election. Ihe colored peo-

ple make it a rule to oppose
everything the southern whites favor. They
trnst their employers, the men who take care
of them In sickness and aid them in the hour
of trouble in everythiug save politics. When
ever the Republicans proclaim that the poor
blacks are downtrodden and oppressed, and
that tho mission of the Republican party is
to elevate them and to redress all their
wrongs, that settles it. But as soon as the
votes of the colored men are safely in the
boxes, they are told that there is no room
for them on the pay-roll- s, aud that they are
to hold no office which any respectable white
man wants. Our colored brother must eman
cipate himself from the Republican party
aud cease to believe the promises of Repub-

lican politicians before he can really be a
free man. But this they will never do. They
are joined to their idols.

TIIE IVOKXD'S FAIR.

Hon. Peter Cooper's Place on the Hoard
Filled by ('ornellnsi Vanderbilt.

New York, January 12. The World's
Fair commission decided y that alter-
nates should have the right to participate in
discussions but not to vote, except in the ab-
sence of a commissioner. A finance commit-
tee was appointed. Cooper ten-
dered his resignation, and it was unani-
mously accepted. Cornelius Vanderbilt was
elected to fill the vacancy. On motion of
Mr. Hayward, of Nebraska, a resolution was
adopted directing the executive committee to
furnish all of the nt commissioners
with a full, clear and comprehensive report
of what had been done by the commission
and the work they expected to do, together
with a map and description of the proposed
site, with the view of having the subject
laid before the various legislatures now in
session. The committee on permanent or-
ganization desiring further time to make a
report, a recess was taken.

At the afternoon session a communication
was received from the American Agricultural
association, tendering assistance peenniary
and otherwise to the commission. Brief ad-
dresses were made by George A. Baker, of
Ohio, and B. S. Bevier, of Kcutucky, throw-
ing out suggestions for the consideration of
the executive committee. Mr. Bevier con-
tended that the squabbling and dissensions
amounted to nothing, and predicted the dif-
ferences would be reconciled.

Washington, January 12. Senator Davis
W. Va. submitted s resolution instructing

the committee on finance to inquire into the
advisability of a change in the organization
of the treasury and other departments, so as
to;divide thejaccotints, etc., lor collecting, re-

ceipt and safe keeping of the revenues from
the disbursement accounts; to transfer
from the treasury to the war or navy depart-
ment, the steamboat inspection, life-savi-

and other services, and to place under the
state department the matters connected with
our foreign commerce. Tabled and ordered
printed.

Senator Loean called tin a ioint resolution
extending the franking privilege to all oih-cia- l

business sent through the mails by sena
tors, representatives and delegates in con
gress, and under all other respects to be un
der the limitations ot the existing laws.

Senator Logan explained that the resolu
tion wis designed to cover only letters, etc,
sent from the departments through the hands
of congressmen to the people at large. He
said that under tne present law the depart-
ment clerks could frank official business, this
privilege was denied members of congress.

A discussion followed upon the expediency
of restoring the franking system, in which
some of the abuses that caused its abolition
were referred to,

At the expiration of the morning hour, on
motion ot senator Withers, the army impro
priation bill was taken up. Senator Withers
stated that, as compared with the bill of las
year, the present bill, as reported from the
senate committee, showed a net increase in
appropriations of $2(32,000. In committee of
the whole the amendments of the senate com
mittee were considered

The clause appropriating $12.1,000 topay
the I ana grant railroads nlty per cent, oi
what the quartermasters department hnu
justly due them for transportation, to which
the senate committee added the proviso,
"that such payments shall I accepted as in
lull ot all ueuinnns ior said services," was
discussed at length,

Senator Dawes said that he supposed tho
amendment of the committee would cut off
both the railroads aud the government from
auv adjustment in the courts.

Senator Withers replied that the amend
ment was framed in the department of jus-
tice as embodying in its view the best settle-
ment of the question, although the claims
had not received a hnal ludieial determina
tion. It was left discretionary with any of
the railroads to receive the amount and give
a receipt in fnll or to refuse to do so. in which
case the road would still be atjliberty to pros
ecute its claims, x nty per cent, was the
amount agreed upon in the court of claims.

The diverse interpretations of which the
phraseology of the clause was shown to be
liable in effecting the rights ot the gov
ernment and the railroads, in view of the
controversy between them, gave rise to
discussion which was participated in by Sen
ators Blair, Burnside, Withers, Allison
Conkling, Hoar, Beck and Edmunds.

senator Allison construed tlie language in
the sense ot a declaration by the govern
ment that it proposed to pay only one-ha- lf

of what it owed. Instead ot this he pro
posed to say the government would pay the
roads tust what the court ct claims had d,
cided they were entitled to receive; namely
fifty per cent, of the amount which the quar
termaster-gener- in the ordinary course o;
business audits for the benefit of the roads.
thus leaving the question of what is due or
not due undecided, ile moved to amend ac
cordingly.

."senator Withers replied to the criticism
by Senator Allison upon the members of the
appropriation committee for adhering to
clause, explaining that the phraseology mad
use ol was copied from a previous law on the
subject.

Senator cxlmunda remarked that th
trouble in laying down anv rule of fifty pe
cent, was the fact that in respect to many of
those roads the rights of the L'nited State
were different to what they were in regard to
others. In some cases the company is bound
to transport troops and war munitions of the
United States, and in other cases it had been
held that the company was only bound to
turnish cars and motive power.

W ithoiit action or amendment the seriate
adjourned.

hour was dispensed with 12.' to 24,
Mr. I'. Wood 1. l.l moved that when the

house next went into committee of the whole
on the funding bill, debate on the pendin
amendment should be limited to thirty mm
ntes. Agreed to 149 to 4.

The house then went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Covert in the chair, on the fund
ing bill

I line for debate having expired, the ques
tion recurred on Mr. Wood's amendment
fixing the rate of interest upon bonds and
certificates at three per cent.

JUr. dewberry demanded a division of the
question, and the vote was first taken on fix
ing the rate on bonds at three per cent.
Agreed to 1.52 to 92. Ihe great bodv- - o
the Democrats voted in the aifirmative aud
a majority of the Republicans in the nega
tive. The second branch ot Mr. Wood's
amendment, arranging the rate on notes at
three per cent, was also agreed to without
division.

Mr. F. Wood said that for himself he saw
nothing inconsistent in the establishment of
three per cent, of interest for the bonds and
the shortening of the option indicated in the
bill. He would go further. lie believed
that with the removal of tlie tax on bank de--'

posits and the establishment of a rate of three
per cent., the question of .option was abso-

lutely immaterial, because the bonds and cer-
tificates would not be likely to rise to any
great premium, and would be at any time
within reacn oi tne government at par or at
a nominal premium. He believed that a
three per cent rate could be safely estab-
lished, and was confident of the speedy nego-
tiation of every bond issued.

Mr. Stevenson opposed the bill on the
ground that it did no more nor less than fix a
permaueiii unuuuai ucm ou me i:oiiuiry.

Mr. McMillin argued in favor of the
amendment, which he proposed to offer, mak-
ing bonds subject to taxation.

Mr. JJunnell, member of the committee on
ways and means, said he had no doubt that
a three per cent, bona would una a ready
sale, and he advocated that rate of inter
est. He would vote, however, for a reduction
of the time from twentv to ten years.

Mr. O. Turner opposed the refunding
theory. He was in favor of placing an in
come tax on capitalists and bondholders,
and letting the revenue received from that
tax go to tlie extinguishment of the bonds.

The time for debate having expired the
committee rose, and it was extended one
hour.

Mr. Sanford offered an amendment pro
viding that before any of the bonds or notes
authorized by this act are issued it shall be
the duty of the secretary of the treasury to
pay on the bonds accruing during the year
18S1 all the silver dollars of 417 grains,
and all the gold over and above SoO.000,000
now held in the treasury for redemption
purposes. He argued in favor of his amend-
ment.

Mr. Bland argued in favor of an amend
ment, which he proposed to offer, authorizing
the secretary of the treasury to coin a max-
imum amount of silver dollars in redemp
tion ot the maturing debt.

Mr. Sanford's amendment was adopted
yeas, 83; nays, 25 the Republicans refusing
to vote, desiring to so load down the bill that
a substitute offered by them would be
adopted.

Mr, McMillan offered an amendment mak-
ing the bonds herein authorized subject to
taxation.

At first the Republicons showed a disposi-
tion to refrain from voting, and some few
even voted in favor of the amendment in or-
der to attach to it, but finally they in a body
voted against it and it was rejected yeas,
67; navs, 99.

Mr. Randall offered an amendment mak-
ing the substantial part of the section read
as follows: "The secretary of the treasury is
hereby authorized to issue bonds in an
amount of not exceeding Sto0,000,000, which
shall bear interest at the rate of three per
cent, per annum, redeemable at the pleasure
of the United States after years. The
bonus snail tie," etc

Mr. Randall stated that it was his inten
tion to make it a bond loan exclusively, and
weuld at the proper time move to fill up the
blank in the amendment by the insertion of
the word "two," so as to make the bonds re-
deemable in two yean. He wonld also offer
an amendment providing that the interest on
the six per cent bonds shall cease after the
expiration of thirty days after notice that the
same have been designated for redemption.

Mr. Calkins wished to amend Mr. Ran-
dall's amendment by fixing the rate of inler- -

est at three and a half per cent., but the chair
ruled it was not in order.

Mr. Fernando Wood then moved that the
committee rise, in order to enable the mem
bers to carefullv examine Mr. Randalls
amendment, which motion was agreed to.

Cleveland, O., January 12. James B.
Devaux, of Georgia; Samuel Lee, D. A.
Straker and Robert B. Elliott, of South Caro-
lina; George . W. Price, jr., and George L.
Mab3on.oi JSorth Carolina, colored men, ar
rived here this evening. In an interview
they said that they are forerunners of the re
presentative colored men of the south, who
are expected to meet here and
confer, after which, probably on Friday,
they intend to go to Mentor in a body and
wait upon General Garfield. When asked
for what purpose they have traveled so far
to see him they declined to say anything in
advance ot the conference, except that They
wish to represent to him the condition of the
colored people of the south as they know it.
In reply to a query why they take sucn pains
to present that subject at this particular
time and in this manner, they asked to be
excused from answering at the present time,
but disclaimed any intention of pressing the
claims of Senator Bruce, J. M. Langston or
any other colored man for a cabinet appoint-
ment or office of any kind or degree.

And .Vow lie U Stranded High and Dry
For Life.

Captain Lewis Wilson, superintendent of
the sanitary police, of Cincinnati is an ex-

emplification oi the old Spanish proverb that
"Fortune knocks once at every man's door."
Indeed, the lk-kl- dame seems to have fairly
tiounded upon the portals of the gentleman.
The Cincinnati Enjuirer tells of him that he
was chief of police under Mayor Bishop, and
a good one. When Mayor Hatch succeeded
Bishop. Wilson could have remained chief.
but be preferred to go to war the rebellion
iust having begun. Having been connected
with military companies since boyhood he
was one of the best drilled men in the coun-
try. He recruited the Second Ohio Volun
teer Infantry, and was made its colenel. Up-

on a visit to Washington soon after, Presi
dent Lincoln, whom he knew personally, of-

fered him a commission of brigadier-genera- l
of volunteers. He declined the honor. "Why?"
lie was too young ouly thirty. Then he
was offered a major's commission in the reg
ular army.

THE PESKY PLANETS

Xot to Damage Mother Earth. After
All Mama Shlpton and. the Re-

mainder f the Gang of Alarm.
Iste Laughed to Scorn by a

Live Professor,

Who Is Swift to Discover and Dissemi
nate the Trnth Hlg Figures Conclu-

sively Prove that there U a Good

Deal More Cry than Wool In
the Absurd Scire.

Rochester, January 12. In response to
the subject of absorbing interest now under
discussion by scientists as to the simultaneous
arrival of all the major planets to their per
ihelia, inflicting dire results and bringing
about the most fearful calamities known to
history and resulting in the most devastating
disasters to men and beasts, Prof. Lewis
Swift has written a letter to the Rochester
Herald, in which he saysr "For the last two
years the popular mind has been excited to
an unusual degree over the statements made
by a few visionary enthusiasts, who, with a
great flourish of apparent, wisdom, have
spread before the world the prediction that
owing to the simultaneous arrival of all the
major planets, to their perihelia duriug the
present year, the most dreadful calamities
ever recorded in history are to occur, such as
earthquakes on a vast and destructive scale,
devastating tornadoes, widespread pesti
lences, great loss of life by shipwrecks.
famine and wars, and a thousand other
things too fearful to contemplate. In all
communities there is a certain class who will
give a listening ear to anything, no matter
bow absurd, tnat partakes largely of marvel
ousness; pence mis nenei, which has not a
particle of evidence to support it, is wide-
spread in all civilized countries. I am con-
stantly receiving letters asking when the
planets will severally be in perihelion (near
est the sun), and when we are to look for
fulfillment of these predictions that will make
the year lssl famous for all coming time.
These questions convince me that the delu
sion still exists, aud has sank deep in the
minds of men, and that perhaps it would be
advisable to prepare a statement setting
forth the facts as they exist, and with slight
variation, will continue to exist as long as
time lasts. All planets move in orbits
or paths more or less elliptical,
the sun occupying the common
focus of them all. It therefore necessarily
follows that a planet is sometimes nearer the
sun than at others. In our age (but it will
not always be so) the earth is about 3,000,000
miles nearer the Bun on the 1st dav of Janu
ary than on tlie 2d day of July. On Janu
ary 1st, therefore, the earth is in perihelion,
aud of course is iu that situation once a year!
Every planet is in perihelion onco during its
year. Mercury, the planet nearest the sun,
has a smaller orbit than ours and hence its
year is correspondingly shorter, being only
eighty-eig- of our days, and must therefore
be in perihelion every cigbtv-eig- davs. - On
the contrary, Neptune, the most distant
planet known, has a year equal in length to
104$ ot ours, ana consequently only once in
perihelion during that time. It follows that
the time must come when all the eight plan- -

not happened since the Mosaic creation,
would take place during the present year.

It is not denied that this is a close agree
ment, when it is considered how long txime of
the periods of revolution are. But what of
it? ho has ever proved or presented evi
dence that has any semblance of proof, that
planets arriving at their perihelion points
have the least ierceptible influence on either
the sun or earth or any of the other planets?
Each planet, even the giant Jupiter, is a
pigmy compared to the sun; in fact he will
outweigh all of them combined by more than
700 times. What effect, then, can the simple
difference in distance of any single planet,
say of Jupiter, have on the heat, and light.
and spots, etc., on the sun, almost 500,000,-00- 0

miles distant? The planet Mercury is
comparatively near the sun, and almost as
dense as lead, and the ecccntricity-o- f his orbit
is so great that he --is over 29,000,000 miles
nearer the sun at perihelion than at aphelion.
But has any one ever perceived any changes
on tho sun once in eighty-eig- ht days? Has
any recurrence of magnetic storms, earth
quakes, plagues, or an excess of calamities of
any kind ever been noticed during his peri
helion passages? If not, then it is safe to say
none exists, and the subject may be classed
with the. thousand other delusions which ex
ist in the minds of men, and for whichno
remedy is known save a thorough and uni
versal education all classes ot society.

The operation' was entirely successful. Dr.
Cheever, whose specialty is the treatment of
cancers, had immediate direction.

But the most curious part
of the whole case is the fact that the patient
converses easily without his tongue, making
himseil ream IV understood.

SLOSSON'S ACCOUNT

Of Haw He Waa Robbed of the Oaa
at the Lata Billiard Jfalen

la Paris.

A Nemaa Referee and a Mob of Her- -
rarlal Gauls Rendered Bis fiur-e- es

Impossible.

New York World. Sunday: George F.
Slosson, the billiard-playe- r, sailed for New
1 ork yesterday from Liverpool in the steam-
ship Arizona. The return match with
Maurice Vigneaux, which has been men-
tioned in cable dispatches as probable, will
not be played, because Slosson was not will
ing to have the selection of toe referee put
off until the la4 moment, and Vigneaux re
fused to assent to any selection until after
the stakes had been put up and the new bil-
liard table had been brought over from New
York. Slosson felt that this would be vir
tually giving to Vigneaux the appointment
of the referee, in case he wished
not to break off the game after incurring
all the expense. Slosson suggested Albert
Garnier for referee, but Vigneaux rejected
nun. ixmue nioiwin yesteraay received i
letter from his brother, dated Paris. Decem
ber 27th, in which the latter says: "I did
not lose the match on iu merits; I was lit
erally robbed out of it. In the sixteenth
inning, on the eighth shot, igneaux missed a
semi-mas- shot by at least half an inch. The
balls were close together at the rii?ht-han-d

rail, a third of the length of the table from
the head. Vigneaux played leaning over
corner of the table, his cue considerably ele
vated. He missed the first ball. The referee
stood close to the side of the table next to
Vigneaux, and I was close to him. As soon
as Vigneaux played he picked up his chalk
and started away. Instantly some French-
man said something to him in French, and
he quickly wheeled around and rushed to the
spot where he would have gone naturally had
he counted. I raised my hand and said 'No
count, and the referee replied, 'No count,
Monsieur Vigneaux.' At once divers French-
men began crying out in French, He
counted,' 'he counted,' but the referee di-
rected me to play. I settled down, took aim.
and was about to play when Vigneaux grabbed
my cue aud nearly jerked it from my hands.
The tumult in the audience was great, the
French shouting 'He counted!' and the Eng-
lish 'No count!' Vigneaux. with a dozen
Frenchmen gathered around the referee, who
commanded me not to play on penalty of for-
feiting the match. The tumult increased,
everybody was on his feet, yelling, scream
ing, pushing, discussing and gesticulating.
The referree disengaged himself from the
crowd around him, moved closer to the table.
put his hand on his heart, and when silence
had been restored, fully five minutes after, he
said in a loud but tremulous voice, 'I did not
see the shot!' A thousand men were on
their feet in an instant, screaming at the top
of their voices. Again a crowd of French-
men, rushed for the referee. Conspicuous
among them was igneaux. An Ameri-
can came toward the table at my solici
tation to interpret, and the Frenchmen
yelled, 'Put him out!' The Frenchmen
cursed the Americans, and the Americans re
plied, 'Take his pocketbook! Why don!
you? Robbery I Don't play, George! Lay
your cue on the table !' aud a thousand other
things, r inally the reteree decided that the
shot counted, this being diametrically oppo-
site to his first decision. I laid my cue on
the table. The excitement became inde-
scribable. Everybody except Vigenaux, who
was delighted at the new turn of affairs, lost
his head. Had I been permitted to play, all
I needed to have done was to pass the cue
ball between the two object balls, and then in
one simple kiss shot I would have had them
railed, long rail, natural way, and no doubt
I would have run the game out, for I was
playingjwell and steady.

CIGAR MOCK AUCTION'S,

And How Markers In Ootbant
Thereby Taken In.

New York Tribune: The number of per-
sons who make a living bir defrauding their
fellow-creatur- in New ork city is greater,
and the modes they employ for the attain-
ment of C eir ends more varied, than many
imagine. Indeed the lower quarters of the
East Side, and even some of the down-tow- n

business centers, abound with swindlers who,
while fleecing the public from morning to
night, are, by the Very nature of their trans-
actions, comparatively safe from legal in-
terference. Foremost among this class for
impudence and rascality are certain itiner-
ant cigar and tobacco auctioneers. Wher-
ever they find an empty store in a favorable
location they generally manage to hire it for
temporary use. The auctioneer's assistants
are a and several professional
sharpers or "ropers-in,- " and it takes these
men very little time to open operations. All of
them, it may be added, are resplendent in
Bowerv-cu- t clothes and false jewelry, and
their splendor seldom fails to impress the
class they victimize. Their first step on in-

stalling themselves is to fit up the newly ac-
quired store with glass eases and stands full
of cigar-boxe- s, neatly labelled and pleasing
to the eye; their second is to hang out the
traditional red flag; and their third to entice
custom by beginning a little sale all by them-
selves, in which the sharpers play the part
of an eager public, and display much activ-
ity in bidding for cigars and putting the
money on the counter. Soon the bait that is
held forth is snapped at by a passing simple-
ton. He enters the auction room and fur
tively watches the proceedings for a while,
undetermined to invest his savings on the
tempting "Havana" which are being struck
down at such bargains. But before long he
is approached by one of the "buyers."

"Nice cigars, eh? Look as if they can't be
beat, and there's no mistake about them.
Why, bless me, considering the prices they
are going tor, a young teller with some
spunk, I should think, could ell 'em again
tor double the money. Durned it 1 don t teel
like trying it myself anyhow."

With these words the speaker dives into
the depths of his pockets, but after a pro-
longed search only shows a five-doll- ar bill.

"The d take it," he murmurs, "there's
a fine lot there going for ten dollars or so,
and I've already bought so much that I have
only a V left."

"But I say, young man" as a bright idea
seems to striae mm wuat u you ana x go
halves. Five dollars ain't much for a man
like you, and we can get twenty on that lot,
and now don't you forget it."

The sale is meanwhile going on, the other
swindlers still bidding feverishly for cigars
and handing over money in payment. The
youth hesitates a moment, but finally suc
cumbs. His acquaintance and business part-
ner hastens to bid ten dollars on a lot of six
boxes on sale. As if by magic, the ardor of
the other buyers abates; at least they do not
outbid him. The youth produces his five
dollars perhaps his employer's money, which
he hopes to replace by a profitable disposal
of his purchase and with the cigar boxes
under his arm struts forth triumphantly. It
is unnecessary to add that the delusions he
nurses are quickly dispelled when he reaches
home and m laid upon a bed of sickness in
consequence of in his newly
acquired "Havanas," or when, in attempting
to sell them in a cigar Btore, he is confidently
informed that they are' made of choice un-
adulterated cabbage leaves and brown paper.

Such swindles as the above are in daily
occurrence all over the city, but although
they have been brought to the notice of toe
police department no measures have been
taken to remedy the evil. At the present
moment a thing of this kind is fleecing the
passers-b-y in t niton street.

A NEGRO'S NOTIONS

As to the Political Importance of His
Race Greener, the Claybank Petti-

fogger of Washington, as the
Champion of Whlttaker and m

Defamer of XcClnre.

Position of the Negro During Recon
struction in the South The Dnpea

and Tools of Thaddeus Stevens
and 'His Political Progeny-Mo-ral

Monsters.

Atlanta Chronicle: Prof. R. T. Greener, a
colored man of very light complexion, who
has had an excellent education and now pre-
sides over the law department of Howard
university, at Washington, delivered a lec
ture in Philadelphia, the other day, which
deserves notice. As a law professor his lec-
ture would probably have attracted no spe-
cial attention, not that he is not versed in
the science, but because a lecture in that di
rection would not amuse or instruct the mul-
titude or the experts. But when he came
forward as the champion of Cadet Whitta-ke- r,

he made a shrewd and, we should have
thought, a popular appeal to all classes of
the public in Republican Philadelphia. He
had a colored audience of 500 persons, the
only white man present being a Timet re-
porter. The absence of the white Republi-
cans is rather singular, unless indeed we ac-
cept as positive proof the recent statement of
Colonel McClure, that though the negro is
used politically at the polls and made the
theme of constant agitation against the south,
ne nas no recognition in Pennsylvania
as an office-seek- er or a competitor among
tradesmen. From the mayor of Philadel
phia down to the humble workingman in
any Republican factory or printing office, he
is just as much tabooed as though his con
tact were leporous. It must have been with
the sting of this in his mind that Prof.
Greener advised his people not to cringe hat
in hand before any political party. It is cer
tain that in Philadelphia, where they are so
badly snubbed, the colored people are and
have been the dupes of extreme Radicalism.
We very much fear that they will continue
in the same old rut for an indefinite period
We agree with the professor that the eleva-
tion of the colored man's condition will be
largely due to an increase of wealth and ed
ucation; but he errs when be tells his audi
ence that "the greatness of the south was
caused by the toil of the negro." The negro
contributed a share to that greatness, and is
still a sharer in it; but he cannot claim to
have been the biggest factor in the matter.
No harm can come of telling the truth( and
Prof. Greener should not, either lgno--
rantly or designedly, pander to a sentiment
that could only engender a false and mis-
taken vanity. . For what the colored people
were and what many of them are, the south-
ern whites are profoundly appreciative and
grateful. But greatness would come to us, if
there were no colored people here, and the
northern tnend ot Prot. Greener insisted,
and still insist, that the presence of slavery
and now the evils of a mixed society handi
cap the south. Prof. Greener cannot have
forgotten the experiment of universal suffrage
in the District ol Columbia, and the general
outlawry that ensued. The Radical Presi-
dent and congress never would have para-
lyzed the ballots and government of the Dis-
trict had the experiment been a success. It
was the most tremendous and disastrous fail
ure in the tide of times: and yet what
even trraut and a .Republican congress
could not endure, the south is forced to
put up with on a prodigious scale. The
revelations made by Mr. McClure, of the
Times newspaper, are, in some respects,
offensive to Prof. Greener. Mr. McClure told
some startling truths, but we admit that there
is some fact in Prof. Greeuers criticism
when, for example, he says: Colonel McClure
takes upon him to speak even ot the talented
members of our race and to depreciate their
services and ability. He takes it upon him
to throw upon him the blame of reconstruc
tion. JKut the negro knows that he never
really ruled; that he was always managed by
the white carpetbagger, who ran off with the
plunder and left the negro to take the blame.
if the negro had shared the plunder he would
now be rolling in atftuence, I claim to be at
least as honest as the average white man, but
I think it a pity the negro did not steal more
than he did. Laughter. They had con-

trol of the eight southern States, and they
got but two senators, some half dozen lieutena-

nt-governors, a dozen congressmen and
one judge on the supreme court of South Car-
olina. When thev had these States why did
they not send all black men to the senate and
elect all black governors? Applause and
some cries of "That's so." If they did they
might have held the southern States for the
next fifty years. Renewed applause. It is
not love of power that the negro has shown
but the love of the tinsel of power, but now
he must seek its fullness. We thought Col
onel McClure spoke justly of the leading col
ored men of the reconstruction era. borne
of them he found to be intelligent and hon-
est, and said so. Others he discovered to be
smart rogues, and proved what he declared.
But it is a fact that the negro is not to be
blamed for the reconstruction deviltry. The
south does not so blame him. We are in-
debted for that infamy to Thaddeus Stevens
and his political progeny. Bet for them, th
outrage could not have existed. The negroes
were mere dupes, tools and instruments. A
few of them stole themselves well off, but
saved very little because of riotous extrava-
gance. The carpetbaggers were the men
who held the bag and kept the best part
of it. One of that class is in jail in
Ohio y, not for the robbery of a com-
monwealth, hut for the murder of an Ohio
man on Christmas day. There were some
men born in the south who aided and abet-
ted the villainy. We are sorry to hear a
presumably respectable man like Prof.
Greener regretting that the theft did not
more prevail among his people when they
had a chance to steal. Herein he demon-
strates that he is no better than the colored
rascals of Louisiana, who unblushingly con-
fessed, in our presence and hearing, that pil-
fering from a "rebel" or Democrat for the
good of the Republican party and Kellogg
was no crime. Some ol these "moral mon-
sters" were clergymen. It is a sad thing to
hear Prof. Greener consecrate a monstrosity
like that! The professor, we think, is mis-

taken when he maintains that the rape of
all the offices in some States in the south by
black men would have consolidated their
power and perpetuated their dominion. The
end in such a case would have come much
sooner than it did, and it would have been
precipitated, not by the south, but by the
north. There is nothing more certain
than this, though Prof. Greener will not be-

lieve it. In the concluding sentence of the
quotation above made, we infer that the ne-

gro is about to test the sincerity of the Re- -
publican party, which was saved by the col
ored votes in the last election. We presume
that a cabinet position for a colored man will
be insisted on. Be it so. We have not op-
posed this scheme, but urged the trial. "M e
fear that Mr. Garfield, like the Philadelphia
Republicans, can talk very soothingly and
admiringly of the black man, but when it
comes to making him a cabinet minister, ha
does not, in the expressive phrase of the day,
"observe it through those lamps."

Ford's glass chicken-hatche- r, which
has been in operation over two weeks, and
will turn out several thousand chickens while
the show is in progress.
