Taxation to Pay the Old City Debt.
Editors Ari'EAL I have read the bill

drawn by the commissioners appointed to
confer with the creditors of the old munici-
pality of Memphis, and find that it provides
for the levying by the legislature of the State
of a tax to pay oil' the old city debt. This tax
is not a general one on all the property of
the State, but it is only upon property, privi-
leges, etc , within the boundary lines of the
Taxing-Histri- of Shelby county. What
power is invested in the legislature to do
this? The charter of the city of Memphis
was a creature of the State, and the State had
the power to repeal it. This it did. While
it was in existence the State could make such
changes, or authorize it to levy such taxes as
might be deemed meet and proper by the leg-

islature. And still further, when the act was
being passed which repealed the charter, it
was in the power of the State to make any
and all provisions necessary for the collection
of what was due to the city, and also to direct
how the money shouM be disbursed when
collected. This it did. The State is not
bound for the debts of the old city any more
than fur the debts of any individual, either
dead or alive. But the State can assume the
city debt. Now we have arrived at the main
question: How can she pay it? She can
levy a tax upon the property in the entire
State and raise the money to pay with. But
has the State the power to levy it upon the
property of any one or more individuals?
Or upon any municipality more than an-

other? The supreme court has decided that
the private property of citizens within the
limits of the old corporation is not bound
for the debt; that the property owned and
held by the old city for public purposes is
not bound, ami still further, that the back
taxes turn were due the city at the time of
the repeal of the charter would not have
been bound had the legislature failed to
make provision for the appropriation of
those taxes when collected to the payment of
the debt. The supreme court also decided
that tho Taxing-Dutri- ct government was not
bound for the debt, and that it was not in the
power ot' any court to f.jrce that government
or any other to levy a tax to pay it. The
bill before the legislature directs that
all of the private property within
the Taxing-Distri- . shall be taxed
to pay the debt of the old city.
The legislature has no more power to levy
such a tax and limit it to the property, etc.,
within the Taxing-Distri- ct than to limit it to
Fayette or Tiptou counties, and no one will
for a moment claim that the constitutional
power exists to do this. There is to my mind
but one legal and constitutional mode by
which the State can levy taxes to pay that
debt: that is. for the State to assume the
payment of the debt, and then levy a general
tax upon all me property in tne ciate sub-
ject to taxation, to pay the debt, or to make
such a compromise with the creditors as best
she can. But in either case the State has no
power to make any particular portion of the
people pay it. J. he legislature should go
slow in this matter, for the pending bill pro
poses a compromise. it is no compromise
with the dead city and creditors, nor with
the Taxing-Distric- t, but a compromise by the
State with the creditors. Will not such an
act on the part of the legislature make it the
debt of the State? If so, has the State the
right to tax any one portion of the property
of the State more than another to pay
the debt? We think not. If the collection
of a tax levied uuder the pending bill be re-

sisted in tbe courts by the owners of property
iu the Taxing-Distric- t, the compromise that
may be made with the bondholders will be a
farce. The legislature may pass an act
authorizing the voters iu the limits of the
old city to decide by ballot whether they are
willing for such a tax to be levied upon the
property within such boundaries, and, if a
majority vote for it, then the legislature
will have the power to levy the tax. Other-
wise not. The legislature has no more power
to levy a tax to pay the debts of a dead city
than to pay those of a dead individual, un-
less the people, by a vote, authorize it to be
done. L. it. l.

THE SCHOOL BOARD

Enjoined I roui Appropriating- - One Hun-
dred and Fifty Dollars to Defray

tbe Expenses of a. Lobbying
Committee to be Rent to

Nashville.

Yesterday at the chancery court an in-

junction was issued on the bill of M. L.
Meacham against the board of education,
restraining said board from diverting a por-
tion of the school fund from the sacred trust,
to the payment of the expenses of a commit-
tee of three .to proceed to Nashville, there to
lobby the legislature in the interest of cer-

tain bills introduced to increase the school
taxes in this district. The sum so misap-
propriated was fifty dollars to each commit-
teeman, which is an unlawful diversion of
the sacred fund, and the purpose of lobby iug
is an oli'ense against public morals when
thus prosecuted by a board of limited and
special powers and duties. The superin-
tendent of said schools recently abandoned
his duties here in the schools and proceeded
to Nashville, with a number-o- the board,
where they spent some days in lobbying the
legislature to get tbe proposed bills passed.
Such a diversion of the school fund is a
wrong to tho who have paid the
school-ta- x for the support of the schools, and
not to pay the expenses of a committee to go
to Nashville to lobby the legislature. If such
things can be done there will be no protection
for the sacred school fund. The bill prayB
for an injunction restraining the board from
making such unlawful appropriation, and if
said sums of money have been paid, that the
members of the board be made liable, and be
made to refund; and that the members and
otiicers of said board be removed, and the
atlairs of the said board be placed in the
hands of a receiver of this court to be ad-

ministered. ' -
