The Russians
behaved gallantly and were splendidlv
handled. It is intended, between the fifth
and ninth instant, to reinforce the first paral-
lel and strengthen the works."

At the plenary sitting of the council of the
empire the minister of finance explained the
government's financial programme. He ad-
mitted that there would le a deficit iu the
budget of 1881, but insisted upon the neces-
sity of reforms less with a view of reducing
the expenditures than of entirely abolishing
the system of obtaining credits not included
in the budget, and of gradually extinguish-
ing the debt of 417,000,000 roubles owing the
banks. The council tiuanimously approved
the scheme as the niwt effective means of es-

tablishing a balance between the revenue and
expenditure. A ukase will be issued, au-
thorizing the progressive pavment of the
417,000,000 roubles to the bants.

IRELAND.

In the court of queen's bench v Mc- -
Donough opened for the defense. He made
a touching reference to the fact that he was
almost the sole survivor of the counsel em-
ployed in the O'Connell ;ase. He denounced
the prosecution as the landlords' indictment
against the tenants of Ireland. The court
was crowded. Before the opening of court
200 persons of both sexes, understood to bo
rack-rente- d and evicted tenants, marched
from the office of the Iand League to the
r our Courts. Mctkmough s upeech consisted
of a vindication and rcassertion of the prin-
ciples of the Land league, which organiza-
tion, he said, was as legal as a trades union.
He declared that the traversers professed the
principles of John Stuart Mill, and said that
but for the support of Kngland the landlords
would be driven into the sea. The people,
he said, pav shopkeepers 40,000 lor food.
Were they, ie asked, to deprive their wivta
and children of sustenance in order to pay
landlords? lie hail not concluded his speech
when the court adjourned.

The threatened disturbance at Drunilcase
has been averted.

The magistrates read
the riot act, and the police forced the crowd
back with their bayonets." The cavalry was
ordered up, and the processes were served
without further difficulty.

Ambrose Ambled Away.
Cincinnati, January 13. In the I'nited

States court y the cases against Thomas
Ambrose, late clerk of-th- United States dis-
trict and Circuit courts for the southern dis-
trict of Ohio, were disposed of iu so far as
civil suite to recover about $20,000 are con-
cerned. These suits are referred to Hon. J.
D. Cox, who was appointed commissioner to
hear them without a jury. It is now sus-
pected that Mr. Ambrose, himself, disposed of
the criminal suits by a flight to Canada rts
Detroit by the 7:20 p.m. train from here.
This lacks confirmation. In the afternoon
session Ambrose was formally called by the
marshal, and no response being made, Judge
Baxter continued the case until
morning, dismissing the jury until that time.
Subsequently, the court passed upon the mo-
tion to quash the indictment, sustaining it as
to six of the counts, but refusing it as to our
others, thus leaving the indictment good.

- A Terrible Tragedy.
Oshkobh, January 13. A wealthy Ger-

man named Viskow lived on a farm four
miles from here. Last night the neighbors
discovered his barn to be on fire, and on ar-
riving on the grouudVthey discovered that
the barn, granary and house had been set on
fire and locked. Ilis daughter was discovered
lying near the gate bleeding, with two large
gashes in her head and her clothes
partly burned. After the fire the
remains of Mrs. Viskow were found.
Enough remained to show that her throat
had been cut from ear to ear. Suspicion had
fastened on Mr. Viskow, but his body has
since been found in the ruins of the barn,
burned beyond recognition. Their family re-
lations had been unhappy. It is thought
that Viskow killed his wife and daughter
and fired the premises, meeting his own death
in the pyre. The daughter is insensible, and
will probably die. The family had lived un-
happy. Some of the neighbors, however,
lay the deed to tramps.

A Horse-Ca- r Case.
New Orleans, January 13. The grand

jury, unable to ascertain what disposition
was made of the $50,000 obtained on the
check made payable to the president of the
New Orleans City Railroad company, about
the time the franchise was obtained from the
city, y indicted Frank Wintz, the presi-
dent of said company, charging him with the
embezzlement of $.V",000 on the 1 1th of

funds of the company, drawn by him
from the Hibernian national bank. Wintz
was arrested but released on $10,000 bail.
It is stated that the indictment is found upon
the testimony of certain directors of the com-
pany given before the grand jury that there
is no account given of the use of the $50,000 on
the books of the company, and that they are
not aware that the money was used for any
legal purpose. It is well known that long
after the check was drawn the board of di-
rectors of the Wintz company passed a reso-
lution indorsing all the acts of the president.
On Monday last Wintz was unanimously re-
elected president of the company.
