and the elegancies of life in order that he
may Cud money to pay the tax on his useless
acres. We look with contempt on the miser
who hoards his silver and his gold, and en-

dures all the pangs poverty is exposed to that
his privations may afford him the
miserable satisfaction of gloating over, and
oalling his own, a number of shining coins
that administer no more to his wants or his
comfort than the show of currency in a
broker's window or on. a bank counter to
those of a passer by, or the visitor that lingers
tor a minute toaxe. A miser of land is as
much a miner, 'and as little a wise man, as the
miser of coin. Let the impoverished sell off
to those who will pay so much down, and so

in rich a year afterward, fifty acres to one and
a hundred to another, then he will have the.
means of making home comfortable, dressing
his wife and daughters well and sending his
sons to college, ife will also fence well the
land he retains for himself, will be able to
cultivate it thoroughly, and to have good
stock in his stables and his fields. In the
meantime the country around him
will fill up and prosper, and the
land he has remaining will be
worth more by far than all was worth before
he parted with a foot of it. In the same pa-

per as that containing the article from the
Herald, was another the Appeal copied from
the Savannah Xfirs. This latter extract un-

dertook to show what wonderful things could
be done in the south if only capital enough
could be hail. There is certainly no want of
capital in the country. Plenty of banks in
the south wonld jump with delight at the
i hance of putting out money where it would
pay them interest, and make the borrower
rioh and a good customer of theirs iu the fu-

ture, by clearing a profit on it, New York
and other eastern cities have a plethora of
capital which they are longing to put to nse.
The west, in the day that she built tip States,
founded cities and laid seen rely' the basis of

wealth, had no such opportunities of
obtaining the command of Capital as the south
has But who would put his capital iu
jeopardy by leuding it to a land miser, a
man who cannot work ' what he holds and
will not sell to those who can, and who grinds
and worries to find money for the paymeut
of taxes in order that he may hold his land
out of the hands of those who would improve
it as the westerners have improved the lands
they had. The Xeirt says of th southern
people: "They own land in plenty," and
complains that the National Lanka cannot lend
motuy upon real estate security. Heal estate
held on the policy the
Tick- - burg Void so ably calls attention to, is
not a lit thing to hold ai security for capital
lent. Let the OTuer divide what he has and
tell to settlers; let him improve his land
haro good building, good stock and good
crops, and he will find no trouble in obtain-

ing the use of all the capital he wants.
The 2?eus talks about congress changing the
law so as to allow money to be lent on real
estate, and of the propriety of establishing
companies for so lending. All this is unnec-

essary, and would do, probably, more harm
than good, by encouraging "the

policy, and assist to keep up the
breed of. land misers.'" The west, y, is
mighty, politically and commercially, be-

cause great and prosperous without any such
cumbrous', make-shi- ft plans. Let our people
take a common-sens- e view of things and use

their property and their opportunities in a
business-lik- e way. Let them sell what will
pay a profit, that they may be able to in-

vent in what will mske a fortune.
Thousands of southern capital gees east
every year io buy ""futures;" put
the lands on the market, and it will aid iu
buying them, and so increase the population,
add to the value of our estates, and make the
south the smiling, cheerful, prosperous land
it should be, and will be when the laud misers
are dead and .business energy reigns where
narrow land-niis- notions ruined.

UREEtE AJSI HER CACSE.
Recent telegram have informed the world

that the European powers are taking into
consideration the claims of the Greek people
f'.ir an extension of the rule of their govern-

ment over a portion of territory now held by
' Turkey, bat which is inhabited by Greeks.

The wrongs suffered by the Greeks at the
hands of the Turks excited the compassion
and indignation of some of the European peo-

ple early in the present century. The poet
Byron, to his honor, took the part of the op-

pressed Greeks, and not only wrote immortal
lines ou behalf of their noble cause, but gave
the aid of his purse and his personal services
iu arms. So engaged he was seized with the
sickness which carried him off, sacrifice to
the causa he loved. By the battle of Nava-rin-o

the little kingdom of Greece was estab-

lished, and more recently was increased by
England ceding to her the Ionian Islands.
As the new government became consolidated
ami the natioual spirit developed itself, nat-

urally claim was laid to adjoining territory,
rightfully belonging to Greece but suffered,
I iy the indifference of the European powers
that settled the boundary line with Turkey,
to remain iu the hands of that- - oppressive
power. Two or three times, especially dur-

ing the Crimean war, the straits to which
Turkey was reduced afforded full oppor
tunity to Greece to occupy what she
claimed. On each occasion the powers called
upon her to forbear, as the complication this
proceeding would make would prove inimi-

cal to the intercuts of these European pow-

ers. The strongest promises were made that,
when peace was restored, Greece and her
i.l ai ins should have ample justice done them ;

Imt when the powers had secured their own
ends Greece was disregarded and her claims
n.'glected. When Russian troops, during
ihe late war, were lying outside the
walls of Constantinople, Greece could
readily ' have done herself tiie justice
si long waited fyr by occupying the terri-

tory peopled by those of their own nation-

ality. But such a step would have strength-nie- d

i'ic ltursiana, and again Greece was
appealed to by the powers, and especially by
England, they undertaking that full justice
should be done when peace returned and the
dreaded Russians were en the other side of

the Balkans. Again Greece trusted to prom-

ises and engagements, and again England

and the other powers perfidiously broke their
word. When the Berlin conference settled

matters with Turkey, not a single provision
was made for Greece; but the sultan was
"reoommended" to do certain things in its
behalf. Of course the sultan held to the dis-

puted territory, the power to tax and rule
which was not to be given up on a mere
recommendation, and again Greece was de-

ceived aud cheated. "Magnanimous" Eng-

land, that behaves so magnanimously to its
own Irish sebjecta, was the especially guilty
party in this new act oi per&dy. When the
combined powers acted in flagrant bad faith
Greece sought England, whose special
promises and interference had prevented

Greece assuming arms at the moment when

success was certain. Two years have gone by,

and Greece, wearied out with disappoint

ments and deception, na caueu ner
children to arms, and is prepared, when
spring comes, to enter the territory inhabited
bv their In consequence of
the Berlin treaty Servia gained her independ
ence, Bulgaria her right of
Montenegro the territory she had long fought
for, and Greece, trusting
Greece, got nothing but a recommendation,
as if she were an applicant for the sultan's
charity. And we read each morning what
the highly dignified and dishonorable powers
are doing. They will not even meet in con-

ference for Greece, they will insist npon noth-

ing for Greece, but with each state acting
singly, sends its minister to the Constantino-polita- n

court to talk to the sultan and get
him "to do something" for Greece, again in-

sulting that brare people by patting them in
the attitude of supplicants suing their op-

pressor for compassion. The Whole conduct
of.England in the case is especially contempt-
ible, and borders on treachery. TheGreeks,
as the telegrams inform us, are informed by
the powers that if ifdoes not accept any bona
the sultan may cast to f it v after these
solicitations on its behalf, "the great powers"
will abandon all intervention in their favor.
Greece, with an independence worthy of the
name it bears and the tongue it speaks, has
not only not asked for any conference or
other effort from the powers in aid of its in-

tention to claim iu own, but has expressly
declared her objection to any such confer-

ence being held. She sees that "trusting in
princes" is as vain as the bible proclaims it
to be, and she will trust only in her own

right arm and the justice of her cause: The
powers dread this. They know that, although
the . Greeks are weak, their attitude will
arouse Albanians to revolution, Armenians
to revolt, and relight the fires of discontent
and the turmoil of disorder from one end of
Turkey to another, aud that all their Berlin
treaty patchwork may fall to rags. The
Greeks, however, declare they will go on, and
where is there a generous heart, where a
lover of holy liberty who does not earnestly
long and yearn for their bucccss, for their
victory oyer the insolent Turk, for their abil-

ity to put to shame the base friends that have
cajoled her in their necessity and deserted her
in her own. '

IIEXKY BERG II.
The military hero makes his fame by slay-

ing his fellows. The more blood he sheds
the greater is his renown. His conquests
and march to power are tracked by the
charred chimneys, smoking cities and
buzzards feediug upon hU victims. But when
a mm like Ilenry Bergh undertakes to ame-

liorate the condition of suffering humanity,
he is scoffed and derided. The world builds
a monument to the conquering hero out of
the skulls of the victims he has slain, but it
requites the services of such men as Bergh
with curses. This is a poor commentary on
human nature. But Henry Bergh .occupies
a conspicuous place iu the affections of the
American people. He is loved and respected
by every man and woman having the feeling
and disposition to treat other human beings
or animals with kindness, tenderness and
compassion. Goodness beams from every act
of life, kindness is the lamp that lights np
his pathway, and sympathy for every Buffer-

ing thing is poured out from his heart like
the stream from the hydrant. Having spent
many years iu ameliorating the condition of
the brute creation, he has now turned his at-

tention to that class of brutes in human
shape called s. 'lie 'pro-
poses the whipping-pos- t and the lash as an
appropriate punishment, and as the only way
to put an end to this barbarous but frequent
crime, as will be seen by the following bill
which has been prepared by him and intro-

duced in the New York legislature:
The people of the Bute of New York, represent-

ed in senate ami assembly, do eimel as follows:
Ski.tion 1. Whenever, hereafter, any mule person

shall willfully beat, bruise or mutilate his wife, or
auy other female human being, the court or lnug-tstru-

before whom tbe offender shnll be brought
and convicted shall direct the tntlletion of corporal
punishment upon such offender, specifying i the
time the number of strokes or laches inicu shall
be sturdily laid on upon the tare bfcr-t- of said of-
fender by means of a whip or lash of such propor-tionsan- d

strength as will Insure the currying out
ul the spirit and letter of the statute.

8ec. 2. The corporal punishment recited in the
foreRolnc section shall be Inflicted by ttie sheriff
of the couuty, or by one of his deputies, or a con-
stable, and witliiu the prison fiielosure in the
county where tbe offense was committed, aud iu
as private a rammer as may be.'and in tbe presence
of a duly licensed physician or surgeon.

Sec. 3. Ko female shall at any time, for any of-
fense, be subjected to the punishment oi corp'orul
punishment under the provisions of this art.-Sec-

1. This shall take effect immediately.
The whipping-pos- t is certainly a relic of

the barbarous ages, and we should . take no
step backward in the march of civilization.'
Had this bill been proposed in the legislature
of a southern State it would have been char-
acterized as the new .slave code by the old
slave-driver- s, and there would be a general
howl of indignation. But as the proposition
originates iu the northern States it can be
discussed on its merits, and without reference
to that historic instrument of torture, the
slave-driver- 's lash. Oue innovation invites
another, and if we return to the whipping-po- st

for one offense there is danger of
Bergh's bill being so amended as to include
other crimes. But if nothing else but the
whipping-pos- t and the lash will put an end
to g, they should lie resorted to by
every State in the Union, for the wife-beat-

is the most dispicable creature that pollutes
the earth. Men are guilty of many faults,
but they are truly knights, in the broadest
sense of chivalry, toward womanhood, aud
every time man permits man to lay hands on
woman, save in kindness, he contributes to the
degradation' of his species. Men in every
part of the civilized world should solemnly
coveuant with each other that the wife- -
oeau-- r should snare the late- - id therav-ishe- r,

as both are beasts, and should
ba treated as monsters. The bill which has
been introduced in the New York legislature
through the instrumentality of Mr. Bergh,
is attracting considerable discussion. ; The,
Chicago Tribune says "it will commend itself
to the good sense of the public because there
is no virtue in the present methods of pun-
ishment. Under existing laws, a wife-beate- r,

convicted of his abhorrent crime, in fined,
and, iu case of failure to pay Wfc fine, is put
in jail. If he pays his fine, he takes just
that amount of money away from, the sub-

sistence of his half-starve- family, and only
aggravates the original evil by adding another
to it. If he cannot pay his fine, and is locked
up for sixty or ninety days, lie earns nothing
during that time, and hi family must suffer.
The brute himself doesn't feel his punish
ment, and probably has no feeling of auy sort
except of indignation at his wife for putting
him in jail and then making no effort to get
him out. When he has served out his term
he comes out of jail only to find that his
family has been suffering duriug his absence
for want of food, warmth aud clothing, and
the man himself is not cured, while the wife
is worse off than she was before, and society
is not avenged for the horrible infraction of
Us laws. But, on the other hand, if a deputy-sheri- ff

has the lashing of the brute, .and if,
best of all, that deputy happens to be a stal-
wart negro who can administer the lashing
with gusto and enthusiasm, aud the wife-beat- er

knows that the dose will be doubled
whenever he repeats the offense, there cau
be no waste of time or mooev, the wife--"

beater will have something to think about,
all the other wife-beate- rs in his vicinity will
devote considerable time to meditation be-

fore they indulge in their peculiar amuse-

ment, and society will have the sweet solace
of knowing that the brnte has received his
deserts and "knows how it is himself." The
abused wife has now no champions but her
own relatives. They may beat tbe brute in
turn and get some ' satisfaction out of that,
but in too many cases the wife has only an
old father who cannot avenge her, or the
brute may be armed anJ intimidate those
who would protect her. Even divorce is no
remedy. Some of those wife-beate- rs belong

to the Cathollo church, which docs not ap-

prove of divores, and even suppose the

wretched woman obtains a divorce, how is
she to take care of herself and her family of

children?" The Tribune, however, qualifies
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its support of the Oil. by insisting that the
punishment of the laaa should be left discre-

tionary with the magistrate, for there are

cases, especially in the lower classes, where
women may be termagants and provoke a
man of violent temper purposely to strike

them that they may gut him lashed, and then
procure a divorce. All women are not angels,
and there may lie cases where a man might
plead some shadow of excuse for' a hasty
blow which a shrewi-ih- ungovernable, and
irascible woman might, purposely draw upon
herself, and there , are not wanting

cases . where the aeaker vessel is an
Amazon as compared frith the husband, and
may hand over the culprit vi'et. amis to the
public whipper as handy method of re-

venge. But the amendments proposed by the
Tribune would defeat the entire object of the
bill, as every wife-beat- says his wife is a

termagant, and that nothing but the beating
he administers will Busdue the turbulence of
her violent nature. No provocation should
justify a man in disgracing man by beating
his wife. If she be r. virago, unfit to live
with, let him prove Uie fact and get a di
vorce. So an end is put to g, the
legislatures of the Sta .es should not stickle
as to the means.

RUSSIA.
St. PTtBBf R, January 27. An official

telegram, in regard to events prior to the
capture of Geoktepe, states that iu conse-
quence of the large number of corpses of
Tekke-Turcoiaa- more or less decomposed,
lying before and behind the Russian posi-
tions, and in view of the impossibility of
burying them without incurring fresh losses,
General Skobeleff proposed to the Tekkes,
from the tower of observation eighty yards
from the main rampart of the fortress, that
they should remove them, hostilities .to be
suspended for one hour, and, in order to avoid
any misunderstanding, it was proposed to the
lekkes that they should atterward reoccupy
their positions, and should be the first to re-
open fire. This was done after due warning
given to the Russians, the Tekkes taking care
not to fire until the Russians, who had tem-

porarily left their trenches, had returned
into them.

We need art museums, libraries, pub
lic parks, zoological gardens, concerts and
other forms of rational recreation npon a
Sunday. Mr. Clark quotes from his observa
tion of a continental Sunday, and affirms
that it is more otderly and more conducive
to religion and morality thau Sunday as it is
observed in the principal English and Amer
ican cities. le recommends that the church,
which has parti.tlly lost its hold upon the
day, furnish the greatest amount of educa-
tion, good influence and innocent happiness
npon Sunday, devoting part ot the day to
worship and part to proper recreation. In
stead of the religious influence of Sunday
being diminished it will be largely increased
by such a changu. Tbe church should not
wait until the progressive spirit of the world
force it into concession. By so doing it has
already seriously impaired its own influence.
Let the church ndopt the rational Sunday
and take the lead in its observance, and our
edifices of worship will once more become
crowded with devout congregations.

en, and even four score, light and pleasant.

Noah II. Swavne was born in Vircinia. De
cember 7, 1S0C, and is accordingly in his seven-

ty-fifth year. He was admitted to the bar
of his native Str te in l2u', when he removed
to Uhlo, settling iu (Coshocton countv. lhree
years later he was sent to the legislature, and
soon after decided to make Columbus his
home. Here he practiced his profession, and
during Jackson s second term he was appoint
ed United States district attorney, holding
the office for seven years. In 1SU2 he
succeeded Judge; McLean as associate justice
of the supreme court, a position which he
held with credit to lumsclt, and much to the
benefit of the country. In no period of its
existence has -- lie highest legal tribunal of
the land heen called upon to decide more im
portant and perplcxma cases than during the
last two decades, and the decisions of Justice
Swayne have been distinguished by great
clearness and ability, and have made impor
tant additions to the precedents in commer-
cial and corporation law, and in the construc
tions of wills.

Senator Beck addressed the senate for an
hour in advocacy of free ships, taking as his
text his resolution submitted Monday for the
repeal of all laws prohibiting our citizens
from purchasing ships to engage in the for-
eign carrying trade, or which prevent the
registration of them as American ships when
owned, commanded and officered by United
States citizens.

Senator Beck's speech was listened to with
marked and thoughtful interest by almost
a full senate and crowded galleries, and the
compliment of a unanimous vote being ten-
dered him on the expiration of the morning
hour to enable him to proceed.

Senator Blaine followed in reply to Senator
Beck. He construed the senator's speech as
an admission that his policy looked forward
to and proclaimed the permanent depend-
ence of this country npon England for ships.
It was remarkable that for twenty years,
or from the time of the war to this hour, the
congress of the United States had not done
one solitary thing to uphold the navigation
interests of the United States. Tbe great
march ' forward of our old commercial
rival had been witnessed and every-whe- rJ

recognised, and the representatives of
the people of the United States had sat
in their two halls of legislation b as
though they could not speak, and had not of-

fered a single remedy or a single aid, until
the senator from Kentucky Beck had risen
in his seat and proposed to
make a proclamation of the per-
petual dependence of this country
on England for such commerce as she may
enjoy, holding up to ub Germany, Italy and
other European countries that are as abso-

lutely dependent on Great Britain for the
commerce they enjoy as is the District of
Columbia on congress. During these twenty
years this lopgrefs had passed ninety-tw- o

acts in aid of internal transmission by rail.
It has given 200,000,000 acres of public
lands, worth y $1,000,000,000 in monev,
to which it had added $70,000,000 in cas'h
to the same end, and yet
it had ' not . extended . scarcely a
single dollar to that vast external transpor-
tation whose importanoe had not been ex-
aggerated by the senator from Kentucky.
The United States could not win in this
great international struggle without adopt
ing exactly ine same rjcurs mat acnievea a
victory for others. What was that? It was
not to help John Roach, or any one else, but
to make a great and comprehensive policy
that shall give every man and every com-
pany a specific aid of so much per mile for
such a term of years. Let the American
marine feel that the government of the United
States is behind them. Let the United States
only take from her treiury, per annum,
$4,000,0000, the sum that "Great Britain
is paying only as a postscript to her. Sen-
ator Blaine said he was not a prophet, nor
the son of one; but if tliis wasdone, he ventured
to predict that that long deferred and much
desired event, the revival of the American
steam marine, would arrive. He would have
the country do nothing more than that to
which England had pointed a way for ns.
We have nine navy-yar- d and are without a
navy. If we would put the expense of those
navy-yar- into the building up of great
private ship-yard- s, this would form subsidy
enough or aid enough if the senator Peck
liked that word better it would give help
enough from the savings in the construction
of naval vessels to float this whole grand
scheme for the revival ol A t icrican navigation.
The election ban shown that public opin-
ion in this country was in favor of keeping
up American against foreign manufactures.
Aud he would say to the upholders of pro-
tection that this could not be done by the
destruction of the commercial marine of the
country. '

Senator Beck replied briefly. He said that
he was glad that the presentation of what he
thought was the best policy had called forth
the premier of the next administration. The
senator from Maine had not denied, because
he knew it was true, that we had no foreign
carrying trade;' nor that it had dwindled
since the war; nor that we gave $120,000,000
per year to build up the trade of our rival
and "weaken ourselves; nor that while we

the right to Germany, England and
five to carry our goods from our porta in
cheap, free ships, we are handicapping e;

nor that instead of having GO,-0-

or 70,000 American sailors, as we
had in the war, we now have none;
nor that we had no defenders of onr coasts.
The senator denied none of the facts asserted
by him Senator Beck, but his Senator
Blaine's remedy for it all was a further tax-
ation, and nothing else, and the policy of a
subsidized line under John Roach, or any
other individual, would be to destroy the
competition of iu rivals, then double its
eharges and create a monopoly.

After reference to the aileged monopoly of
the coastwise trade, Senator Beck replied to
Senator Blaine's allusion to the Democratic

plank by stating that a
stronger plank was contained in the platform
of that party in 1876,when that party carried
the country, though cheated out of the vic-
tory; and that as the popular vote in 1880
showed a majority for the Democratic candi-
date, the alleged condemnation of that policy
could not have been so very emphatic after
all.

The resolution was then laid on the table
without action.

fcr the year just previous. Our produc
tion oi iron . was 3,300.000 tons
ISSO, against 2,741,S-r- in 1879. We
constructed 7207 miles of new rail-
roads, ngaiust 4721 in 1879. The earnings of
forty-fo- companies operating about one-thi- rd

of the railway mileage of the United
States were greater than those for 1879 by
$40,930,119, an increase of twenty-si- x per
cent. If all the roads fared as well the ag-
gregate gain was more than one hundred
millions. These figures indicate the extra-
ordinary magnitude of last year's business
operations. The statistics of the trade, com-
merce and manufactures of the past show no
aggregates which approach them in size.
The remarkable prosperity of the year is also
shown in the comparatively small number of
failures, and in the decrease of the liabilities
of the shipwrecked firms. There were, in
1880, only 4735 failures, against fi&'iS in
1879, and '10,478 in 1878. The total liabili-
ties were only $05,752,000, against $98,149,-05- 3

in 1S79, and $234,383,132 in 1S78. This
decrease ia failures is the more signifi-
cant because of tbe large addition which waa
made last vear to the number of firms en-
gaged in business. There were 45,000 more
firms in 1880 than in 1879. All these facts
and figures are indicative of a prosperity
which is sound, and ought to be enduring.
But even the low aggregate of failures and
liabilities for the last year would have been
much less if speculation had not undertaken
to interfere with the natural progress of
trade. Almost without exception, the heavy
failures were due to wild Attempts to control
the market when supply was too great for
such manipulation. This tendency to adopt
speculative methods in business has, had se-

vere rebukes, but it has not been checked.
There is the promise of evil in it.

II lie h Heel.
A London doctor has been protesting in

the Isinrvt against the fashionable high-heele- d

shoes of women. He says: "1 have
at present under my care two serious cases of
'sprained ankle,' solely arising from their
use. The parties tripped, and, losing their
balance, were unable to recover themselvA
without falling, which in the one resulted in
partial laceration of the internal and in the
other of the external ligaments of the ankle-join- t,

aud both threaten to end in per-
manent partial disability.

Entertains a Newspaper Man off the Stage
An Hour with the Great Tragedian

Personal Appearance of the
Gentleman The Ideal of

his day of quiet was disturbed by the call ol
the reporter. In answer to the summons,
Salviui's courteous accompanying agent came
with the pleasant announcement that, though
greatly fatigued, the tragedian would make
his appearance. Was that large, magnificently-p-

roportioned, yet quiet gentleman,
with the mildest expression of countenance
and eyes beaming with goodness and gentle-
ness the "Othello" of a tew hour's previous?
Was that really the man who. in the uiaimifi- -
cecce of his loosened passion, had so shaken
the very marrow in the bones of his
hearers within twenty-fon- r hours' time? The
contrast was indeed great iu the actor before
the footlights and in the drawin-ron- bnt
only an agreeable one, as charming as
viewing a lovely landscape by the tender
rays of the moon, after having gazed npon it
uuuer me uriuiani ugni ot tue sun. rsai-vi- ni

is yet the ideal of physical manhood,
and is, in fact, the perfect tvpe- of the
Latin race. The proportions of his face sue--
gest those grand Roman busts yet the despair
of the sculptor, while the shape and poise of
his head give the assurance of tbe domi-
nance of the intellectual over the physical
nature. His easy, graceful manners are the
result of culture and intense modesty com-
bined. There seems to be not the shadow of
personal vanitv, bnt in its stead there was a
glow of genuine pleasure lighting his face
whenever he spoke of his art, and such a
genuine satisfaction in praising other artists
that it was good to listen to him. Like all
educated 'Italians, Salvini speaks French
with llency and idiomatic flavor, but he
evidently would have been happier in
rolling out those mellifluous Italian
vowels, aud of expressing Jiis views, es-

pecially upon his art, in his own loved
native tongue. He is an excellent listener

nd takes an interest in even very ordinary
matters, for as vet much in this country is
new to him. lie acknowledged that the
winter had been a severe one, and that he
had Buffered much from the cold, especially
in Canada. When it was said to him that
UK3 WIIUIU UHIUIWIT BUHt;r U1UUII UUOI IUCVUIU,
coming as he did from the sunnv clime of
Italy, he smiled and .answered: ''But we do
not like the heat, either.

It is therefore true that in Amer-
ica the houses are more comfortable in winter
either than in Italy or in Paris."
To the remark that he had found some
things to admire aud like in America, he
warmly replied in the affirmative: but
after a little while he spoke of the few draw-
backs he met with in American cities. He
was surprised that the snow was never cleared
from our streets, aud that during this whole
winter we, who are rich enough to have our
streets well cleaned,- - should endure
the ice, snow and slush.' A good
many people living here certainly agree
witn mm. nen he was asked it it was
better in Canada than here, he answered,
"Oh, no; it is worse," which was a grain of
consolation for wounded national pride.
Then he said that Cincinnati would be a fine
city, and look well from the hill-top- s, if it
were not for the horrible smoke; bnt he
lauehed when it was comnared with the Lon
don atmosphere, and declared it was really
more like Manchester. He said that just
seven years ago, to the very date, he had
commenced his last engagement in Cincin-
nati. This is undoubtedly, and alas! the one
remaining opportunity of seeing this greatest
of tragedians that Americans will ever have.
because after this engagement Salvini not
only will not return to this country, but he
means to bid farewell to the stage. Though
apparently iu the prime of life, he
pleads too great an age to endure the terrible
fatigues bis grand role impose npon him. In
his beloved Florence, within su-h-t of its
domed and tower-crowne- d churches, under
the shadow ot its., monuments, and
within hearing of its founfaina' music,
he intends to settle down, to enjoy in
peace and content the sunset glory of the
close of his days, living over in memory only
the triumphs achieved by his genius and the
genius of patience in the days gone by. Of
course he spoke of Ristori, but gave no hope
of her ever returning to America. "Like
me," he said, "she is too old." This season
she has, horever, made a tour into Sweden,
Norway and lfenmark.where she has met with
her wonted success. From his compatriots he
began to talk about the actors and actresses
of Paris, and asked : "Do you think that there
are any tragedians in Paris? '. He thought
that for tragedy, as the English-speakm- e

races and the Italians consider it, there are
to-d- in. France no interpreters. It was
pleaded that Madame Marie Laurent is a
tragedienne, that she could well play "Lady
Macbeth," and had even been seen in a traire--
dy of Alfieri's. Aljieri.' atud the Italian; "how
odd A men must sound in .trench." About
like Shakespeare," was answered, at which
the interpreter of our great master
in that language in which he can
receive tbe most musical and ' satisfy
ing, if not the most ' analytics transla-
tion, smiled, and over his face came a most
decided expression of interest and pleasure at
the very mention ot the tnglish poet lie so
dearly loves.

"Then." he added, "that Mile. Favartof the
Theater Francais, lacked not the finish bnt
the elan to make her the Ristori of I ranee.
He then had a most kindly word to say of
Mary Anderson, and remarked of her acting:
"She shows some excellent points, and is very
promising." lo the statement that in Amer-
ica the public was too apt to demand of an
actress youth and beauty along with finished
acting that hard study gave to genius, he said:
"What a fine thing if we could only have
them together, but that comes but seldom.
Ristori was great when young, and so was
Rachel immortal Rachel. I saw her when
she wasonly tweuty-cigh- t. She semed perfect
then. She is the greatest actress has
ever had; since her time she has not produced
a great tratjtdienne ; comediennes there are, but
no tragedienne that oue should dare to com-
pare with her." Then it "was with great
pleasure balvmt listened to an account of
Brignoli's triumph here in TmnUore, and
smiled with amusement at the idea of his
coming out of prison several times to
acknowledge applause In fact, the great
tragedian rather deprecated the custom
of too much applause, and especially of a re- -
call during the progress of au act. lie cave.
without directly stating it in words, his hope-
ful view of our possibilities in artistic tri-

umphs, and to r.cknowkdge that in the very
independent working out of our own views
in all matters of art, lay the chances of our
future greatness in every direction. - T bat be-

lief he gave in speaking of American actors
and actresses, and to the reception talent from
elsewhere received. But the call that might
with great pleasure to the caller have been
prolonged was shortened by the knowledge
that, after a night as "Othello" or the "Gladi-
ator," the eminent tragedian felt the need of
absolute rest and quiet. In addition, he had
also said that he anticipated much pleasure
in attending Pike's operahouse, and, from the
box tendered him, Keene's renditbm
of "Hamlet." With a cordial good-byo- n his
part, and a regretful one on the part of the
caller, it was with a little softening of regret
that was heard the sentence, "Au plniter ii
cou rmoir."

TIIE MEKTINU BEHIND THE SCENES.
True to his engagement, Salvini was in

the private box at the left of the stage at
Pike's last night to witucss the "Hamlet" of
Keene. This box had been decorated in
honor of the distinguished occupant. Around
the arch were placed the flags of Italy and
the United States, from the center of a shield.
with a green stripe across the crimson bars.
Wreaths and garlands of evergreen further
enlivened the surroundings of the box, which,
of course, became the ooiect of much curious
gazing, but no prolonged and impolite star-
ing. It was with intense and close attention
that Salvini watched the play; nt a line,
gesture or look of not only "Hamlet," bnt
every one on the stage.- His pleasure was
evident and great, and at times
he leaned out of the box
little and applauded as though oblivious
of every person but the people on the scene.
After the curtain had fallen on the mad scene
and the announcement of the sad fate of
"Ophelia," Salvini steppedfjuietly out of bis
box, and without any previous announcement,
louud his way to the tragedian of the even
ing, who had been anticipating the honor of
receiving the one of all others whose good
opinion he most desired, and would most
value. An Italian friend, not speaking Eng-
lish very perfectly, acted as the interpreter
on the occasion of the meeting ot the two
tragedians. He said he could not convey tbe
full aud perfect meaning of Salvini'i compli-
mentary words, but the manner and beaming
countenance of the Italian were themselves

worth many phrases. He told Keene that
his was tha most unconventional " Hamlet "
he had ever seen. He added: "I am fresh
from England, where I saw Irving' " Ham-
let," and. I can you yours does not '
suffer by comparison with it. I admire your ' 1

remarkable spontaneity, your genius,
your independent originality. To be sure,
yon have not had the art training and echooU
ing I have been able to enjoy in the old world
during more than thirty years. Yet yon- - in
America have that which necessary to' .

genius, perhaps more so for a new people;
you are nntrammeled by traditions, and can
go whither your genius leads yon.'. Salvini
was calm, dignified and easy in his 'manner,
with" as much genuine largeness in the ex-
pression of his viewa as he is himself massive
and imposing in appearance. Keene was
nervously happy, and evidently moved not
only with the words he heard, but with the
gracious manner of their giving and the high
and undisputed source whence they came.
