FINANCE AND TRADE.

COTTOX.
At the close of our last review of the cot-

ton market for the official week New York was
quoting middling at 11 w hich r.ite continued
unchanged throughout the week under review:
New Orleans wa quoting at which also re
mained uuchanged. Liverpool was quoting fi iMiVi,
this also underwent no change; Memphis was
quolliiE ll'-,- ' and made uochange. This statement
show that all thee market retained the previous
week's quotation. The week was cloudy with
frosts at night aud partial thaws, in the uushiiie,
when there was any, during the day. This sort of
weather left the cotton that 1 out in the field still 44unpicked for another week, a fact had not sufli-cle-

liillueuce to change the cotton quotations,
and thi for the reason that, without the unpicked
cotton, the receipt are sufficiently abundant to
keep the market well uppllcd. Our own week
receipt were larger thau those of any previous
week since the new year came in. Our
own plnners and Liverpool appeared quite
satisfied with the rale at which cotton
arrives In the markets, and nn anxiety is expressed S
or fear of scarcity at the latter end of tho easou.
We see, therefore, that the cotton outstanding iu
the field, the loss on which must make a serious
nednction from the amount of the year's crop, ap-
pears to betaken with Indifference, while the esti-
mates of the crop are seriously swelling. For in-
stance, an Atlanta (Ga correspondent of the New
York llttllrtiH writes that If the picking season bad
been favorable the yield would have lx.en upward
of 7,50,(ii bales, but w ill now not be under

adding: "There can now be no question that
the crop will reach this latter figure." Gardner's
Mobile cotton circular, of Jammrv 27th. for a copy
of which we arc indebted to K. V. Finch, Esq., es-

timates the crop at !,cx;,OIIO lmles, giving various
reasons why It should not exceed thnt amount, but
there are some reasons that must enter any thor-
ough estimate which it has not taken into ac-

count. When. after October 2uth, pick-
ing was obstructed, then entirely sus-
pended, it wa expected a decrease In receipts
would follow as a matter of course,, and
the price rise a a necessary consequence. This
Induced many grower and country storekeepers
to hold- - their cotton until the market should ad-

vance'. Spite of thi holdiugoutof market, and at
spite of the suspension of picking, the receipts
held up beyond expectation, lleyoud this, the
same weather that lias mude picking ImiioKslhle
has msde the roads impassable, and kept a large ofamount of cotton out of the market in that way.
The question l now asked when liner weather
allows (licking to lie resumed, and makes the Mads
pasNsble, and deiM&ir of advance brings forward
cotton held fiack, where will prices be? Thi is
bow things stand Just now, ami the market hangs
in doubt, and two week pas witii almost Inquotation. The New York Bulletin said
on Wednesday of the market there: "The im-
pression obtained from tile current movement is
that there I a growing tendency to abandon boics toof any permanent improvement in cotton for the
present at least." On Saturday the same paper
mid of the market there: "The impression is pretty
general, and growing that the accumulation back
is full ; that during the comiug mouth ar-
rival from the plantations wilt show
a considerable increase." The Liverpool
Yirrcsiamdentof the same paper, say, underdate
January loth: "We an rapidly iipproaching a
point at which many people will insist on forming
their Judgment of lite outturn of the American
cmp. The receipts will Is? considered free from the
interference of abnormal circumstances aud taken
as an indication of the future, and on the extent
of the movement during the next week or two
hang tho character o( the change iu the market
which is probable." toReceipts In Memphis during the official week
aggregated 8877 bales, against huso tales the pre-
vious week, and 1H.727 bales the corresponding
week last season, and 16.. bales in ls7g.
