Militia Asked For.

Governor Hawkins nispnlrhes lifty
Men to the Scene A NbcrinT

Posae to Act In the Interim.

NAsnviLi.K, February 14. The murder of
Laprade was one of the most diabolical
crimes on record. Nine negroes banded to-

gether to rob Lnprade, who was supposed to
have fallen heir to a large amount of money.
On getting into his house, by imitating his
brother's voice, they bore him to the floor
eai demanded his money, when he gave up
hve dollars, all lie had. Dunking to extort
from him the whereabouts of his money,
they sinired the hair from his head and
body, tore the tendons from his legs, hanged
him repeatedly, dragged him about the yard
and crushed his skull with an ax. A con-
fession of the crime was extorted from an
old negro named Jim Higgius by roasting
his feet. On the night of the loth of Septem-
ber, 18K0, Bell and Jamison, two negroes
who led in the murder of Laprade, were
lynched, and a white man named Jamison,
who had shot a young lady because
she had declined his attentions was shot to
death in his cell, after a most desperate en-
counter. Higgius was brought to Nashville
wilh those sent to Springfield. To-da- y he
had to have one of his feet amputated, and
died in jail. A special dispatch says a mob
of forty persons came to Springfield
but were persuaded by the citizen to let the
law take its course.

Associated Press Dispatch.
Nashville, February 14. Governor Haw-

kins received a dispatch from Judge Stark,
at Springfield, this evening, asking him to
send twenty-fiv- e to lifty men to protect the
five negro murderers of Laprade, s?nt from
Nashville this morning for trial, as they were
to bo mobbed The governor ordered
the captains of the Porter Rifles and Rock
City Guards lo take twenty-fiv- e men each on
a secial train to Springfield as soon as they
could be got in readiness, and issue to them
from the State armory six h mid red rounds of
cartridges. The governor gave orders that
they were to report to and
act under the advice of Stark.
The governor telegraphed to Stark
he would send men as soon as possible, and
ordered the sheriff of Robertson county to
summon the whole force of the county to
protect the prisoners. Fifty mcmliers of two
military companies left on a special train at
10 p.m. for Springfield, and will reach there,
thirty miles distant in one hour.

ENGLAND.
London, February 11. Yesterday an im-

An attempt to start an inde-
pendent n demonstration in the
park a little distance from the spot designed
for the regular meeting, led to the beating of
au unpopular and somewhat intoxicated
orator, said to be an Irishman, who was pur-
sued out of tiie gates by a rough mob. An
immense crowd assembled to witness the ar-
rival of the procession, but no opposition or
hostility was manifested. The procession
comprised about six bands, each with a cou-si- d

rable following. A prominent figure was
a soldier with a green rosette on his uniform.
There were many banners, bearing the

and composed mainly of Irishmen, who were
very enthusiastic.

O'Connor, Isaac Nelson and
John Redmond, home-rul- e members of
parliament. Tiie meeting was divided into
three sections, which were at such a distance
apart as not to interfere with each other's
speakers.

Of the Confederate States Government,
Written by Hon. Jefferson Datis

and Dedicated to the Widows
and Orphans of the Con-

federate Dead.

C.Htrktin Fehrnarv 11. The Chicago
Timet makes Dublic the topic discussed by
Jefferson Davis in his history of the Hue
and Fall of the Confederate Government, soon to
be issued.

Introductory.
Mr. Davis's introduction Is a short ene, covering

not qaite two pages. He dedicates the work to the
widows and orphans of the Confederate dead. He
conceives tt lo be his duty to his countrymen to
prepare this history of the rise and failure ol tneir
cause. He finds in the structure of the tidrtcen
independent States and their relation to each
other the primary prlnoipU and vested ri&its on
which he rest his vindication of the Confederacy.
He evident the doctrine of state sovereignly ana
the compact by which the States voluntarily gave
their consent to a federation, with no design ex- -

rpsscd or imnlied ever to become Iractionai pana
of a nation, and he believes that those who resisted
the violation of this orijnnal compact were in raci
the true friends of the constitutional Union.
The author, in discussing the principles
and events in their natural and logical
order, first gives his attention to African
servitude, and the long and bitter sectional strife
to which it gave rise. lie then takes up the ques
tion of Suites rights, giving consimiuonai anu

arguments on which he rests the principle
I Ktate sovereignty, anu uuuiiuk copiuuiuj iiuw

all authorities on the subject. These questions
lid a full statement of the immediate causes oi ine

war occupy one-nm- t oi me nni volume,
and the remainder of the work is given to the nar-
rative of the struggle, including the fullest
statement yet written irom. a aoumeru
tandoiut of the fierce dissensions in Confederate

councils and of his defense of the prolongation of
the war for manv months after many of the ablest
meu of the south were fully couvinccd that their
truggle T, as a hopeless one.

slavery and Onr Rifthta in the Terri
tories.

In the owening work he treats of early leg
islation on the subject of slavery. Ho acquits Ihe
south of all the responsibility for the existence in
its midst ol the peculiar lusiuuiien, aim enon at-

tention to the fact that Virginia was the first State
to prohibit importation into iu territory of blacks
brought to this country, and reduced to slavery,
and that lieorgia was the first State to incorporate
n its constitution proamnion oi Ainaw i

trade. All through the work he treats of slavery
not as a cause of the war, but as an incident of
the secession movement- - The paramount ques
tion, he declares, was equality in terri
tories, and to the inability of the
south to maintain its equal rights in territo
ries and new-mad- e stales in ine union, tie traces
the centlict which was intensified until it bum
into own war. While upon .this subject he
speaks in condemnation of the terms of the Mis-

souri compromise, which he regards as a surrender
ol ngnw wnien neiongeu 10 me aoum. anu wuicn
it should have maintained; but after it was adopt-
ed lie lie ieved it should have been adbenrd to, and
he arruipns the noitn anu the reaerai government
for the fuilure of couiDrouiise. which was practical
ly repealed by the bills organizing the Territories
of Kansas and Nebraska in lbOO.

Mr. Davis's Devotion totbel'nion.
It will tie observed that Mr. Davis takes occasion

lo in mauv nlacos throughout his work his
devotion to the roiisliluuoiial union, and instances
speeches which he made in 1M during hiseandi- -

lacy ior governor oi jn isaissiofji in vj
Henrv 8. Kootc. These meecues contained repeat
ed declaration of his adherence and devotiou to
the Union, and he affirms that his public deeds
were at all times actuated by this spirit, before the
general government began its violent encroach
ments on me rigius Ol ine ouiies. ii unmix
the pierce administration that the struggle in Kan
sas between the and par- -

tics culminated In bitterness. In tnm struggle,
ri uss, the beginning of the immediate cause

J uati Oration of the Riftht Of Secession,

Having devoted half of the first volume to the
exiosiiion of the causes which led the south to a
nesire Ior senaration irom ine reoerai govern
ment, Mr. Davis proceeds, in several chapters, to
defend the right of secession. In justification of
this ri"bt he uuotes largely from Webster. Cal
houn, Douglas, lirecley, Seward, Benton and Clay
iu maintaining that a compact between the States
was ot nature a couieaeraiiou. tie araws largely
for the basis of his argument upon the debates iu
the constitutional convention of 178U, and fortifies
himself w ith extracts from btorey on "Uonslitu
tion." Elliott's debates and Bancroft's history. He
refers to the memorable delate on the purchase of
LoulsKua, when Josiah ljuincy, oi Massachusetts,
asserted in the house of representatives that that
act virtually dissolved the Union, so that the
States were freed from their obligations, and
should prepare for a peaceable or forcible separa
tion, uu gives the history oi tne adoption oi ine
tenth amendment to the constitution, by which it
is provided that "powers not granted to the United
Suites by the constitution nor prohibited by it to
the Ste lea are reserved to the States respectively or
to the neoule." lie vindicates tile rlglit ol scces- -

sson ss perfectly compatible Willi theconstituiion.
and claims besides that the general government
has no ni'htful power to prevent it. 1 be uuesuon,
he mai mains, rests with the people, from whom all
power is denveu.

The orth Responsible for the War.
Arriving in the latter part of the first volume, at

the ierioa when hostilities first commenced, the
narratives makes rapid progress. The author re
fers to the northern protests against coercion, in
which connection the name of irrecley figures
prominently. He maintains that the aouln did
everything in its power to go out of the Union
peaceably and quietly. The conservative temper
of the southern people, he says, was shown in the
acuof Its esrly congress, and iu the adoption of its
consti union it was the desire and the endeavor of
the t'c nfederacy to bind and unite the two coun
tries together Hi trtendiy lies.
I.iuroln and Seward The Latter Severe

ly Criticised.
He takes a friendlier view of Lincoln at the

beginning of his administration than of his con
freres iu the Federal government. Ho speaks of
Lincoln s inaugural address, and says that Lincoln
did net so lar violate the traditions of his countrv as
to defend coercion. While arguing against the right
of the south to secede, and stating mat ne would
use force enough to protect Lulled States property
he did not intimate that an invasion of southern
soil would be undertaken. These extracts from
Mr. Lincoln's inaugural led the south to hope that
separation wouia ue nrougnt snout in a peaceiui
manner. Among the arguments with wliich he
supports this theory he cites cotemporancotis de-
bates on this subject in the senate of the United
states, and uuotes nator Douglas s resolution
ordering the withdrawal of the force occupying
southern forts. He accuses Seward and others of
bud faith in representing that no hostile in
ten tion was involved in the succor which was sent
to the government forts: whereas the real design
was to enable troops to hold out against the de-
mands of the south for the restonition of iu prop-
erty. He characterizes the acts of Lincoln's ad
ministration m Bending aminuniuonlo Fort Sum
ter as an act of fraud and prevarication, and still
justif.es the right of the south to withdraw from
the Union and form a government of its owu. He
lays the responsibility for all the bloodshed on the
north. He speaks at length of the journey of the
peace commissioners, who were sent by the

government from Montgomery, then its
caplnil, to Washington, to negotiate for a peaceful
adjustment of the questions at issue. He severely
criticises the conduct of Secretary Seward and his
colleagues during the deliberations, and asserts
that the authorities of the south were not met In a
frank and candid spirit.
