THE POLE AND WIRE NUISANCE.
It is becoming everywhere apparent that

the vast network of wires swinging from
pole to pole overhead is a muisance toe
great to be borne. Our alleys and streets
are obstructed by unsightly poles that occa-
sionally Tall as they getold and the wind
strong, and endanger life, In gales and |
snows, in the cities at fires, telegraphic com-
mnnieation is destroved, and inconvenience
and lows are the consequence. In short,
there are too mavy evils connevted with the
present way of doing things telegraphically
1o be endured. Now, how are the difficulties
to be overcome? The answer is clesr and
obvious—the wires must pass not overhead
hut underground. In saticipation that the
people may compel resort to as common
sense & measure as this, efforts are made to
induce the belief that underground trans-
mission is impracticable; the wires cannot be
made to work constantly, and they cannpt be
got &t for repair—they csamot be donea
dozem other things with that ought to be
Jdone, These rensons are sbundant in every-
thing but cogency. The wires can be made
o work across a city if they can bé made to
work across an oeean, that is clesr, and if
they ean be made to work, and work well,
below the wurface, all the rest is mere
detail. The thing can be done in
American  cities, because it is done
in Eoropean cities. The puisance com-
plained of is here because we perafit it, not
because it is necessary. The German gov-
erment demanded the underground system,
and when that was done difficulties vanished,
as they will vanish hers whenever the people
make a similar demand. Eight thousand
miles of wire is at this time running under-
ground in Germany, Seven or more sepa-
rated insulated conductors are within a core
of hemp, which is sheathed in iron wire and
the whole is vovered with hemp saturated
with a protecting composition. What wuc-
vess hus followed this plan may be judged of
by the following statement made by Mr.
Sismans, the will-known mechanigian and
inventor: *I may state, I think, without fear
of rontradiction, that on these eight thousand
miles of underground wires, part of which
have now been down for five years, no ex-
penditure for maintenance has been incurred,
and, judging by the perfect condition of the
eables, it is not likely that any repair will be
required for may years to come.”

The American people pride themselves on
taking common-sense views of things, on ex-
anmining the soundness of the views su bmit-
tud o them for action, and on refusing to
permit themselves o be hoodwinked by
chicanery or false pretences.

utility or practical importaoee in foreign
commerce, because il the advice were good
enough to be followed by all to. whom it is
given, every such market would be apeedily
averrun  with searchers . after bargains,
whereupon the great excess of demand over
the temporary supply wonld send prices up
with a bound, convert the cheap market into
a dear one, and force the swarming purchas-
ers to revert to their home markets, lo foster
and sustain them ae the only sure resource
for a full supply at just prices.,” If this po-
sition be correct, the way to make a good
liome market is—not to tax the people’s salt
aud paper, or abolish the American mer-
chant marine from the surface of the sess—
but to allow theeitizen to buy where he can
buy cheapest, and be will end in buying in
the home market.

THE COULTER RAILROAD REGULA.
TION BILL.

If Memphis is ever to reach that point io
prosperity that has so long been pedicted for
her, two points must be steadily kept in view
transportation by the Mississippi river and

transportation by railroads. Oin these two
points our business men should be watchfol
and attentive, so that they may be ready to aid
whatever will help to exiend our railrowd
connections, and to facilitate the navigation
of the Misissippi river. At the present mo-
ment Memphis should demand of the State
legislators such action as will secure to the
trade of the city and State freedom from
railroad extortion, discrimination or any
other injustice or injury to our local-and
State interests, Mr, Coulter has, before the
house at Nashville, a very careinlly drawn
up bill intended, if passed into a law, to pro-
tect the people of Tennssee from railroad
damage and oppression, and while doing jus-
tice to the roads and recognizing their
rights, to require fair and
dealing from the railronds twward the peo-
ple. None, we believe, will deny that the
railroads require the the law to
regulate their mode of doing business, and
to prevent the monopoly they enjoy proving
inimienl to the pnblic welfare, There are

That was a price which
would give American produce a market
abroad. .

“Question-—How will the rise in gold give
American produce the foreign market?

“Answer—The farmers west are pretty
rich, and they sell very reluctantly unless
they get a profit upon their prodncts,  Labor
and rail transportation are high, and, rather
than do businecs at a loss, they will let their
produce lie; but, as the price of gold goes
up, the price of wheat goes up. Last Bpring,
when the secretary sold gold, we had in one
day orders stopped for 400 cars that were or-
dered to ship grain. The sale of gold fell
like w pall upon the country, just as this last
movement has fallen. Every railroad man
knows that the whole movement from the
west is now stopped. Gold went down
in July to about 31 or 32, and my idea was
to put gold up to about 40 or 43, not
higher.

“Question—When did the September
movement begin, so0 far as vou are con-
cerned ?
