The weather indieations have been
watched with the greatest anxiety, but every
prediction or indication of a break-up has
been disap}minu'd. and  straight  for-
ward enduring cold  winds  and  snow
have tuken the place of the
usual January ead Febroary thaw, The
railronds have made a manful but nneven
battle against the elements, No sooner have
they cleared the track and golten fairly to
rinning, than ice or drifted snow blocks the
rails again, and it has been one steady, ex-
pensive fight with the elements to keep in
running epder, and cven then many of them
have been obliged to abandon trains, and to
make every kind of shift to carry their pas-
sengers, On the Pacific extension of the Bur-
lington, Cedar Rapids and Northern there
were no trains from February 24 to Febru-
ary 10th, although there were untiring ef- |
forts at opening the road.
