GOING TO MEET THE KING.

The advent of Momus, Riug{ of the Car-
nival and Monarch of all the Mummers, in-
to the royal capital of the Memphi was as
cordial and brilliant ss the most loyal ad-
mirer of his Majesty could desire, surpassing
the expectations and wishes, even, of some
of the steuit-laced nihilists, who du uot
lieve in a king, be his rule never so benificent
and lasting but for aday. Cannon boomud,
flags waved, whistles screamed, people
cheered and smnll boys howled themselves
lonarse, as the roval cavaleade was seen ap-
proaching the gates. The squadron ordered
to act as eonvey to ITis Majesty on his ap-
proach to the vity gol uuwder way at one
o'clock, and stood up the river, headed by the
flagship James Lee, tustefully dressed in
bunting from stem lo stern and from deck to
truck. The fleet was made up of the James
Loe, Osepola Balle, General Pierson and
other steamers, with the tugs Desoto and
Oriole aa tenders—the first to the flagship
and the latter o the squadron. At a point
above the Hopefield bend, Flag Officer Lee
firedd 0 gun and signaled the fleet to proceed
under slow bells, and sent his tender to mect
Roy Alphouse, the King’s herg!d, who was
seen a shourt distance up the river, coming
over the surface as nimbly and gacefully as
if promenading in the park. The boat met
him, aml a short conference was held, the re-
sult of which was that the tender proceeded
om tip the river and the avant courrier of King
Momus pursued his watery way down the
river to 15m city,

The Arrival.

At 2:30 o'clock the royal flest returned to
the landing, and at the foot of Jeffercon
street the flag-ship James Lee, Adwmiral
James Lee commanding, assisted by Caplain
Stack Lee as second officer. Then the escort
of the King, muasked and dressed in cos-
tumes and mounted on horses, received His
Serene Maujesty, formed in procession and
marched up Front to Jeflernon street, out to
Muin and down Main to thecity gates, which
Were erec at the corner of Main and
North Court streets. By this time the crowd
of people filled Main street from Madison to
Jetlerson; they occupied the grand stands,
the tops and windows of adjacent buildings,
sidewnlks and street, on the King's stand, at
the corner of West Conrt and Main strects,
The sky was clear, the air balmy, It wasa
charming southern spring alternoon, and all
nature langhed like a delighted child, The
eity gates, ndorned with Egyptiancharacters,
swung upon the Egyptian pillars, likowise
adorned, The gates were closed and loomed
out in the clear sunlight grimly,
as i to impede the advance o
the King of Misrale and his army,
who were clamoring to get possession of
the pgovernment just as are now s nume-
ber of small-beer politicians who hunger for
the lost lesh-pots of Egypt. The Ilnin and
banners on Main street fluttered in the breeze
a4 if trembling at the approach of the Mon-
arch and his forces, The Little Democrat
two-pounder gun belched forth its music all
the day long, and now that the King had in-
vaded the woil of the Taxing-District it was
fired fast and fwriously by the gunners, Cap-
tain Tom O'Sullivan, John Nelson,Chris Het-
tinger, James Monaghan Henry Staples, Mike
O'Hearn and P, Callalian, while the Kiog
und his cohorts were advancing on the gates.
Eichihorn's brass band, from Louisville, Ken-
tucky, discoursed sweet music from the
stand,

The Demand.

It was not long before the gates opened,
and a single herald from King Momus boldly
rode through the immense crowd of people
up to the grand stand, and, dismounting,
walked up the steps and appeared in the
presence of the city fathers, Dr, D.
I. Porter, John Overton, jr, Robert
Galloway and M. Burke, who were
reinforeed by City Engineer Niles Meri-
wether, John Cochran, D. P, Hadden, the
reporters of the ArpraL and Atalanche, and
a number of other good and true men. The
herald whispered to President Porter, and the
Iatter returned the whisper., It wos like the
hobnobbing of the governors of North and
South Carolina, but the herald left, mounted
his steed and rode back out the gates of the
city., [t was now known that a capitulation
had been agreed npon, aml every able-bodied
man, woman and child in the ¢ity could go
out or remain with the honors of war—with
their arms with them. A loud blast of
trumpets followed, and the Egyptian gates of
the city swung slowly open.

The Reception.

The Army of the City, under the command
of Grand-Marshal Sam Carnes, having been
skirmishing sround all the day long, now
formed -in open order to receive the new
King of Mempliis, Momus. The army was
composed of the Chickasaw Guards, thirty
strong; Bluff City Grays, twenty-eighbstrong;
Memphis Light Guards, thirty strong; Me-
Clellan Guards, eolored, thirty stroug; Mem-
phis Zouaves, colored, twenty strong, and
Hunnibal Guards, colored, twenty strong.
The Little Democrat gun thundered forth as
the gates opened wide and King Momus and
his victorious army appen and moved
down Muin street to in front of the grand
stand in the following order:

The Army of Momns,

A detachment of police, headed by Chief
Davis, his captains and sergeants,

Arnold’s band.

A squadron of masked and armed knights
mounted on horseback, in mlvance and in
the rear of His Majesty.

The grand float, or car of the King.
The ear was deawn by four horses, It was
elegantly decorated, and contained a raised
dais sarrounded by a canopy, or golden
dome. Around the dais were a number of
attendants artistically dressed, and on ele-

“vated seats sppeared King Momus and his

Queen dressed in royal robes. The Grand
Chamberlain, Count de Noses, was in attend-
ance upon His Majesty, and he assistod
him nnd the Queen to dismount, and handed
them to the stand, where were Dr., Porter
and other members of the city government.
Surreudering the Key.,

The Chamberlain addressed Dr, Porter
and demanded the key of the city, which
was gladly given up, It was a golden key
three feet in h-ngl‘.lll, wide and thick in pro-
portion, It was handed to the Chamberlain,
and then King Momus, smiling serenely, and
then addressed Dr. Porter as follows:

Lown Mavor oF MEMPHIS—Your soverelgm com-
mands your fealty and accepts your allegiance
We care not who makes your Jaws: let us be the
inugh-mnkerns of your relgn.  Our oecupation and
entree into our favorite eapital has been a contin
wous ovation. Look around and bebolid the hright
and smiling faces of our sabjocts, wosl you will see
that we relgn i thelr hesrts, sud are finnly en-
throned in their loving memories. We hope that
with our coming, after three yours of exile, we
bring health, hiappiness and an em of prosperity
o our beloved city of Mewmphis. Our faithiol
Mewphi have ealled from the felds of myth, of
story nnd of song n long-forgotien
trulition, and have clothed it In garments of
lHving thought, art and splendor, nnd will present
it to you Imbued with new life and daeelin
beauty. Good mayor, we hnve long watched wit
wrhat solieitude sud zealous care you have guarded

s brost intesests Gf our clty, snd in recoguitjon of
your seryvices, kneel, supporter, and reoelve the re-
wanl' you o rlr'hii_ merit, By the power in us
vested ax Momus, King of the Carnival, we pr-
claim and name i‘nu After the city you love and
have served so well.  Rise, Duke of Memphis,

President Porter with hat off, received the
Knighthood as the trusty blade of the King
fell upon his shoyldera, and wns handed a
parchment establishing huis right aud title to
the position wo granted, He modestly replied
that he surrendered the key of the city wil-
lingly and hoped the King of Misrule would
govern it becomingly and preserve order, Ie
welcomed the King and the people from the
surrounding country as the guests of the city,
and hoped they would enjoy themselves dur-
ing their stay in our midst.

Bestowing Orders,

King Momus then called for the following
citivens and gave them titles and patents of
l'll.ll;illl_\f Juse ns didl the Kin of' England
within the past one hundred years to their
favorites.

Cuptain Sam Carnes of the Chicks, was
dubbed the Duke of the Chickasawsa,

Captain Herbert Rhett, of the Bluff City
Grays, was made Duke of the Blufl' City,

Captain Tajbott] of the Light Goards, was
pronounced Duke of lﬂjpﬂhl‘ld.

Chief of Police Davis was nominated as
Duke of Argus.

Chief McFadden, of the fire department,
rl«:eived his credentials as Duke of Salaman-
der,

Captain Glass, of the MeClellan Guards,
was pronounced Duke of St. Clair.

Captain Brown, of the Zounves, was called
Duke of Ravonia, ;

Captain Pettibone, of the Hunnibal Guards,
was made Duke of Nonconnah,

Moue, Alionse, the aquatic duck, was pro-
nounced Duke of Coldwater.

The giving away of titles having con-
cluded, King Momus, his queen and house-
hold left the stand and took seats on the
royal car, which moved away amid a flour-
ish of trumpets, as & number of attendants
threw candy bons bons to the multitude.

The splendid pageant of the Memphi will
appear on Main street, at the corner of Po
lar, to-morrow night, and will move south-
ward on Mpin to Beale street, down Beale to
Shelby, up Shelby to the Chickassw Guards’
parade ground on the blufl, where a counter-
mach will be made amid a gorgeous display of
fireworks. The procession will then move up
shelby or Front to Union, out Union to Main,
and up Main to Adams when the mystic
Memphi will disappear, en route to the den
or cavern under the bluffs, The display on
the parade ground on the binff will be won-
derfully attractive, and should oot be missed
by any of our visitors,

THE GOLDEN FLEECE.

This theme formed one of the most popu-
lar legendary tales current among the ancient
Greeks, and was based upon the exploita both
real and imaginary, perhaps, of their re-
nowned heroes, Grecian mythology abounds
with such myths, Some sprung from the
marvelous stories told by travelers and mar-
iners; others from their wars and revolu-
tions, and others still from the allegories of
their teachers and sages. The subject of the
Golden Fleece affords an excellent scope fur
spectncular effect, and lence ita selection by
lg:c Memphi, who are hopeful that their dis-
play of 1881 will be received with the appre-
ciation so warmly expressed of the beautiful
and artistic }mgeam.a of preceding carnivals.
The story of the Golden Fleece, its appear-
ance at Colehis, and the attending circum-
stances, the expedition which waa fomed hy
the heroes of Greece for its recovery, and of
their incredible adventures, was given in the
APrEAL of Sunday and of yesterday. The
following sets forth seriatim the picturea by
living figures, by which this story is to be
set torth with the vividness alinost of reality.

The First Tablean
Presents the scene of the intended sacrifice
and the rescue of Phryxus nud Helle, The
altar has been erected and the flames kindled,
when Hermes and Nephele snatch the boy
and girl from the impending cruelty, and fix
them in place upon the back of the ram as
it tukes Hight to the east,

The Second Tablean
Exhibits the huge beech in the center of the
war god's grove and the sacred statue of
Zens.  Eites is seen in the act of fixing the
Iast fastening through the fleece into the tree
with his drawn hammer. In front of Eites
stanids a priestess at her altar, who by her
potent charms and incantations has lunlled
the serpent into harmlessness, and deprived
the hound of Brimo of motion, while its ter-
rified demon companion erouches in awe.

The first and second tableanx complete the
illustration of the {wo events that gave rise
to the poetie fiction of the Golden Fleece, and
the great voyage for its recovery at the hands
of the mighty heroes of Ancient Greeee. The
succeeding tableaux will tell of the education
of the heroes who sailed inthe Argo and of
their adveutures,

The Third Tablean
pictures the cave of Cheiron, with its cool
covering of snow and its garden of perpe-
tually blooming flowers, He stands in ghe
midst of his pupils, many of whom afterward
sailed with Jason in the Argo, In the group
are Heracles [Hercules], fEneas, Pelius,
Orpheus, Jason and others, whose famous
deeds huve been su nﬁ by poets and glorified
in history. In his hand he holds the in-
spired lyre which Orphens learned to tonch
so sweetly that it musio temed the fierce
passions of wild beasts, Cheiron is in the
act of striking the chords of his song sbout
the birth of Time, and of the heavens and
the dancing planets; and how one day Jason
would brave the treacherous ford of the
Anauros and demand the throne of Eson
from the tyrant Peliag.

‘She Faurth Tahlean
representsa scene in the palace of Peliss who
sits under & ocanopy uu]:‘pomd by columns,
scepter in haud, while Jason with uplifted
armi upbraids and demands from him the
throne of his [ather, Faon, The two daugh-
ters of Pelias at his feet on the steps, and the
king's heralds, with lances at rest, stand be-

The Fifth Tablean
representa the Argo nlled with the Argonauta
who are (o share In the dangera and honors
of the expedition. Her oars are set in their
locks, and her sail is swelled by the force of
the propitious winds, In the bow stands Ja-
son, her commander, and by his side Hera-
cles; then Theseus and Castor and Orpheuns
in their placeas near the mast. Butes, the
comeliest of men, and Polydeuces, are there;
and mt his post stabds the trusty pilot,
Tiphys.
' The Bixith Tablean
ireats of this sitack on the fheroes by the
fierceé men of the mountain, i seen
standing upon & ledge of rocks where he had
kept the vigils of his watch, and as his foes
advance he shouts them bold defiance. The
skin of the Nemean lion swings from hia
broad shoulders and his bow iabent in deadly
aim.

HOW THE OLD THING WORKS,

In response Lo the senate resclutions of the
8th and J4th instant, calling forinformation
in regard to the appointments and practical
working of the civil-service rules in the ad-
ministration of the customs service at New
York, the sccretary of the treasury to-day
transmitted to that budy an elaborate report
from Collector Merritt, acoompanied with
sundry tubles and exhibits giving the statisti-
cal details asked. In reply to the third,
fourth, fifth, sixth and seveunth paragraphs
of the first resolution (Senator Conkling's),
the collector says: “I have to state that on
account of the incrense iu the volume of
public business at this porg, the depariment,
after a careful investigation,deemed it proper
in order to meet exigencies arising there-
from, to authorize a tew porary nugrmentation
of the force employed, with the articipation
that the service of the temporary force might
not be continuously required, and the num-
ber of permanent appointments be thas kept
at a minimum. This augwentation is ex-
cepted from the ordinary operation of the
civil-service regulstions and is entrusted to
the diseretion of the collector and secretary
of the tremsury. The results from the
tmeporary increase of the force have rinply
justified this action of the department o5 a
wise meassure of cconomy.  Exhibits show
that the amount of revepue collected at New
York has inereased from about $96,000,000 to
$142,000,000 in 1580; that the steamer arriv-
als increased frow 978 o 1802, and the num-
ber of ponnds of imported goods weighed at
the port increased from about 2,115,000,000
to 5,216,000,000 pounds, while the cost per
ton of weighing the sume decreased [rom 25le
to 17c.  The collector continues: “Thissnd-
den incrense of business has been long sus-
tained, and where in any particular case
there has been a continuance of the appoint-
ment beyond the periodppecified in the civil-
service regulations it was made with the sane-
tionof the department and under a reason-
able anticipation that the services of the em-
ploys would be required but a brief period.”
Collector Merritt appends a statemens that
the percentage of the cost of collecting the
revenue during two and n half years of his
administration has been 516-1000 of one
psr cent.  General Arthur's assurance
that tenure and promotion depended solely
upon their own persunal smerit and charae-
ter, and not upon ulterior considerations or
influences, hus had a happy effect not only
upon these nppeintess, but also upon the
foroe generally.

CUNGRESS CONDENSED,

bill. The bill was finally passed—yens, 189,
nu{-, 38,

Mr. Blackburn presented the conference
report of the postoffice appropriation bill.

The Republicans called for the reading of
bills iutroduced for the purpose, presuma-
bly, of postponing the consideration of the
funding bill, which is expected to be called
up.
