When Iarre quantities of bitumin-
ous coal are consumed, the sooty vapor roll-

ing out of the hnge chimneys settles over a
city and excludes the light of the aun; and
not only (this, but it showers the dust,
soot and ashes accompanying it, down upon
residences, and in through windows upon

curtains, c'arpeta, furniture, in fact every-

thing that the tidy housekeeper Beeka to keep
clean.' Besides this great inconvenience, it
is detrimental to health, for impregnating

.the air with sulphurous vapors, our lungs
are its receptacle, and consequently an in-

jurious effect is produced. Mr. Orvis's in

It not only consumes the smoke, but induces
complete combustion of the smoke and gas.
It consists of pipes through which jets
of Heam and air are forced over the
surface of the burning fuel, and is at
tached to the front of the boiler.

have produced no injurious results. It is
great economizer of, fuel, and in the saving
thus secured will pay for itself in three to
bix months. It has been demonstrated by
experiments, conducted by the assistance of
competent engineers, that the saving of fuel
by this apparatus ranges from 7 J to 30 per
cent., according to the character of the fur
tiaco and the quality of the fuel unetl.' 'It also
increases the capacity of the boiler for pro
ducing steam, while rcqniriug less fuel, and
in this way a great saving is made. But its

It
seeuis a useless task to produce facts to prove the'
vast superiority oi the south overall other locali-
ties for cottou-inllls- . It is like piling l'elion upon
Osia,or carrying coal to Newcastle, to attempt to
adduce facts for such a purpose, so numerous and
weighty aud conspicuous are those already before
the public.

The Alabama legislature has struck the
key-no- te to the prosperity of the sonth.
"Whenever the factories are brought to the
cotton, instead of the cotton being transported
to the factories, the cotton producers will be-

come the richest people on the face of the
earth, fcr then the manufactured goods will
be sent to market instead of the raw mate-

rial. The financial condition of Tennessee
precludes the possibility of the legislature now

in session giving that a'uL to the establish
ment of the Clement attachment which was
formerly extended to railroad projects. But
the legislature can eacourage all enterprises
of this kind without any coxt to the State by
exempting from taxation for ten years all
capital invented in the construction of cotton
factories. The present iuiquitous and unjust
tariff is sustained by both partiesof the north,
because it builds and protects their various
manufacturing establishments, and any in
dnccmont offered by the legislature of Ten-

nessee for the encouragement of cotton nianu
facturing .promotes . the prosperity of the
State. To show what will be gained by the
construction of cotton factories in the south,
we call the attention of the southern people
to a recent letter of Dr. Bussey, president of

the Eagle and Fhrenix mills, of Columbus,
Georgia, whose profits last year were two
hundred and fifty thousand dollars, on an in
vestment of less than ten millions of. dollars.
Dr. Bussey says:

"In tsso our new mill consumed 3,fi0O,00U pounds
of cotton. The cost for all labor, from cotton In
the bale to yaru ready for shipment, with avoragu
number of rani. No, 16. was 1.07 per pound.
The cost of shipping this yum from ColuinOns to
t'htladclphla is iifty cents per luo itouuds, or half a
t:eut K'ppouud, We could, therefore, lay this yarn
down at 1 ,JS7 cents per pound not
figuring cost for waste in manufacturing, or gener
al lucKicniat expenses, wnicn uouiu ue about tne
suuie tMtli north aud south. It costs l.'.Hi cents per

to lay iwHiii uouuiu ioreu, rromIiuunu than the cotton costs us at our mills.
Figures are very wtuiple to show lhaton this cost of
manufacturing the euLlru product of our new mill
.'itiild lie made into yam and placed in I'hiladcl- -

lhia rcadv for sale for Sir,ooo less than the raw cot-
ton would cost at a mill in Lowell before It Ls com-
menced to be manufactured. 1 will not enter into
an argument to answer ataleiuents made by north
rn professional writers who decry our advantages.
No argnuiout is to sustain established
facts, as those are. You wish to know
ilia condition ot our operatives now and
previous to employment. Our operatives
are all native white. Iteioru our mills employed
them they were either without employment, or
their laiKir was jn coiupcutiou. witn tne oiner

thecouiitry. This was the general comli-
tiou, with only special exceptions. About of
our operative are females, and without emplov
metit in the mills there are few places oimui to
them. They gladly avail themselves of opportuni-
ties given for eiuplovweat in the milts, and the
supply Is very abundant. If our mills employed
nonO instead of 1SO0 hands, there would be no diffi
culty to secure them. No effort is necessary to

them to work. TJiey ttock toournjilU when-
ever they are wanted. They arc intelligent aud
very ururielent. and more desirahlo than the aver- -

in both New ami old England, are unknown
iicre ana win long remain so." .

Many of the leading southern cities are
preparing to engage in the manufacture of
cotton goods, as the figures show that the
profits of the cotton factories in 1879 ranged
from eighteen to twenty-si- x per cent. In
South Carolina, the whole of the capital in
vested in manufactures is, by the State law,
exempt from State, county and municipal
taxation for ten years. The Charleston --Vies
and Courier, in discussing the new factory
about to be established in that city, says that,
"at a low estimate, the value of cotton is
doubled by the conversion into yarns. We
will assume that the Charleston Manufactur
ing company will consume 10,000 bales of
cotton, of 400 pounds each, in a year. This
will cost, at ten cents a pound, $400,000.

' When converted into yarns it will be worth
$800,000. The difference, $400,000, will be
earned and distributed in Charleston. Every
dollar of it, live what may be paid for
chemicals and materials that ciunot be
procured here, will be disbursed in Charles-
ton in wages and dividends. It is evident that
the building of half-a-doz- cotton factories
would revolutionize Charleston. Two or
three million dollars additional poured an
nually into the pockets of the shopkeepers
and tradespeople would make them think
that the commercial millenium had come,

In a two-fol- d sense, then, the Charleston
Manufacturing company is entitled to sup
port. For the stockholders it will earn
money. To the city it will give the life and
vigor which nothing short of manufactures
will assure us. When this piouecr company4
shall have made a good start, other compa-
nies will speedily follow, but they who are
first in the field will, of course, reap the ear-

liest profit"

Nature was most kind to Memphis yester
day. The weather was propitious, the sky
bright, the atmosphere clear and healthful,
aud the sun made himself felt pleasantly.
The streets were in good order, everything
considered, and the people were in the most
jovous mood and happy humor. At an ear
ly hour the crowd began to gather on the
nrinciDal streets, and by 9 o'clock a multi- -

tude of pleasure seekers might have been

seen on Main and the adjacent streets, lhe
railroad trains aud steamboats arriving late

on Monday night and early yesterday morn
ing brought in thousands of visitors addition-
al to those already here. The weather was
delightful and exhilarating a sunny south
spring time and nature smiling all over.
By 10 o'clock the maskers began 'to appear

on the streets. The omnipresent boy of the
period, armed with a tin whistle or a penny
trumpet, blew horrid blasts of music in the
ears of the pedestrians as they plunged through

the dense crowds of jieople. The juveniles of

Memphis are on such occasions irrepressible,
are genuine enfant lerriltle if not enants perdu.
In the history of many Memphis carnivals
never did so larre a crowd appear or as
many visitors from ereat distances. It would
be difficult to estimate the number of visit

ors, but probably 20,000 would come near to

the mark. The very pinall police force had
to do extra duly in order to clear sidewalks
and streets so that people could move on
From Union far up to Admus street, a d
tance of five squares on Main street, the peo
ple packed closely, rendering It almost im

possible to advance forward or backward

Court square and the adjacent stands were
crowded with people, all enjoying themselves
beneath the shades of the magnolia
and other southern trees. The number
of masoueraders on the streets was
ential to that of last! Mardi Gras, and
the costuming quite as varied. The acting
was even more constant and livetv, because
of the weather, which prevented weariness
of hotly and limb, and invited exercise.
Nearly every masker was in comic attire,
ridiculously interesting: and The source
much laughter. Untamed apes'jumped abou
and upon the shoulders of pedestrians, niak
ing grimaces and indulging in the most
ludicrous pranks. A girl, dressed in a suit
of quilted cornshucks, was the object of very
general attention, while " a huge negress
weighing 357 pounds, was escorted by two
comic men in fantastic attire. Half a dozen
Indian wVriors made the little girls some
what afraid, and the old ladies nervous. An
opera-bouf- e girl, in regular stage costume,
gave an exhibition of her agility by kicking
off the hats of several wondering country
men. Many of the colored people were en

coilume, and could hardly be distinguished
from the white people. Clowns were innu
merable, all being active and sportive, and
their make-u- p equal to the character repre
sented. Not a few dominoes were out, while
all along the streets were cambric-robe- d

persons, representing a variety of comic char
acters. The "Jack of Hearts" was in appro
priate dress, and by tar more popular tha
the "Kirn; of Diamonds," who was a careless,
independent fellow, ami by no means dest
lute of impudence. A couple of mounted
countrymen created a ixxl deal of merriment
by their clownish talk and absurd conduct.
They rode bareback, and bet that their ant
inals would not kick nuless inspired by ayel
low-iack- et s nest, .but we might go on,
infinitum, were we to attempt a description, or
even designation of all that was represented
by the masqueraders yesterday. Owing to
the dense crowd ot people along the streets.
tnere were comparatively tew mounted mas
queraders. Those who rode horses were,
however, not out ot place. 1 he street mas
nuerailinE incident to Mardi Gras is natural
ly on the comic order, lor instead ot elegant
and handsome costumes, the people in searc
of unrestrained tor adopted conve
nient suits that would not ' be soiled
by the dust or mud, or
coming in contact with the rabble. We were
especially impressed with the amusing man
ner in which the characters ot nivlhotoerv
were represented. Jupiter, all clad in dark
clouds of the heavens, rattled his thunder
bolts and joked with Venus, ignoring Juno's
presence.

Much as the sunshine and the sights and
shows of the day had been enjoyed, the ad-

vent of nigtt and the entrance of the grand
pageant of the Meniphi was ardently longed
for. As darkness came on the crowd on
Main street increased. The windows, the
tops of the awnings, to which, in many- - in
stances, support had been given beneath, the
stands erected in front of the banks and other
places, and the grand stabd at Court square,
were all crowded. Every place of vantage
had its tenant and the sidewalks were
crowded with pedestrians, the center of the
street being kept clear for the procession"

The street lamps were at length lighted, and
night was fully set in, when every face was
turned in the direction of Poplar street,
whence the procession was to debouch'into
Main street. The Meniphi never disappoint,
their movements are as regular and methodi
cal as they are mysterious; but, although
there was no delay from the accustomed time
and order, the eagerness of the vast
multitude was fast verging toward
impatience when, at length, the wel
come shout was heard, "They are
coming I" The sound ot music and the
appearance of rainbow hues of vivid light
abave the housetops, told that the news was
true. Seats were taken by those , who had
them, and the ladieB threw aside their vails
to be ready to feast their eyes with the ap
proaching scene. On the pavement street
lamps aud awning posts were lovingly clung
to, and every place that offered a better op
portunity than another for sewing, was eager
ly seized upon. Now the lights came nearer;
so numerous, so vivid, and so beautiful were
they in color, that the whole scene was like
an enchanted spot. Every surrounding ob
ject became transformed. Here was Alad
din's palace, built by the hands of wonderful
genii, not in a night but in a moment. The

red, blue, green and purple glow irradiated
everything. The window panes became im
mense topates, emeralds and other glittering
jewels; the house fronts were glorified struc
tures, like the scene the dreaming Bunyan
beheld from the delectable mountains. The
railings, trees, and the very chimney tops
underwent " a change, into something

new and Btrange, as those gieamings oi
lights and colored fires and calcium gleams
cast their iridescent splendor on the scene-

Cheers loud and prolonged greeted the ad
vancing procession, and gave a volume of
sound that mingled with the music of the
many instruments attached to the great pa-

geant. As the first car came on the cheers
would cease, and in almost breathless silence
the tableaux were gazed upon, now and then
au exclamation of delight breaking forth

from some spectator whose enthusiasm was
too great to be subdued. We now proceed
to describe the tableaux in the order of their
anoroach. and do so in the present tenso,
just as they presented themselves to the spec
tators.

THE UOLBM' FLEECE.

Tableau I. Phryxus and Helle.
On Sunday the Appeal published the

classic story of the Golden Fleece, which
forms the subject of the tableaux exhibited
this year by the Memphi. It will not,
therefore, be necessary for us,
the tableaux, to do more than recall such
portions of it as are required to make the de
signs of the respective tableaux understood.
Ino, wife of Athanas, king of Breotia, found,
as stepmothers so olten do, ine iwo children
of a former wife in her way, and she cor
rupted the sacred oracle, which at her desire
declared that they must be sacrificed to stop
a plague that was raging. When on the
noint of being placed on the altar divine aid
saved them, and placed them on the back of

ram whose fleece shone like burnished
gold. This creature has the power of cleav
mg the air like the lightning's flash, and it
carried away the two innocents through the
the fields ot space, awav iroui danger aud a
cruel death." The tableau shows Nephele,
the mother of the little ones, and Hermes,
who gives hi aid. Nephele, anxious for the
threatened lives of her little ones, is standing
before the sacrificial altar upon which they
had been doomed to die. Arrayed in her
Grecian robes, the veil falling over her
shoulders, her arms stretched towards her lit-

tle ones, stands the graceful mother of those
far-awa-y times, her countenance, even
in its grief, radiant with the beaming full
ncss of that mother-lov- e which is the same
in all aes and in every clime. The pose of
of the figure, expressive of grief at parting
with the loved ones and ot toy at tlieir deliv
erance, is striking, aud gains on the attunsion
the more it is contemplated. On the other
side the altar stauds the hero of many aclass- -
ic story. Hermes, with the well-know- n em
blem ancient sculpture has made so familiar,
in his hand. He is reachly robed, and wears
on his Head the wingea neimei. jieiween
them rolls up from the altar the smoke of
the fire whose cruel flame had been intended
to destroy the tender limbs of the persecuted
children who have just escaped by the kind-
ly aid of clement Hermes. Rising beyond
the scattered bushes, whose loliagc varies
the scene, float in imposing masses the clouds
of the empyrean vault, not black and lower-
ing, but vivid with the play of light which is
reflected in the soft royal tints of the grand
purple which sometimes reveal itself under
the influence ot the suns slanting rays.
Every cloud is tinped with golden splendor,
throwing brilliant reflections ou a deed of
mercy yielded by supernatural power to the
prayer of an agonized mother. Beyond the
glorious clouds, and where Uiey are beyond
the beyond the vengeful Ino's hate, appear
the babes Bafely careering through the
realms of air on the back of the ram with
the golden fleece. The figure of the animal
is a study modeled iu beauteous propor
tions; the attribute of lightness, the agile
climbing through the upper air, the swift
space-devouri- night ot the creature wtio is
conveying the babes from a cruel death, is
wonderfully expressed. The whole is a
delicious vision the mother and her super-
human friend, the smoking altar, the gor-

geous clouds, and that noble animal, soaring
on his mighty way through the viewless
fields of the upper air.

Tableau II. Aeltes.
The second tableau is in sharp contrast with

the ascending smoke, the gossamer clouds,
and the agile figure of the soaring ram in the
last. The ram has performed its grateful
office, and borne on its back Phryxus is safe
at the court ot J.ites, where an oracle orders
him to sacrifice to the gods the animal on
whose friendly shoulders he had escaped a
fiery death. Its golden fleece was committed
by the celestial command to the keeping of
King iteites, who, for its safety, nailed it
upon a venerable beech within a sacred wood,
where, until then, mortal foot had never trod.
The second tableau represents the nailing up
of the golden fleece. It was a deed requiring
courage and supernatural aid, for fearful
creatures guarded the spot where grew the
aged tree. The tableau shows us the interior
of the fearful wood. The uneven surface is
covered with weeds and herbs and tangled
shrubs. The stems of the trees rise from the
soil covered with dark foliage that adds
gloom to the horrors that meet the eye at
every turn. The savage dogs of the witch- -
huntress Brimo are seen guarding the spot
with relentless hate for every intruder.
Their eyes are bloodshot: their teeth
are fangs ready to devour any who should
have the hardihood to approach. Then ap-
pear the monstrous convolutions of the im
mense serpents whom the witch has endowed
with horrors only less fearful than the terri
ble power which makes hopeless the fate of
any victim that may be within reach of
those fell and cruel jaws. Yet we see the
faithful king courageously affixing the golden
fleece to the tree destined by the gods for its
reception, but restricted by malignant powers
from all human approach. 'ar by is seen
a statue of the unmortal.Ares, Panoplied in
armor. Bhield and spear in hand, and crowned
with a massive helmet, the statue of the war
rior-go- d fits well the solemn surroundings of
the dark and eloomr woods.. Br a tripod.
from whose golden bowl rises the smoke of
burning charms and powerful philters,
stands the priestess, who is concocting them,
Br the potent influences she thus commands,
bv the ' magic spells she sways with subtle
power, by the resistless art of her er

ful incantations, the terrible dogs are lor the
time being rendered powerless. The might
of the demon serpent is subdued, his flashing
eyes are at rest, the contortions of his vast, trail
ing form are quieted, and under these dread
influences the king discharge the duty laid
upou him Dy the gods. iliis realiza-
tion of a strange creation of olden supersti
tion lends a vivid idea to the descriptions

The third tableau is again one of nature's
ild scenes rocks. waterfalls, mosses - and

the spare foliage of a harsh and ftony land
Jfnryxus, who was saved on me nacx oi ine
ram with the golden fleece, found a refuge in
this land, lolchis. --nson, wno was nis cous-
in, hud been king of lolchis, his throne was
usuriied by Peliaa, his step-broth- and the
rule of the usurper was as evil as that of
JEaon had been good. The latter found,
with his son Jason, refuge in Mount Pelion,
in the cave oi Cheiron a Centaur that is, be
had the body of a horse and the head and
trunk and arms of a man. He was a kindly
being, and was the wisest of all creatures be
neath the sky. Here in bis cave, amid na-

ture's deepest wilds, he taught music, the
sciences, medicine at--d the arts of peace and
war to the sons oi the Greek ncroes. And
here he took the voung Jason and trained
him to manhood, imbuing his soul with wis-

dom and the love and practice of virtue. The
tableau shows the reeky dwelling ot the cen-
taur; rocks piled upon rocks, ami struggling
bushes growing in the crannies. Tokens of the
chase, weapons of war, a fire of sticks upon
the ground, water trickling from the
crags sparkle and glisten in the light of the
name. The whofe scene is ruae ana primi
tive and gives a lively idea oi an era in
human existence that has aroused the ex
pression of the sublimest utterances of poetic
Fervor that ever fell from the inspired sources
of penins. Beneath arching rocks is seen the
strange but venerable figure of the Centaur,
lvre in hand, who la instructing a young
neuphvtc in those deep mvstenesof what was
even then the lore oi ages iar oacs in noary
nntiuuitv. and the secret of which is under
stood to be preserved by the. rnysteriou
Memnhi. whose knowledge came direel
through the traditions ot Egypt and Phoe
nicia, from which Greece herself drew the
lessons that has made tier people the wonder
of all succeeding centuries, lieside the Cen-

taur a warrior is on the watch, spear in hand,
Beside the lire some young pupi are enjoy
ing repose from their studies.

Tableau IV. I ason and lellas.
In the fourth tableau we get back again to

civilized scenes of grandeur and elegance
we stand in the presence of the court ot the
usurper, Pelias. Jason, whose father was
awaiting better days in retirement, prudently
bending to the storm, was destined to great
deeds. His training completed, he stood be-

fore his preceptor ready "to dare and to do."
He received bis instructions to stand alone
before the tvrant and, relying dimply upon
the majesty of right, to demaud the restor
ation of the throne of Iolchus to bis father.
its rightful occupant. His first task was to
cross the treacherous river Amarus. Th
feat, formidable in itself, was doubled in dif
ficulty and danger because ttie generous
vnuth listened to the piteous pleadings of
poor old woman, wno linpioreu nun to carry
her across in his strong arms. Well was the
nious deed rewarded, for that old woman
was no other that Juno, the wife of Zeus,
who thus nut his noble qualities to the test,
and who, henceforward, was bis friend and
his mightv protector. The land gained
the youth hastened to the palace
and, aloue and unsupported, challenged
audience of his enemy and boldly called upon
him to leave the throne he had usurped
The resolution of the young hero made the
wilv king quake with alarm. He saw that
harshness and threats would be of no avail,
that cunning must be resorted to, so that de-

feat might be at least procrastinated if not
wholly staved off'. He atiected repentance;
he was anxious to do justice, but before a
final settlement would his generous opponent
deliver him from a trouble that was agoniz
ing his bosom? For several years, at various
intervals, the shade of Phryxus, their mutual
kinsman, had called upon him b bring back
the golden fleece from Colchis. Would Jason
undertake the sacred task.' then gladly
would be lay aside the cares of state, and be
yond this would give one of his beauteous
daughters to the hero whoshould accomplish
so splendid a deed. lhe tourtu tauieau rep-

resents the sceneof the interview of Jason
with his father's enemy. King Pelias is
seated upon a gorgeous throne placed between
the .three graceful pillars of tme of those
beautiful triangular structures whose harmo-
nious proportions are one of the leg-

acies with which Greek art en
dowed the world. Three fishes, rich
in their golden hues, ornament the
top of the superstructure. The azure
ceiling is richly ornamented, and beautiful
sculptured designs decorate the whole exte-
rior. The structure is ascended by marble
steps, on each side of which are magnificent
displays of architectural outlines and elegant
work in gold, shading and sculpture. Each
flank of the Bteps has a pedestal, upon each
of which appears the statue oi a warrior
wearing his helmtt; he is clothed in mail,
his shield at rest, his spear in his right hand.
King Pelias is gorgeously arrayed; all the
devices of the Greek costumer's art are lav-

ished upon his magnificent apparel. The
jewels, the flowing raiment, the magnificent
coiffure, the scepter blazing with gems, all give
a vivid realization of those displays of mag-
nificence of which Homer loved to sing, and
which give animation to the pages of ancient
annals. Seated below the king, on his right
aud on his left, are his two beauteous daugh-
ters, "fair as the dawn, glorious as the sun in
his strength, fascinating as the clouds at even,
w hen the glory of the setti ng orb renders them
dazzling with supernal hues, and bathes them
in the celestial glow of heaven s soft reful-
gence." The costuming of the fair princesses
no pen we wield can give an idea of. Grace
of outline, flowing folds, the clr-si- grace of
Greece combined with almost orient splendor
of jewels that flash and dazzle with the
changing light, are all combined in this dis-

play of womanly elegance adorned in amag-uilicen-

that is bewildering to gaze upon,
the sight and touching the emotions

most accessible to the influences of beauty
and of grace. And yet, spite of all the mag-
nificence, spite of all the winning accessories
to this glorious scene, there is one figure that
attracts more than all the rest. It is that of
the young Jason, standing unattended and
aloue in the m;dst of the surrounding splen-
dor, boldly demanding justice ior bis exiled
sire. There is a simple nobleneis in the fig-

ure of Jason, that wins sympathy and ap-

peals to the higher instincts of our nature.
Nothing could be imagined more effective,
more thrilling than this sight of valor, truth
and right, uudauntingly facing hypocrisy, and
falsehood. There is one accessory to this very
striking tableau we must not omit to men-
tion. At the rear of the throne
aretbe full-leng- statues of two mettled
coursers, each attended by the offices having
him in charge. These statues are models of
equine grace and strength. None "who love
beauty of form and the display of animal
grace can contemplate them w ithout admir
ation. One is impatiently pawing the ground,
its flowing mane tossed in graceful lines; the
other is stepping forward wit.i a lrec play
of the limbs, and of thenoitrils,
that are full of life and vigor.

Tableau V The Arconaullka.
If the last scene overtasked our pow

ers ol description, we can only aespair
ot ours being able toot any ability

impart even a feeble notion of
the one now before us. Fortunate were they
that beheld it they will not soon forget this
triumph of art, this specimen of what the
Memphi can accomplish. It is tUe vessel
Argo, in which the heroes of the Golden
Fleece made their adventurous journey.
When Pelias proposed the project to Jason,
its brilliance caught the ardor ot his im
petuous spirit, and he accepted with joy and
enterprise what the tyrant hoped would prove
his ruin, and he sent heralds abroad, calling
iu the aid of martial souls tor the great
achievement. The Minyai, the people of
Phryxus aud Helli, and fellow students of
Jason, ardently enlisted in the undertaking.
Heracles ( Hercules). Orpheus, Castor and
Polydeuces (Pollux), and other great heroes

to build a galley for the voyage, and thev
constructed a vessel of a sizo the seas had
never borne before. In honor of her builder,
it was named Argo, and the student of as
tronomy sees it among the constellations,
where it was placed when its wondrous task
waB done, this, the huh tableau, represents
tbe mighty galley; and every spectator who
gazed upon it last nigui was strucs wun
wonder and admiratioti. The vessel is o
great length, and has eight oars on each
fide. Each oar is of silver, inlaid with a
rich design in crimson coral. Above each
oar is a magnificently wrought shield of
crimson and gold, with the sua in the center.
from which crimson names ascend towar.
cverv point oi tne circumierence. ine
Bides ot the hull are inlaid with glowing
gold and mcrusted with a thousand fanciful
designsjMedusa's head appears at the prow,
on each bow a serpent, and along the entire
visible hull the attention is caught by fig
ures, scroll work, foliage nnd interwoven
lines. The ornamentation of the stern is
very rich, and the designs more elegant and
less fantastical. From the bow rises the
bosom, neck and head of an immense bud,
the plumage glowing and scintilating
with the gorgeous hues of the pea-
cock and the - mocking bird. At-

tached to this is a graceful branch from
the holly oak of Mount Olvmpus, which, on
occasion, utters oracles. From the stern
towers aloft the tail of a fish, as gorgeous in
its adornings as the bird's head at
the prow. In compartments are scroll work
and graceful designs,and the whole is gorgeous
with the transcendent splendors of the sea, its
sapphire flashes, emerald splendors, and all
the brilliancy of the spray flashing in the
sunlight, A mast of blue is surmounted by
a red pennon aud streamers of many brilliant
hues. The silken Bail is banded with lines
of pale gold and, as It belliesout to the breete,
the sheen of the silken textures, the glow of
the gold, and the vivid hues of streamers that
rustle at the end of each yirrd-ar- have a
gorgeous ett'ect, voluptuous and fascinating
beyond description. The vewel is crowded
with the figures of heroes renowned in classic
story. At the bow stands the young com-

mander, Jason, the mighty Hercules by his
side,and others are seated in the mizzen, while
ntlior atill nn tnrrpinp at the rones: and
eravelv attendant to his important functions,
Tiphys, the pilot, unrivaled in knowledge of

, i i i i i.seas ana winds ana niuuen euoais anu rovas.

Tableau VI Heracles.
Thu tableau brmcs us back to. nature in

her Havage moods; bare and inhospitable
rocks confront us contrasting harshly witn
the Hcunes of loveliness and splendor we hare
been contemplating. The Argo and iu heroes
passed orer the Bean, skirting many upotH dear
to classic story. Kuacliins the sea of Mar-
mora, they lauded iu (lie dominions ol the
king ol the JjuUaiis. That monarch, who,

ike many of his visitors.' had been a pupil of
Cheiron, received them with an hospitable
feast and bountifully replenished their Btorts.
At night the warriors, on retiring trom tne
banquet, slept behind the rocks, leaving
Heracles upon the watch. Among the moun-
tains above them dwelt a savage race, who,
expecting a rich booty, descended in the
night with their rude weapons to massacre
the Bleeping men, relying on the formidable
strength with which they were endowed.
Heracles watched their descent, and met them
with such a rain of surely-aime- d ar-
rows that none of them escaped their
well-merit- punishment. The tableau
represents the scene of this Btrange conflict.
lhe wild, rocky shore is before us, beaten
nrjon bv the restless waves and lookinr out
on the broad waters. In the lee of the rug
ged masses of rock the Greeks lie buried in

Erofound sleep. Above them, where the
angular crags afford defense

against approach, stands the indomitable
Heracles. On his shoulders is the skin of
the Nemcan lion, in his hands the formidable
bow with, which he is doing rapid execution
upon the barbarous creatures that are ad-

vancing to complete tlieir work of slaughter
and plunder. Dressed in skins, brawny,
fierce and courageous; wielding in their
might young trees plucked fsom the forest
as their weapons, they come on fearlessly,
only to meet with death; for who can fight
against ine gons r inis tuuieau ih a power-
ful picture of sterile nature, her granite foun
dations exposed in wild disorder. The sav
age mountaineers well match ine scene; lite
it. thev are pictures of rude strength and un
cultivated brutishness. The forms of the
sleeping Greeks, and the noble figure of the
courageous Heracles, form a striking con
trast to their surroundings anu to tne savage-ne- ss

of their ferocious assailants.

Tableau VII Hylas.
The seventh tableau is a most attractive

one, but in a pecu'iar way, offering an en-

tire change from anything in the preceding
tableaux, and a strange mingling of natural
objects that delight the eve with their forms
and colors, and of wondrous monsters, dis-

torted aquatic forms, pigmy creatures of fan-
tastic figure, saurians aud lizards, shapes
more incongruous than geological search has
discovered or deep-se- a dredging revealed.
Leaving the scene of conflict, the Argo and its
freight passed alons the Mysian shore and
onward many a league, until the keel grated
upon the sands of an Asiatic beach. In
strong contrast ir last stopping-plac- e,

here all is beauty and loveliness. The
velvety sward is rich with flowers of a thou-
sand hues, and soft breezes whisper among
the foliage of fair woods and perfumed bow-

ers. But beneath the beauty lies a snare.
The oracular branch at the bow of
the Argo warns the heroes that
the shore abounded in dangers from
which only vigilance and prudence
could save them. As the vessel was out of
fresh water the dangers must be faced, and all
engaged in search of a spring whence the
necessary supply could be obtained ana tne
vovage resumed. Among the company was
a youth oi unrivaled beauty, Hylas, afollow-e- r

of Heracles, who had for him a warm af-

fection. The fair-haire- d boy became sepa-
rated from the others, unnoticed, and alter
wanlcring far into the lovely grove he
came to a fountain whose clear waters shot
up into she sunlight, its spray a mist of
sparkling gems; iu fall a music that en-

chanted the ear; a Gpot of elysiau charm, a

precious nook of nature's own formation, en-

riched with fascinations too great for the
young Hylas to resist. He sat down incau-

tious, to contemplate the entrancing sight;
prudence and the warning of the oracle were
forgotten. Falling asleep from the lullaby
of the waters, his own beauty proved no less

entrancing to the nymph of the fountain who

with her attendants, came up at this inaus-
picious moment. Intoxicated with the
charms before her, she had him conveyed
sleeping to her coral car, and
conducted him to the great and
wondrou.-- ; cavern in which she dwelt
beneath the azure waves. Nevermore was

the beauteous youth seen on the greensward,
and nevermore did his voice mingle in the
councils of the heroes. Crazed with grief,
Heracles entered the forest in search of him,
and his aid was lost in the search for the
golden fleece. The tableau is a view of the
cave of the queen of the fountain, a bewitch-

ing sene which will dwell in the memories of

those who gazed upon it with Buch delight.
The grotto is of coral, whose fantastic wind-

ings form the slender columns and the spark-lin-

root The waters are all around, and
the play of light in
thrnin'h its lucent

rainbow glory trJiwtransparency,
weird, vet how glorious is every scintillation.
every varying hue, every jet of color. In a
shell of pearly corriiBcatious reclines the
sleeping youth. On each side carols a
dolphin, each bearing upon his back, one the
queen of the fountain, the other her favorite
nymph. Other nymphs are sporting on the
backs of other marine creatures; around,
and on the sandy floor, are endless polypi,
conches, shells of beauteous forms and pris
matic reflections; sea plants oi graceiui
forms aud wondrous colors, and sea creatures
of strange make and curious motion. A
rich, varied, fascinating tableau is that of the
queen of the fountain.

. Tableau VIII. Colchis.
leaving behind the Ioat Hylas and the

crazed Ileycles, the Argo Bailed on by the
iioaptiorus, and ner passengers met wun
many adventures and some misfortunes, and
escaped dangers from the Harpies, the clgft
rocks, and other threatened calamities, los-

ing, by various casualties, their faithful pilot
and some others of their cherished compan-
ions. At length they reached the Colchian
shore, where King Eitcs was f earfully agi-

tated by their arrival, for a portent had in-

dicated coming trouble. In great state he
went down to the shore to receive his visi-
tors, who declared the object of the expedi
tion, and demanded tne goiuen neece, oi
which they had come in search. The tab-

leau represents the reception of the Greeks
by the Colchian king. It is one of the most
picturesque in the whole group, and doe
infinite credit to the designer. A residence
of antique form, with quaint towers and su
perincumbent roois, rises irom ine lounge iu
which it is imbedded. Walls, doors, win
dows, all have an impress upon them marked
with the signs of other days, and other archi-
tectural designs than any with which we are
at present acquainted. In front of the
building is a splendid car, glitter
ing with gold and crowded with
rich ornaments, the very wheels being of
precious metal. It is drawn by two superb
horses richly caparisoned, the reins of scar
let and gold. Within the car stands the
king, who is most magnificently appareled;
gorgeous colors, rich stuffs of velvet, the
sheen of costly silk, and the flash of glowing
jewels all set off appropriately his state and
dignity. By his side stands a high court of
ficial who hofds a gorgeous parasol over tne
head of the king; in the 'rear are his two
daughters arrayed in magnificent robes. Be

fore this car oi state stanos jason wun nis
companions Glaucus, Liaocoon ana laiaus,
wearing their helmets and carrying tneir
weapons. Jason stands forward claiming
from King .Kites the golden fleece. For pic-

turesque beauty, splendor of costume, and
the exquisite grouping of the personages this

blvau had no superior.

Tableau IX -- Medea.
Ou hearing the bold demand of Jason, the

king, though indignant, resjs?ctfully in
formed him of the dangers to be fa,ced in
contravening tbe behests of the gods. The
fleece was guarded by the terrible dogs of
Brimo and the awful serpent mat no man
could brave and live, lhe brazen-loote- d

bulls of the grove of Ares must be tamed and
harnessed, that, with them, ground might be
plowed in which the dragon's teeth must be
sowed; that from those teeth armed warriors
would arise; that every man of them must be
slain or they would slay those who had
aroHsed them. After all that, the Bleepless
watchers around the fleeco must be encoun-
tered and overcome. Nothing daunted, Jason
and his companions announced their in-

tention to undertake the task. Struck with
the noble courage of Jason, Medea, the king's
daughter, present at the interview, surren-
dered to luiu her whole heart, burning with
admiration. She was a sorceress of uncom-
mon power, and she placed her skill at his
service, or vain would have been all he and
his companions could have done. The tab-
leau represents Medea in the actjof preparing
those potent spells by which the pow
ers arrayed against ' Jason are to be
overcome. The awful scene of the incanta-
tion, the ominous Burroundings of the magic
art, the fatal implements and dread attend-
ants of the dark rites of pagan supernatural-is- m

are here bared to public gaze. The scene
is one of unmitigated horror, relieved only by
the presence of the bewitching Medea, the
beautiful sorceress, who is sounding the
depths of her utmost skill, that, by her super-
nal art, he whom she loves may come oil vic-

tor in a fearful trial with the dark powers
that are foes to all that is noble and good.
In the foreground hovers far above what is
passing beneath the awful skeleton of one
of those gigantic creatures that roamed upon
this sphere "in those burly days when
earth was young;" its grinning jaws project
forward as if in search ot what to devour.
On the ground, and leaning on the structures
and materials grouped around, are skeletons
of monsters and abortions of nature, bones
and skulls and other frightful remnants of
animal and human life, lhe living creatures,
always excepting the graceful Medea, are
more" frightful still. Two immense dragons,
slaves of the enchantress, stretch out
their phantom wings, and breathe from their
opened mouths, in which are tongues of
glittering flame, the poisonous fumes of

sacre.

their evil nature, distorted, twisted, green
and horrible, these creatures haunt the mem-
ory like a nightmare. Under a canopy
formed cf bones and skulls, and supported
by skeleton forms, sits in awful state the
genius of the necromantic art, as the presid-
ing power. In gloomy state he sits, flame as-

cending from his scepter and tire glowing
above his crown; regal he k. but terrible in
every aspect. A huge oauluron U seen rest-

ing upon roaring flames that heat its con-

tents, whose steam mingles with the rising
smoke and obscures the lovely figure of'the
powerful enchantress, who wields her wand
and mutters fearful spells as she casts new in-

gredients into the seething vessel, the contents
of which are to yield the supernal aid with-
out which all Jason aud his brave compan-
ions can do will be unavailing.

Tableau X Tbe Bulls or Colebls.
It was not without consternation the com-

panions of Jason learned how iearful was
the task before them, hut they resolved to
persevere. Metlea obtained an interview
with Jason, and instructed him in what he
had to do. She gave htm a philter con-

cocted from the wondrous ice plant that
grows where Prometheus was chained to the
rock; anoiuted, with that he would have
the strength of seven nieu and he Unassail-

able by weapon or fire, and through it he
would subdue the mighty hulls to the plow.
Seven drops were to be poured upon his
helmet, and wheu tho armed men arose iroui

the earth that helmet flung among them
would cause them to fight, and, in tile end,
to kill each other. The ground in the en-
chanted wood sprinkled with the magic
liquid about the spot where the tleiice was
hung would cause the dogs to flee nnd the
guardian serpent to lose consciousness. Thus
fortified at all points, Jason, full ot grati-
tude and admiration for his fair astistant,
went away confident as to the result. The
tableau shows Jason, endowed vith a
seven-fol- d power the mighty bulls
even cannot resist, subdue them to his
purpose and compel their obediente, and
bind the yoke upon their vigorous necks.
This scene is wonderful in its naturalness,
aud the surprising realism of the bull, their
bovine expression, their muscular forms, and
their bright intelligent eves are a miracle of
artistic representation. With them the in-

trepid Jason is seen contending in front of a
magnificent canopy, beneath whose golden
ceiling is seen seated Eites with his family
and court around him. The design of the
canopy is very graceful, its delicate tracery.
perfect curves, richness of color and brilliancy
ot generat effect received universal cjmmen-datio- n.

The costumes were worth; of the
magnificent surroundings, all that taete could
suggest, riches stinolv and luxury present ap
pear here to be lavished and with unstinted
profusion. Conspicuous among the person-
ages the loving Meslen is seen; she is full of
anxiety that her directions shall be laitblui
lr performed, and is exulting in the success
of the bold hero she worships. . -

Tableau XI Battleof ino Helmet,
The bulls yoked by the might of Jason

were conducted to the field, but terribly
thev rebelled against the degradation of the
plow. Skill, coolness and the magic strength
communicated br the sorceress's ph. Iter suc
ceeded; and as the Greeks saw the victory of

their leader they burst into plaudits. As
they did so the indignant cattfe'flew madly
over the ground, but Jason clunr to the
plow shafts. Decwly the earth was farrowed ;

as from a volcano earth shot from the tre-
mendous furrows high in the "a'r. The
work was at length completed, and Jason
steadily Droceeded to sow broadcast the tear
ful ilramm's teeth. That done the earth
about the furrows began to heave and bubble
with strange throes, anil from the f jrrows
each clad in armor came up the t lousands
of a vast army. Immediataly the hero
threw his helmet into theirJ midt, when
with one impulse, the soldiers rushed uion
each other with laces inflamed witn Hatred
and rested not their hands till every one in
th? mutual strife was destroyed. The scene
of this tableau is the battle of these warriors.
The ground is furrowed deep; the afternoon
sun glinting their irregular rioges, ami wun
snears and shields and swords the army are
engaged in the mad work of mutual mas

At last persevcrauce, effort, courage and
endurance win success, and tne brave Argo
nauts are triumphant, lhe army raisetl
from the dragou's teelb lies a mass of help-
less corpses, lint the horrors of the magic
wood, whereiu the golden tUwce is suspend-
ed, have yet to be faced. The Greeks inarch
ed boldly to its entrance, where they were
met bv the terrible Brimo. who excited her
tierca'dogs to the assault. Then Orpheu
drew his masterly hand over the strings of
the lute, whose enchanting strains no man
nor brute could hear unsubdued; tlw very
winds and waves sunk into softness under the
influence of those elvsian strains. While the
divine music exercised its wondrous powers.
Jasou sprinkled the contents of the phille
iriven him tbv Medea for the purpose,
within the circle thus protected no harmful
thing could enter. The evil sorceress Brimo
tied shrieking, followed by her lowered and
howling dogs. The fell serpent, de
prived of cousciousno'S and movement, was as
tiowerleas to resist as the rest. On passed
Jason ' through the wood, followed by his
brave companions, toward where a glittering
sheen revealed the object of all their labors
and adventures, the coveted, iongea-io- r prize

the Golden Flkbce ! This they took
down, and bearing it with them retraced their
steps and prepared to for their
homeward journey. Filled with gratitude
for the aid given by Medea, with admiration
of her beauty, and love for the maiden who
exercised her wonderful gifts only for noble
and generous purposes, Jason took her with
him as hut lite 8 companion. ine tauieau
renrcsents the scene of the Greeks in the en
chanted wood. One as herald is pealing with
his trnmnet the strains of triumph; Urpueui
i8 striking in harmony the strings of his lvre
Jason is expressing his gratitude and his lovi
to the blushing Medea, while tne otners are
bearing away the object of all their toils, the
golden Iteece.

On proceeded the band of victorious heroes
to the shores of their native Greece, where
they were' received with acclamations, Or-

pheus singing to the music of his lyre the
praises of the favoring deities and the glo
rious deeds OI tneir toinioriai icuuer i anon,
the undaunted hero of the expedition
search of the golden fleece. The Memph
hold the key to the mystery told of under the
guise of the delightful myth of the Golden
Fleece. It intimates the daring and achieve-
ments of commerce by sea and land; the op
position of savage hate aud brute force; the
triumph of that most powerful of sorceries,
the powers and inventions by science, and
applied by knowledge to the advance in
comfort and civilization of mankind,
to the destruction of error, the
triumnh of enlightened ideas, and
tlie acquisition . of the golden reward
which has aided to change the face of human
society, and to imbue mankind
with the love of knowledge and the
anrend of virtue. This tradition is th
subject of the thirteenth tableau, and a grand
and striking picture it represents. A gorgeous
canoov rises highrom tbe platform. Be
hind it the golden sun sheds his gilded rays
that illuminate, the world. Upon a grand
dais and beneath the tinefy decorated cover-
ing sits the Grand Ouro in all his regal state,
The symbols of his high office, each one ex- -

Dre-isiv- e of some great truth handed down
from the far-o- ff past, adorn his costume, are
borne in his hand, or are grouped around
him. On one side of him is seen the terrible
Tvnhon. who personates the scourge th
purifies, the opposition that in this mundane
sphere opposes or laughs at all that is good
and generous. On the other hand is seen the
gentle Spirit of the Memph, who full of
softness and of those virtues that conduce to
excellence, pleads with the Grand Ouro for
clemepcy towaru tne gnuiy, ana Kiiiuness to
ward the unfortunate. Love is her essence,
her attribute goodwill, her life good deeds.
Conspicuously placed is seen the Golden
Fleece, the symbol of the grand old allegory
that has been handed down to us during suc-

cessive ages. In the foreground, ou his throne,
appears the venerable Poseidon, Neptune,
the ruler of the seas, the owner of the watery
empire along whose trackless ways commerce
pushes her conquests to the extremest re
gions, and carries art, science, aud the mild
influences of civilization to every shore th

the sky. The green waves, with their
snowy tops, roll around these, and the car on.

which this throne is seated is
drawn forward by the three steeds that al-

ways precede him, darting flames from their
eyes and spouting columns of the white sca-foa- iu

from their swelliug nostrils. The whole
of tlus scene is a combination of grandeur
aud richness. The august figures of the
Grand Ouro aud the uiighty Poseidon, the
powerful Btceds, the Typbon,
and the sweet, calm spirit of the Memph,
form a fascinating group. The rich golden
canopy by its low dome surrounded with
nodding plumes of the precious metal, and
by immense jewels of every tint of the spec-

trum, glittering with dazzling luster, and on
each side the resplendent rainbow gleaming
brightly in the spray of the ocean all com
bined make a scene ol the most gorgeous ana
striking character.

T1IK TABLEAUX AT I.EC BRIEN THE
ATER.

The mystic order which had prepared the
illustrations of the storv of the Golden Fleece
for th-- : streets of Memphis, reserved the
crowning beauty and grandeur of tlie whole
for a Beries of three tableaux, piesented upon
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the stage of Lcubrie's Theater. The scene of
these lovely pictures was located iu the Tern
pie of the JJeuirhi, heneath the earth on the
banks of the Egyptian Xile, in which is the
abode of I tin and Usiris. ;The mind can
scarcely conceive of anything more exquisite
than this vision revealed. The hand of art
and the most skilled ezperieme in spectacu
lar snlendors had been enlisted to complete
these tableaux, and the looker-o- n was left, as
the curtain fell, in the bewilderment of a fairy
dream. The heroes sailed in the Argo
were there in all the elory of their well
earned success, and the fleece swung from the
eilded dome of the temple, while tlie gutter
ing sun of Egypt that had risen anil set upon
the loftv peaks of the pyramids and illumi
nated the speechless lips of the Sphinx for
thousands of years, revolved in space to the
strains of delicious melody.
