IRELAND.
Dublin, March 2. The following is the

full text of the letter scut by Parnell to Vic-
tor lingo: .

"Illustrious Sir The nobility of heart,
the deep sympathy with human suffer-
ing and the exertions in favor of op-
pressed nationalities which have distin-
guished you throughout life encourage me to
invoke your powerful advocacy in defence of
the suffering Irish people. The question is
not a sectarian question. In its present as-

pect it is purely a social question. It is the
cause of five millions of workingmcn strug-
gling for justice and the right to live by
their labor in their own land, against a small
and privileged class, foreign in their origin,
foreign in their aspirations, and supported
in their injustice and tyranny by the
armed force of a foreign nation. What
have been the results of the domination of
this class? They are written in the history
of recurring famines, decimating genera
tion alter generation. iNo oilman
words can paint the miseries and suffer-
ings which have been witnessed, even bv the
youngest among us. Millions have been
driven lroni their homes in despair. Hun-
dreds of thousands have perished miserably
of hunger in a land teeming with food. Half
of our population exist constantly on the
vereo of famine, while ten thousand land-
lords, many of whom, have never seen Ire-
land, riot in extravagance and luxury on the
confiscated product of the people's labor. It

against the system which has produced
the evils that we straggle. It is to put an
end, once and forever, to this delectable
state of society, that we appeal to the con-
science of all good men, without distinction
of creed, of party, or of nationality, to aid us
in shaming the government of rnland to do
justice to our people. To you, honored sir,
who have known how to awaken the sym-
pathy of mankind for let miserable, we feel
that we shall not appeal in vain, when we

sk that yonr voice shall be raised in behalf
of a brave, but unfortunate nation. Accept,
illustrious sir, the assurances of my highest
esteem. Charles stewart parnfll."

Getting up in his night apparel, without
asking- - them who called him, he
opened the door, when two of the
mob grabbed him, hastily dragged him a
distance of fifty yards from the house, and
in the presence of his wife and children shot
him down. The guns were so near him as to
ignite his shirt, which burned his neck and
arms to a crisp. The corpse presented a
ghastly sight. Five bullets from as many
pistols had been sent through his body,
r'ortv-'w- o duckshot pierced his back, and a
hole, from which a part ol his, liver pro-
truded, was torn in his back. No cause could
be. given for the killing. Kvery witness
examined before the coroner's jury testified
that Gaines had a fair character, and no one
knew of any recent difficulty in which he
had been engaged. It is thought that the
parties came from Kent ucky, for the only al-

tercation in which he was said to have been
engaged was in Kentucky, resulting in his
choking a white man nearly to death, one
year ago. Gaines is the ninth man mobbed
in Kobertson county within the past six
months.

private lessons how to play the game.

hen the history of this coercion bill comes
to be recorded it will always be a matter
of regret that men like Bright, Cham
berlain and Gladstone, hitherto vaunted
friends of the oppressed and down
trodden, who have in times past pleaded so
eloquently that Ireland's wrongs should be
redressed, should not have had the courage
ot their opinion when in power, and should
have proceeded first with their coercive meas-
ures instead of remedial legislation.

Three Weeks A Strange Story
of the Wickedness of the

What the Girl's Parents Say ' 7
An Arrest Made. '

New York Herald: A week ago the Her-
ald published an account of the disappear-
ance of Miss Marion Calisch, who left her
home in Hoboken on the morning of Janu-
ary 19th, to attend Dr. Felix Adler'g kinder-
garten school, on Broadway, near Forty
lourth street. Her return yesterday morn-
ing created considerable stir in quiet Hobo-
ken, and the various wild rumors concerning
her adventures kept the gosaipers
feverish with excitement. Those who know
the young lady most 'intimately believe her
story, while-othgr- s whfrayt; heardthe "ru-
mors shake their heads and say the truth ia
yet to be told. The Calisch lamily, who are
Danes, are well connected, and their neigh-
bors speak in complimentary terms of them.
Mr. Calisch is a Water street tobacco broker.
his wife is a comely matron, and their seven
children are

remarkably good looking.
Marion Calish, who is seventeen years old.

was the subject of many comments yesterday.
The officers on duty at police headquarters
and others who knew her said that her de-
portment was modest, and that she was never
known to flirt. "I have watched that girl
often as she crossed the ferry," aaid an officer,
"and I never saw her make eyes at anyone,
nor do anything unbecoming a modest and
thoughtful maiden, she seemed more intent
on her books, which she always carried, than
in looking at young men who might be on
the ferryboat."

"My daughter Marion " gjud Mrs. Calisch
to a Herald reporter, "had been troubled
with malaria and chills and fever ior several
months, which, with her hard studying,
made her ill at times. On Tuesday, Janu-
ary 18th, the day before she disappeared, she
hada severe attack of the chills, and left
school at noon, whence she visited friends of
our family iu Fourteenth street, took a cup
of hot tea and some medicine and came
home. The next morning she was still ill
and very pale, but Bhe said she must push
on with her lessons so as to ready for the
July examinations. A friend who saw her
on the boat remembers that she seemed ill
and dazed."

miss calisc h conttnues the story.
The young lady was nervous, and at times

she found difficulty in recalling her thoughts.
She said: "I remember crossing the river
and taking a car at the corner of Hudson
aud Christopher streets for the Kindergarten
school, corner Forty-fourt- h street and Broad
way, but I do not have any further recollec
tion of what 1 did that day, except a faint
impression that I visited Mr. Wilson's
card-writin- g store in Sixth avenue.
near street. I also thought
i went io school, which it seems 1
did not do. I recall nothing further until I
awoke in a clean, plainly-furnishe- d room. I
was lying in bed. A colored woman sat by
me, and I asked her where I was. 'Never
mind,' said she ; 'you are sick, but you are in
good hands, and are being well taken care of.'
Then a fair-haire- middle-age-d white lady
came.- f asked lor patter to write lather to
take me away. She said: 'Yon are ill; I will
send a note lor you. 1 acouiesced. and gave
her our family address. The room was kept
uuiieu; kue ucgru kuuisu uever leu iu
so far as I can remember, end occasionally
she gave me what she called medicine out of
a bottle, which always put me in a stupor,
When I awoke and cried to be sent home
she would say, 'You are too fuck ; your people
will come by and by.' The fair-haire- d woman
visited me two or three times. When I
thought it strange that father did not come,
she would say that perhaps her letter mis
carried, and she would write again. Meals
were sent to me regularly three times a day,
For breakfast they gave me bread and butter.
tea, oat-me- al and sometimes eggs. Meats
were served at dinner, anil tea, toast and
fruits for nipper. Nothing occurred to
break the monotony of

that darkened room
until Wcduesday night. I was awakened by
the negro woman and the fair-haire- d lady
who said they had come to take me riding
in a carriage where I would have much plt-ur- e

and after that I would be happy and my
troubles would end. They dressed me, as I
was too frightened to do anything. As we
went into the hall I noticed the lights
were out. The fair-haire- d lady led the way
out of the lighted room, and the black wom
an followed behind. 1 was put into a close
carriage, the doors closed, and then we rode
over the pavements for a long time. I
begged to go home ; the white lady clasped
uiy hands and held them, saying 1

must keep quiet. At last, when I
could stand it no longer, I cried for
help, then screamed 'Murder!' The lady
grew frightened, put her hand on the knob of
the carriage door, it new open and l sprang
out and ran at the top of my speed, while the
carriage drove rapidly away. Then I looked
around and saw that I was en ritth avenue,
near Forty-secon- d street. I found a cab and
begged the driver to take me to Hoboken,
where father would pay him all he wished.
He laughed at me, nntil a gentleman came
along from the railway-statio- heard my
story and took me to the police-statio- n,

whence a telegram was sent to my parents."
Mr. Calisch said he was summoned, at a

quarter of two o'clock in the morning, to the
twenty-nint- h precinct station in New York,
where he found a Mr. Harris, a traveling
salesman, who bad met the girl talking wildly
with a cab-driv- on Forty-secon- d street,near
Fifth avenue. He had just arrived by the
train from Bridgeport, and finding the girl
as above stated, lie took her to the police
station.

"On reaching home," said her father, "at
four o'clock in the morning whith her mother
and oldest brother, she fell in her old chair
by the fire and with tears streaming down
her face, cried, 'Oh, how happy I am now.' "
"She cried all day and all night," said her
mother, "and the greatest agony of our lives
is over."

An Arrest Made.
New York World, Sunday: The police, it is

reported, have found out where Marion Cal-
isch, the young girl who disappeared on Jan-
uary 19th, was detained until she made her
appearance on Wednesday last. They ar-
rested last night the driver of the carriage
in which the girl was removed from the
house. Inspector Byrnes has had several
long interviews with tne .prisoner,
and says the prisoner has given him
the street and number of the house in ques-
tion. To-da- y the inspector expects to make
several more arrests. It is said that there is
evidence that the state of unconsciousness
into which Miss Kalisch fell after leaving the
picture-stor- e was produced . by drugs admin
istered by her abductors. The inspector
would not give the prisoner's name last night
nor go into details further than this. The
girl's father said last evening: "1 have been
much worn bv the five weeks of suspense
and I do not want to act hantily in the mat
ter lest I should act rashlv. Ottr daughter
is returned, and as for the rest it can wait
a day or two. one was much
troubled with headache and dizzi
ness for several weeks before her dis
appearance, but she is hardly more than
wreck of her former self as we have recovered
her. It is my intention to ret to the bottom
of her disappearance. I know what the peo-
ple say and what the papers say, and I have
no facta to refute the suspicions, nor any clew
to a solution of the mystery. Perhaps when
my daughter recovers her strength facts will
be recalled to her which will lead to a solu-
tion. But I shall not wait for that. We have
no reason to donbt that when Bhe tells ns she
has told all she can remember that for
three weeks her life was 'one utter
hlank and that she hag no idea in or
near what street she was, or how fir from
where she was found she is telling the
truth. But whatever wrong she has been
done neither time nor money will be spared
tc find the wrongdoer and secure his punish
ment." Miss Calisch was brought to Nem
York yesterday to consult a physician. He
said she was in an alarmim? state of mental
prostration and nervous exoitement, chiefly
due, he thought, to the shook, lie said thai
she must not he allowed for some time yet to
talk of what has occurred, and that it would
lie dangerous to press her for information
beyond what she has given, or to cross-e- x

amine her for three or four weeks. She is
Buffering greatly from headache and seems
to be dazed.
