A TEIUtlBLE STOKM

Which Kent Sine Staunch Vessels, with
Their Crews, to the Bottom.

New Yobk, March 7. A London dispatch
says that a series of most terrible shipping
disasters on the Aberdeenshire coast
Saturday morning, when no less than niue
vessels were wrecked and 100 lives lost. One
Vessel was a Liverpool ship, the lien Khyd- -
ding, from Calcutta, and all the crew, thirty
in number, perished within sight of land, the
rocket apparatus being unable to reach the
vessel. Tlie scene after the Khydding struck
was heartrending. Some of the crew were
seen cliuging to the rigging, while others were
seen hanging dead. When the masts gave
way, twelve men went down with the main-
mast and four with the foremast. No such
storm is remembered within a century as the
one that raged in from Thursday to
riaturday.

Nshvili.Kj March 7. When the body of
Ananias White's wife was discovered last
evening, all doubled iu a small hole hastily
dug near the race course, it created the wild-

est excitement. The undertaker's establish-
ment, where the body was carried, was soon
surrounded by 500 negroes. All at once the
negroes said "to the jail," and they gave a
yell and made a rush for that iustilutiun,and
withiu a few minutes men and women
were on the streets leading to the jail.
Speeches were maile urging tlie mob to enter
Hie jail. The jailer had removed White to
the iiemteutiary and had instructed the
guards to tire upon anyone who
should dare to attempt to enter the
jail. They told the mob their orders
and stood firm, with cocked revolvers. The
negroes had no leader, and did not fare the
danger. Two colored men were permitted to
scajvjj the jail, and having reiiorted to tlie
mob that the prisoner was not inaid it dis-

persed, llnudrpds of negroes visited the
remains after they weie carried to her late
home, aud continued to at the premises
until they were conveyed to the grave, swear-
ing vengeance against White, anil saving he
ought to be lynched, burned, blown up and
torn to pieces. Jlrs. White burial was
wituessed by five hundred blacks. She is
believed to have been buried while iu an in
sensible condition, by White, who doubtless
supposed he had killed her.

The of
this store was occupied by T. P. Campbell,
shoe aud boot maker, aud everything he
had was saved. The store adjoin-
ing Ill's one was a two-stor- y brick,
iu which T. J. Joyncr kept a
retail grocery, aud also the postoffice. . Most
of his goods were removed Irom the build-
ing. The house was owned by General K.
P. eely, and was ignored for Joy
ner had his stock, which was valued at
$2100, insured in the Home insurance for
$750. The store adjoining this was a two-
story brick, owned by (.iener il K. P. Neely;
insured lor lhis store was
occupied below by A. W. C. Iewis, as
a retail grocery, and was insured for
S2700. In this, store was a nhotoirraDh tral
lerv, owned by Ben Oppeuheimer, who is
deaf and dumb, and he lost everything he
had. The balance of the houses that were
burned were all frame houses, owned by Gen
eral K. P. Neely, and were insured. These
buildings were occupied by app $ JJailey,
butchers, who lost about $175, and L. Owens,
saloon, who lost everything except two bar-
rels of whisky. The nexu house was va-
cant. The one . next to this
was occupied by John Austin, a Raloonist.
He succeeded in saving everything he had.
After the fire had consumed this tow it began
to spread southward, and caught a little two-sto- ry

frame building, owned by E. P. McNeal,
which was fully insured. Although we have
no fire company the boys put in such good
work here they finally succeeded in stopping
the flames right next to Newborn's livery
stable, which if it had caught would
have burned up and destroyed the
county jail, which adjoins it and
the property and all of the
buildings in that street. General C 1.
Neely is the heaviest loser, but cannot tell
now to what extent. He had tried to have the
frame buildings insured, but the companies
were afraid of them. This was a dangerous
side of the town, and every one kuew that
when it did catch fire the entire row would
burn, on account of the number of frame
buildings. I cannot say at this stage how
tlie tire oriciuated. Some thiuk it started
from a detective Hue, and others that it was
the work of incendiaries. The latter is rflore
likely to be so, as it was in the rear of the
house and seemed to start on the roof.
