New York Hewld: Prof, Pelix Adler de-
livered the first of a series of lectures last
Sunday morning on the subject of “Thei=m
and Atheism.* Chickering hall was crowded
by the members of the Society for Ethical
Culture and other listeners. Thoe professor
said: If we are asked, “Do we believe in
God ™ it will be nmrz!.o put the eonnter
suestion, “Which god?" With respect to
eertain conceptions of God all men are
atheists at the present day, The Greek god
was a being capable of great ernelty and las-
civious vice. The god of the Persians tol-
erated incestuous marriages, and the god
of the Brahmips sanctified caste. The god
of Mohammed forced lalam at the point of
the sword. Do we believe in any of these
gods? Assuredly not. In modern times the
Protestant protests against the Catholic god,
who legitimates the pavacy, and the Unita-
rian disbelieves in the Protestant god, who
is responsible for eternal damnation.  But is
there not some definition possible of which
it may be said that he who remaios within
that definition is not atheis, and he who
passes bevond the limits of that definition is
atheist? I shall apeak of what I conceive
to be the foundation of theism, but in doing
so 1 will call attention to a very important
distinetion. The foundation of our edifice
is not 50 connected with the edifice that only
this one structure can be raised upon it, but
upon the same foundation different
structures can be rerred.  In eponk-
ing, therefore, of the foundation
of theism [ speak of that whereon god belief
has rested, but whercon other forms of re-
ligion may be made to rest po lexs; The
foundation of theism in this sense I take to
be the denifl of chance; the belief that there
is order in th: world, and that the order of
the world is a good order.
