COURT STREET SCHOOL.

An Interesting Salt Instituted Against
the Board of Education.

At the chancery court a bill has been filed
by the heirs of the late Joseph R. Williams
against the board of education, Minor Meri-
wether, receiver and of
Memphis, and C. Weatherford, revenue
agent and of Shelby
county; E. L. McGowan, county trustee, and
josepn Lni, circuit, court cierK. xne uin
recites that in October, 185H, the lot or
property on the southwest corner of Court
and Third streets was lease to the board of
school visitors for school purposes for five
years at $1500 per annum, the board of
visitors to keep the building in
good repair, and said lease was renewed
in October, 1878, ami again in 1879
for one year. Complainant allege; that the
said property has Ween taxed and the taxes
unpaid by the school board, that the prop-
erty was permitted to be damaged for want
of repairs to the amount of $1000. Com-

plainants pray for a decree exempting
said property from taxation during the time
it was occupied for school purposes, and that
defendants, Minor Meriwether, C. Weather-for- d,

K. L. McGowan and Joseph Uhl, be re-
quired to mark the taxes charged on their
tax-boo- on said property as collected and
satisfied by reason of the State law exempt-
ing school property from taxation, or if such
order be not made that they, the complain-
ants, have a decree against the board ot edu-
cation for the full amount of said taxes and
costs for twelve years, and that said Meri-
wether, 'Weatherford, McGowan and I'hl re-

tain enough of the school . tax passing
through their hands to said board of educa-
tion to pay off and satisfy said taxes on said
property, and the complainants pray for
damages against said board of education for
injuries done to said property by reason of it
not being kept in repair and for all other re
lief.

READY MOSEY IN SIGHT

StlmalatM tbe Creditor of the Old t'lly
to a Renewed Effort.

At the chancery court yesterday, in the
matter as to the custody and distribution' of
funds in the hands of the clerk and master,
which funds were collected for the benefit of
the creditors of Memphis by Mr. Latham, i
receiver appointed by Judge Baxter, of th
United States circuit court, Chancellor
jucuoweil delivered an opinion in brief as
follows:

THE OPINIO.
"The money in the hands of the officers of

the city of Memphis at the time of the repeal
of the charter is not covered by the receiver's
bill, and therefore should not be turned over
to the receiver and back-ta- x collector. The
moneys collected by Latham as taxes from
tax-paye- go to the receiver and back-ta- x

collector, and will be turned over to him
The rent-mon- is not provided for in the
receiver's bill, and is not covered by his
bond. A special receiver should be appointed
to collect the rents and receive the rent- -

money. It would, perhaps, be more conve-
nient to appoint the back-ta- x collector, pro
vided he has time to give the matter proper
attention; but if any other person is to be
appointed, I will appoint Frank Poston to
collect the rents."

The following order was then entered of
record:

AN APPEAL TAKEN.
The defendants, certain creditors of the

city, through their attorneys, excepted to the
decree entered, and from so much of it as
orders $13,944 07 of the fuud paid over into
the hands of the clerk and master by order
of the United States court, to be paid over
to Minor Meriwether, State receiver, and the
defendants pray an appeal to the next term
of the supreme court of the State of Ten-
nessee.

A FEW FACTS

With Which All Rent Estate Owners
fflay Not be Cognizant.

By'not registering or recording deeds as
soon as made, many personL in this county
have gotten into trouble and lost the real
estate which they bought and paid for.
There is a fallacious idea prevailing with
some people that if they hold a deed the
properly is theirs, and the registering of the
deed is a mere form of law. Not long since
a person purchased a piece of property, paid
for it, got the deed, but failed to have it re-
corded. A creditor of the grantor secured a
judgment in court, and his attorney found in
the register's office property in his name, no
recorded transfer or sale haying been made,
the grantee having failed to place his deed
on record. The judgment was at once

it held theproperty subject to its
judgment, although the judgment debtor had
sold it as above stated. The real owner of the
projierty holding the deed lost the property,
and had no recourse but to go back on the
grantor for the money paid, but the grantor
was bankrupt, so he lost both- - laud and
money. Ajjain, when a party purchases
property and fails to have his deed recorded
and the grantor sells the property over again
to another party, who has his deed recorded,
the latter thereby holds the property as
against the first purchaser, who has no re-

course but to sue the grantor for the money
so paid or prosecute him criminally. This
shows the absolute necessity of recording
deeds iu due time; yet there are lots of
property in this county that have been sold,
paid for and deeds delivered wherein the
records of the register's office show no trans-
fers. Many persons for one reason or an-
other purchase property, get deeds, and keep
such purchases secret by not registering the
deeds, but it is a dangerous business at best.
