RESULT OF A DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS.

The Democratic caucus discussed this fore-

noon the subject of reorganization, the main
question being whether proceedings should
be suspended until all vacancies are filled.

ing to go into au organization. Other sen-
ators maintained that public business ought
not to wait because of several vacancies, and
that the Democrats should go ahead.

Senator Garland and others
suggested that if the Republicans should
name an early day when they will take part
in the organization, that it be so arranged,
and the caucus virtually agreed to it. This
arrangement, it is said, will in all probabil-
ity be made, fixing next Wednesday or
Thursday for the organization. The Repub-
licans y claim Mahone positively. Sena-
tor Conkling's emphatic declaration that the
constitutional majority of the senate was op-
posed to the Democrats, meaning that the
Democrats claim that Mahone will not vote
this session on organization at all. Senator
David Davis's speech in the senate, declining
tne chairmanship ot the judiciary committee,
but declaring his intention to vote for a
Democratic orgauization, created a sensation,
as he had not advised either the Democrats
or Republicans of his purpose. A Republi-
can caucus was held just after the adjourn-
ment of the senate this afternoon, it is said to
consider the proposition of both parties nam
ing an early day tor the organization.
