If this is not satisfac
tory to the creditors we trust the general as-
sembly will let this matter remain
as it is until we are able to complete
the sanitary work that is so important to
save the lives of our citizens and secure tht
State aginst the hazard of epidemic disease,
Our sanitation and streets have been so long
neglected that it will require years of patient
toil aud large expenditure ol money to place
them in even moderate condition two years
hence it we escape the lever.
