That Propoaed Amlidnaent.
Editors Appeal The proposed amend

ment to the school law, by which the teach-
ers shall be elected annually,iitrikesmany aa
being a needless and unwise measure. In-
deed, if it does not seem unwise to some, it
cannot be regarded as the most judicious
course of procedure, because it contemplates
revolution and displacement, without a just
demand and with no sure barrier against the
deterioration of our popular school system.
The proposition to amend thil law evidently
means the obviation of difficulties not easily
eliminated; but while such a law might af-

ford a temporary adjustment of matters, we
believe that it would involve other and more
serious embarrassments; The question of
electing teachers has already lieen considered
by the board and ably discussed by the press
of our city, but it has never been deemed
best to adopt such a law, hicause, whether
just or not, it invites a disposition to meddle
with and supplant teachers only on account
of some personal dislike. Our best and most
deserving teachers are ofttimes assailed and
misrepresented with no good reason, but
when Icing caucus lends his hand he has lit-
tle regard for the claims of merit
or the demands of justice. He is
resolved on accomplishing x certain thing,
and that must be done at any cost. As the
law now stands every teacher holds his po-
sition by virtue of his merits and conduct.
and it anything is wrong the remedy is lound
with the board. The present law is equal to
every emergency, because it protects the
teachers against individual caprice and se-

cures to the community a permanent corps
of competeni, tried and efficient workers in
the schools. But amend the law and elect
your teachers annually, and soon a canvass
will be clandestinely inaugurated which will
impair the present improved system lor
years to come. Members will be nettled at
every comr, and bickerings ana contentions
will be the order under the new law. They
would be charged with partisanship and
partiality, for they would have their prefer-
ence and must necessarily te influenced by
personal feelings. Every interested person
would desire to have his trtend promoted.
and would not hesitate to exert himself to
an inordinate extent, even to the detriment
of others, to secure the election of his fa
vorite. The members would be hampered
by frequent entreaties, thut defeating and
driving away some of our best talent from
the schools. civis.
