nounced, and aJ)ficn denied, since the nihilists
began to compass his death, ijitcr, however, came
the news of his death, which was quickly followed
by a full account of the tutgedv Lord
Durtlyo, British amunssador at St. Peters-
burg, had in the meautitne informed Die foreign
oflice of the all'ulr, and his dispatches were for-
warded to the queen. Prince of Wales, Utike of
Edinburgh, .and other members of the royal fam-
ily. The intcbess of Edinburgh was at the
duke's scat in Kent, witli her
four children. Prayers were oil'ered for the duch-
ess at the afternoon service in the churches, and
iu the eveuiug-speciii- reference was made to the
murder from the pulpits of tho principal churches.

DETAILS OF THE ASSASSINATION.

Tlie cwir was returning iu a covered carriage
from the Michael palace, about It a.m., with bis
brother, the Grand lmke Michael. His escort con-
sisted of quite u troop of Ojssacks, and several
otliccrs of the household accomiianicd him in
sleighs. As the carriage was passing along the
bauks of the Ekatcritioisky canal, immediately op-
posite the imperial stables, a bomb was thrown by
a man who was standing behind a knot of pedes-
trians who had stopped to see the emperor go by.

iwtnri jvim a terrtne crusn, right under theImdy of the carriage; the splinters flying across
the street, but doing no injury beyond tearing
away the back part of the carriage. The driver,
who had drawn up, descended from the box, and
the Cossack escort, which was but a few paces iu
the rear, at once galloped up. At this time there
were not more than twenty persons present. The
cxar, on hearing the crash, at once raised the win-
dow, opened the door aud Jumped ont, aud while
drawing iiis fur eloaa about him a second bomb
was thrown from the knot of lookers-on- , exploding
right at his feet.

THE SECOND ATTEMPT SUCCESSFCL.
The smoke of the first explosion was still hang-

ing about, when the second bomb struck the pave-
ment, and u dense cloud enveloped the carriage.
There was a howl o( pain and anguish from the
Cossacks, some of whom were killed and more
wounded bv the flvinif snlinter. and Ihrei! or four
lookers-o- fell also, this crash brought a squad of
police, who were just going ou duty. The czar was
seen lving on his buck beside the wreck of the car
riage, hisleirs torn and shattered, and blood nonr- -
iug from ghastly wounds iu his thighs. His cloak
and wearing apiutrcl was litenilly torn from his
back, and lie was deathly pale, nnd his cries to the
officers of his household lor hulp were scarcely
audible. Colonel 1'jorjebsky, of his suite, who
was badly injured by the second explosion, which
hsd shattered his sleigh, raised the etniaror from
the ground, aud, with the aid of the Cossack
oillcers, lifted him into a sleigh, and conveved" hiin
to the winter palace. -

- AT THE WINTER PALACE.
Colonel Djorjebsky, in a sleigh bearing the

wounded emperor and two or three attendants,
drove rapidly through the streets to the Winter
palace, whence a mounted messenger hsd pre-
viously arrived with the news. Ily this time the
story was known tluoughnut the neighborhood of
the palace, and as the sleigh drove through the
main gate people stood by uncovered, while hun- -

He started for-
ward, bnt heat once heard the clicks of pistols,
and he was or lered to throw up his hands, ilcs. s
then Uikeu charge of, and all started
northwiirtl in a lo;e. The robbers'soon left the
road and took through the woods, up hills, down
ratines, and several times they had to dismount
and lead their horses up and down rough and
Bleep declivities.
