Manv amiy offi
cers here are ot the opinion that uenerai
I'pton has been the victim of a cowardly
assassination. General Hancock said to a
Tiniee reporter that he had been greatly
startled by the news; that the suicide of no
officer in the service could have amazed him its
more. He and General I'pton were close
friends. He came ont of the rebellion with

most enviable record, and at the time of
his death, having lineal rank as a
full colonel of artillery, he was the
youngest o nicer in age, as well as
term ot service in the United states army
holding that rank, and, said General
Hancock, judging from his acknowledged
abilities, hia energy, his worthy ambitions,
and the known good will and appreciation of
nig superior onicera, great honors tor his fu
ture were certain. To thu suggestion that
General Upton may have been prompted to
commit suicide by anticipations of failing in
the recently authorized version ot bis tactics,
General Hancock declared that unreasonable
fear of failure was not one of the character
istics of General Uptonlin any regard, much
less should it be so in the revision of his tac-
tics; to those tactics General Upton
had given many years of close study,
and he was thoroughly their master,
and he had reduced their elements to such
simplicity that the matter of failure in their
presentation was rather absurd. The tactics
had been introduced by the war department,
and the same authority had been promul
gated for use in the United States army,
There was no opposition to his tactics in any
quarter, aud the theory of depression of
spirits in such connection was not to be
credited. Dr. Hanford, of Brooklyn, whose
wife is General Upton's sister, said to the
Sun reporter that the general's suicide could
only be traced to his sutferiug from malig
nant and incurable catarrh.

The Inquest Saya Haieide.
bAN r rancisco. March 16. An inquest

was held on the remains of General Upton
y. The testimony of Captain Hasbrook,

of the Fourth artillery, aud letters written
by the deceased to his sister, and to the adjutant-

I860, but there seems to be uo evidence that
they were connected with the frauds. James
Lindsay, father of Itobert L. Lindsay, was
register from 1861 to 1866, and again from
1877 to 1879.

Ihe real criminals, accord-
ing to the correspondent, "were inside of one
et the mansions bordering the Kue ilallione,
but the Kussian officials found it convenient
to let it be supposed thut the shells were
thrown by persons iu the crowd. None of
the assassins have been arrested." The in
ference drawn from this statement is that the
emperor was murdered by member of the
nihilist fraternity holding high otucial posi
tion. The correspondent further affirms (Jiat
the bombs were not inclosed in glass, as was
stated, and that only five seconds elapsed be--
tween the two explosions. The laat statement
is interpreted to upset the picturesque story
about the czar getting out of his carriage to
attend the wounded

GERMANY.
Berlin, March 16. The crown prince and

princess, rriucess Christiana, the Kussian
embassy, Lord Ampthill, the British ambas
sador and the prefect of (Milice met the duke
and duchess ot iMliutiurgli and urand Duke
Alexis at the railway station, and after
sabourott, the Kussian ambassador, handed
Urand Duke Alexis a package of sympa
thetic letters and telegrams the train pro
ceeded to St, Petersburg. When tlie news of
the assassination reached Berlin it was im
mediately feared that the murdei might in
crease in severity the socialist law here, and
this result has already become noticeable, as
a number of suspected persons have been ex
pelled trom the city and suburbs. Accord
ing to an official report lately presented to
parliament it seems that the anarchic ele
ment, though unseen, is more vital and vie--
orous, after a lapse of two years, than when
the socialist law was passed. A report
states that efforts have been made, which
were partially succcsslul, to distribute so
cialist organs among the population and
even among the troops.

Ihe I reiuicHii Von epoicnce publishes an
article on the death of the czar, concluding
as follows: "Germany welcomes his successor
in the sincere conviction that he will faith
fully cherish the traditions of his ancestors
and appreciate the true value of earnest
friendship with Germany.

The crown prince is troubled with great
hoarseness, and his journey to St. Petersburg
has been postponed until next week.

Uovernment circles have entire confidence
in the peaceful policy of the new czar. It
is stated that he will shortly issue a mani
festo emphasizing the motto, Peace and
Kest, and declaring his intention to devote
himself mainly to internal reform.

RUSSIA.
St. Petersburg, March 16. A decree has

been published granting persons deported to
Siberia with loss of civil rights permission to
engage in commercial ana protessional pur
suits after three years of irood behavior, the
same privilege to be accorded political exiles
subject to the approval of the minister of the
interior.

KotiHsakofl' confessed that he threw the first
bomb.

The czar's legs had to be amputated when
the corpse was embalmed.

It has beeu thought necessary to follow the
proclamation of Emperor Alexander HI by
a special ukase, summoning the peasants to
join in the alliance with other faithful sub
jects.

Considerable money una been raised by
public subscriptions for the wounded by the
explosion of the bombs. Sunday the cathe-
dral chorister died of his wounds. The
court-marti- al of Boussakoff will consist of
six officers of the Guards. The commander,
a corporal anu one private ironi every squad
ron of the Guards, of which the late czar
was chief, and also an adjutant from each
regiment, have been ordered to St. Petersburg
to do service before the remains of the em
peror while lying in state. None of the
public will be allowed to see the body until
it is removed to the fortress, on the
eighteenth.

The new Ccarowitch Xicholaa has been
appointed ataman of all the Cossacks.

The Tekke Turcomans, without exception,
are said to have submitted to Russia.

The authorities were informed that a mine
had been laid in a small street which enters
the NewBky Prospect nearly oppojiu the An
nitikoff palace, the residence of the new era
peror. A detachment of sappers accordingly

The
coffin was borne bv the czar, the Grand Duke
Vladimir and two other grand dukes and
princes ot teuchtenberr and Wldenoerg.
The people in the halls knelt as the proces-
sion passed. On arrival at the church, mass
for the dead was said. His regalia was
brought from Moscow and conveyed through
the streets in state.

crease in acreage the prospect seems to 11--

In Michi-
gan and the winter wheat sections f
Wisconsin and Iowa there is mucn
uncertainty yet. The condition
is seemingly less favorable than a year e.:
excepting perhaps in Iowa. Kentucky is
favorable and lennessee is more promts, .;

than a year ago. There is unfavorable
weather now. and in the early future in a
