LINDSAY'S LAND LEAGUE,

The
writcr of the letter alleged that Lindsay
had queer dealings with queer people.
Unter, who prom to be a friend to Secre-
tary Bchurz, su ed, in conclusion,
that it might be well to look into the matter,
The mecrelsry secure! Special-Agent D. P,
Terrel, of the tressury department, to inves-
tigate the matter, and the result was the
arrest of Lindsay and several other persons,
It is believed at the Innd office that the riog
have obtained fraudulent land titles to more
than one million acres of public
lands, most of which they have sold to
innocent purchasera who, therefore, have no
valid title to the land they occupy. The
government officials say it rests with the sec-
retary of the interior and attorney-general to
decide whether civil suits shall be begun at
once to vacate the titles to these lands.

News was received here in river cireles yes-
terday forencon that the steam towboat John
Means had exploded all ber boilers about
6 o’clock on Tﬁum!u evening, while upward
bound aud opposite Plum Poiot, near
ols, Arkausus, some cighty miles u
er. The boat was towing five .bu?
loaded with railroad iron at the time of the
accident. The foor boilers exploded simul-
unoousl'i-, the force of the explosion bei:z
mai owuward, caused the boat toai
immediately. Four lives were losl, ut least
that number of the crew are missing, and no
reasonable hope exists as to their escape from
denath.

THE WOUNDED AND SAVED,

The crew of the towbost comsisted of
thirty-two persons, Amon{; the saved are
the following: Pilot Charies Purcell, who
was blown hl&h up into the air and fell into
the river., When he became conscious he
tound himsell floating on a piece of the pi-
lothouse, Hin leg wan bmtnm, and he re-
veived other external and probably internal
injuries, He was rescued and had his
wounds dressed by Dr. Dunnoveant, of Os-
oscle, He wae brought fo this city on board
the steamer Delle Memphis, and was con-
veyed to Gaston’s hotel, where Le is receiv-
ing medical treatment from Dr. Rogers, The
secondfeook, Wm. E. Woulridge, of Cairo,
Illinois, was meverely scalded, and was also
brought to this city, Thomas Cannon, a
deckhand, war bryised and slightly scalded.
He remained on one of the barges. Captain
William McClellan, commnnder, wan consid-
erably broised by the explosion. He came
down to this city on the Belle Memplis, but
reiurned yesterday on board the steam tog
Vanderburg for the scene of the wreck. The
remaiander of the crew received no injuries
of any consequence.

THE EXPLOSION AND RESULTS,

When the explosion occurred many per-
sons on shore were looking at the tow in its
upward passage. Skiffs were at onee manped,
snd many of those in the water wera rescued.
The force of the shock blew the Means into
picces, which were driven in every direction,
and about fu:{ feet of the fore part of the
hull remaived fast to the b , which
floated away down the river some forty miles
to uear Fogleman's chute, where the steamer
Belle Memphis, downward bound, caught up
with the drifting wreck and sttempted to
make the barges fast to the shore, but being
heavily Iuadnﬁlhiu was not accomplished, so
the barges were permitted to float on down
wtream, the Bells Memphis taking on board
the wounded and steaming rapidly to this
port, from whence s harbor tug was dis
patched to intercept and secure the barges,
which was done atthe foot of Foglemun's
chute, and was found safe and in good con-
dition.

THE BOAT AND DARGES,

The Means was some seventeen daya out
from New Orleane, and arrived st this port
last Weduesday morning with a tow of five
wodel barges laden with railroad iron and
crockery and fuel barge. The iron waa des-
tined for St. Louis, to be put down on s Col-
orade railroad. Un arriving at Memphis tie
boilers of the Means were clenned out, as is
snid to have been done twice on  her
passage up, Sowme lovse rivets in the botlers
were also repaired while here, and she leit
port that evening. The Means waw somne
nine years old, The boat and barges be-
longed to the New Orleans and Si. Louis
Transportation company, known as the Low-
ery line. The boat and burges are now owned
by Jay Gould and others,

CAUSE OF THE EXFLOSION,

The cause of the sccident is one of those
ususl wysteries that develop when = boat
blows up. The Means was of light power,
and that power was no doubt overtaxed by
pushing the heavy tow against the stron
and rapid current of the river, She h
twenty-two and a half inch cylinders and
[our boilers to supply steam power; then the
heavy strain caused the boilers to leak all
the way up. It is asserted that the boatewas
unseaworthy, and this fact was known to the
engineern, for one of them so remarked to
one of the pilots while at. dinner a few hours
before the explosion took place. The wreck
of the cabin floated past this city yesterday
at noon, and was intercepted by the steam
harbor tug Desoto as it passed down,
