Awmong the
commeodities sometimes dealt in by the mem-
bers of the excha is what is known as the
sinseng rool, which grows wilid in Tennemiee,
Georgia and Alsbawa. It is of the =ame
species as the root indigenous to certain
parts of Asia, Before the discovery of the
American ginseng the Asiatic product was
wade a monopoly by the Chinese government,
and was retailed to the people cf China,
where it is held in the greatest esteem for
medicinal quulities which it does not pos-
#ess, at the enormous riate of F00 an
vunce in gold. The great bulk gathered in
this country, estimated at from 1,000,000 to
1,025,000 pounds annually, is consigned to
this city and exported direct to Ching, ex-
cept a small proportion which is consumerd
by the Chinese residents of Californian, It
sclls rapidly here ot from 5175 to $2 50
wr  pound. It  appeared in  evi-
cnce  thst  the adulteration consisted
ol two soris, In one case the root of another
plant resemibling ginseng in itz outward ap-
pearance, which grows all over the southern
Stutes, had been mixed with the real article to
the extent of fifty per cent. Inanother boles
had been bored through the root and these
filled with lead to add to its weight. There
are no experts in the city capable of detect-
ing the spurions from the genuine root, and
New York merchants decline to sell it with
a guaraniee on that account. All the adul-
terations were traced to Knoxville, Tennes-
se¢, s the original shipping point, and it
was found they came lhruugi the hands of a
single receiver here, who was-adjudged to
repay stich s copsiderable sum to the de-
ceived merchants that it is believed the
adulteration will be ntnppeiL
