A Mr. Baker, n journalist, a Pole by birth
and a member of the Russian nihilist party,
was interviewed recently by the Brooklyn
Fagle, and gave the results of an interview
between a committee of the nihilists and the
lute Emperor Alexander, in which that

monarchh was informed of the abuses of

which the peopls complained, and which he
fiatly refused to redresa. We append the
conclusion of that interview, and gome facts
as to the condition of the Russian people
that will startle our readers nnd make =
large drafl upon their symputhies,

Reporter—Can you mention any other de-
u:lmrrunda at that meeting?

Mr. Baker—The committee demanded the
withdrawal of state support from the Greek
church, This, of course, the ezar would not
hear of.

Reporter—Why, of conrse?

Mr. Baker—Because the czar is the head
of the Greek church, and arrogates to him-
self equality with the Deity.

Reporter—Bat that seems to involve the
most degraded superstition on the part of his
subjects, does it not?

Mr. Baker—Of course it does. But, per-
haps, you are not familiar with the histo®y
of this phase of the government in Rassia,
The first of the Romanoffs, as you do kunow,
was Michael Feodovich, This Michael was
the son of the then patriarch of Russia, the
supreme pontifl’ of the Greek church, hold-
ing a position toward the Greek Catholics
that the pope does in the Roman church.
His mother was o holy woman, a nun by the
name af Martha. Peter the Great, when he
had a dificulty with the patriarch, Nicon,
solved it easily by abolishing the patriarch-
ate and assoming the tiara himselfl. He
went a atep further than Henry VIII of Eng-
land, though he adopted his method. Ever
since that time the czar has maintained dual
headship of political and religious Russia.

THE CEAR BEQUAL WITH GOD.

Reporter—Ia this the ereed of intelligent
Buossiana?

Mr. Baker—It is treason to hold any other.
Let me repeat to you a bit of the Russian
catechism, It is for use in holy Russia; bear
in wind, and it is not written for circulation
in the United States.

RIVER vs. RAIL.

Thoe Benofits that are Heing Reaped by
the Peeple of the Mississipp! Val-
ley from the

Improvements Madoe by Eads at the
Mouth of the Mississippl River—
Great Saving of Time and Money.

St. Louis Republican: “That the uneasi-
ness of the New York merchants at the sur-
prising illustration of cheap and rarid car-
riage on the Mississippi afforded in the Oak-
land’s tow of 853,000 bushels of grain to New
Orleans is not without ample ground, will be
evident from the figures in the case. The
Oakland will probably reach New Orleans in
eight days from the time of starling. The
trip can be made in six days, and il neces-
sary, the time of tows will be brought down
to that standard. This will be & saving of
six days over railroad freight carriage from
the Missisippi to the Atlantic seaboard,
since ordinary freight trains do not make the
transit under twelve days, and often consume
fourteen daye. This suving of six W eight
days more than compensates for the differ-
ence in time against New Orleans sod in {a-
vor of New York .acrosa the ocean, and
makes it practicable to ship grain from the
Mississippi all the way by water to Liver-
poal quicker than by rail to New York sod
thence across the ccean.  Again, there is no
trunsfer at New Orleans; there is only a
shifting, the barges being towed along-
side the steamer and the grain hoisted aboard
by elevators. At New York the grain
must be first shiited from cars at the depot
into boats, transferred two or three miles,
and again shifted to the steamer in the har-
bor—invelving sn expense that freight =t
New Orleans is not subject to. The barge
rate on grain from St. Louia to New Orleans
is eight cents n bushel, and the ocean rate
thence to Liverpool is about (wenty cents—
making twenty-eight cents & bushel from St,
Louis to Liverpool by the river route. The
rail rate from St. Louis to New York is fif-
teen cents a bushel, and the ocean rate thence
to Liverpool seventeen cents—making thirty-
two cents a bushel from St. Louis w0 Liver-
pool through New York or any other Atlantic

ort. Here is a difference of four cents a
gu-hei, therefore, in favor of she river route,
and this can be incressed to seven cents when
barge rates shall be reduced o five cents a
bushel between St. Louia and New Orleans—
a rate which will leave a good profit. The
Mississippi river route, therefore, offers con-
sidarable advantages over the rail route to
New York—a difference of seven centa a
bushel in freigh®and of one to three days in

Lot ma tell you
that every official, no matter what his rack
is, i in this respect a sesgneur, and that the
husband of a pretty woman, the father of o
virtuous maiden, is compelled to surrender
her upon demand of any petty office-holder
under penalty of being sent to Biberia.
There is vo remedy. To whom can the out-
raged victim sppeal for vengeance? To no-
body. All this was laid before the czar in
detail three weeks ago, and his reply was:
“No constitution during my lifetime.”

The impression seems to be general that the
bonds will be issued as four per cents, and

act that such bgnds would carry a slightly
lower rate of interest than the four-and-one-
hnlf per cents, But there are unds for
saying that the department is sericusly con-
sidering the gquestion, and it is believed, that
aiter carefully weighing the respective
advantages possessed by the two classes, a
decision in favor of the four-and-one-half
r centa may not improbably be arrived at,
I: the first place it will not be forgotien that
thte various votes had in congress upon the
recent funding bill disclosed a most decided
predilection for a short bond. In both
houses the majorities in favor of a short o
tion of redeemability were large, and the
opinion was frequently expressed that a seri-
ons mistake had been made by the congress
which authorized the four per cent. thirty-
year bond. It is, perhaps, a snflicignt answer
to this last mentioned opinion t rall the |
fact that in 1870 a four per cent. bond for a
short period would have met with little favor
from the investing elasses, but, in justification
of the present opinion of congress, it will
readily be admitted that our eredit has not
only greatly improved, but that we have en-
tered upon an ers of debl-g;’mg in lieu of
debt cresting. In paying off the debt daring
the past few years the treasury department
hag been under the necessity of buying ita
own bonds at a premium, owing to the fact
that the various periods of redeemability
had been fixed at dates too far in the
future, and the public has at times shown
itself restive under these large payments
on sccount of premiume. Therefore, con-
gress wizely provided, in the bill recently vo-
toed, that the option of redeemahility should
‘fall in’ at the expiration of one year for one
clasa of the new securities and in five years
for the other, It is belioved that these con-
siderations will ontweigh with the secretary
of the treasury the apparent advaniage to be
ained by issuing the bonds at four per cent.
‘hat any real advantage pertains to the four
per cents seems doubtinl when it is cqpsid-
ered thal when once issued they muost con-
tinue to bear interest at that rate for upward
of twenty-six years, except, of course, such
as are bought in {rom time to time by the
treasury at such rates as the market estab-
lishes, The interest payments alone to the
year 1007 —prior to w ich vear the govern-
ment could not redeem the bonds except by
consent of the owners—would amount o
about $104,000000. For a like amount of
