COLORED UNTVERSITY

O West Tennessee — The Sixth Annual
Commencement on Friday Last—
A Very Large

Attendance—Exercises and Examination
Altogether Satisfactory to the
Patrons and Trustees,

Enrtors ArprAL—The exercises of this
institution opened at 9 am, Friday, March
25, 1881. The examination commenced with
the least advanced claxses, ascending until
the closing hour, 3 p.m., at which time the
rhetorical exercises were introduced, and
all who were present fully admit that the
duties assigned to the pupils were performed
with admirable effect. The classes were
tried and tested thoroughly in reading,
lling, arithmetic, and English analysis.

e higher classes displayed wuch pro-
ficiency a8 to take those present with
surprise, 80 well were they drilled.
After the examination was over ad-
dresses were delivered by the venerable
Captain Sam Hayes, Hev. B. Lee and Cap-
tain J. W. Levi. At this juncture Prof.
H. N. Rankin intreduced a1 colored young
man, s native of Enst Tennessee, a law stu-
dent, by the name of Ti. 8. Conner, a gradu-
ate of the freedmen’s college of Maryville,
East Tennessee, who spoke upon the facili-
ties now offered the colored race for mental
cnlture and moral elevation, demonstrating
by arguments beyond a reasonable doubt
that no race ever enjoyed superior advant-

es over them for intellectual sdvancement.

e effects of the remarks of this voung
man were of such acharacter and so elo-
quently spoken that when he retired to his
seat the house resounded with enthusiastic
applause,

Captain J. W, Levi'made an excellent ad-
dress 1o the patrons and pupils of the school,
and asked the privilege of mndiuf the fol-
lowing recommendation of those who favoreld
the founding of this desirable institution of
learning: “We, the undersigned citizeus of
Memphis and vicinity do most heartily com-
mend the establishment of the West Tin-
nessee University, as provided for by ncts of
the general nssembly of the State of Ten-
nessee, March 12, 1848, approved January
26, 1860,  We earnestly hope the trustees
will everywhere meet with abundant mate-
rial and moral support.  And we recommend
them to the conrtesy and cousideration of the
friends of education and somal sdvancement
throughout our eity, State and country.”

N. Rankin
was then a practicivg lawyer and
persuaded him to abandon his !nr.—.\vliw- and
establish said school. They informed him
that ten yeara prior to the establishment of
said university it was the universal rentiment
of the colored people in that distriet that
Peabody Hights waa the proper place to lo-
cate an institution of a high order of learn-
ing. And it seems from the actions
of the directors that this senliment
will soon be ecarried into effect.  Another
strange facl. Nearly forty vears ngo the
early settlers, mostly Virginians, and some
well educated, established a school within
thirty yurds of the present college building
for the white youths of that day., Colonel
Jobn T. Harris visited thic school, and
].h_l'llllt'i! out the very spot where he atte nded
school in his youth, and gave the names of
