New York Times: SBome very startlin
revelations have been made of the doings nﬁ
soveral Scotch missionaries in Central Africa.
In 1876 the Church of Seotland founded a
mission and imiuatrul station called Blan-

| tyre,on the Shire river, near the southern

end of Lake Nysasa. The origina! arty

sent oot consisted of T.J. Macklin, LD,

| and five artisans, all being lsymen, There

| was no regular clerical hﬂﬁ at Blantyre until
1878, when Rev. Duff Macdonald was ap-
pmum! to that pmnuon. In the interval,
oversight was furnished, or request, from the
mission station of the Scottish Free church
at Livingstonia. Early last year charges of
nfmuuun cruelty were made against the mis-
sionaries at Blantyre by Mr. Chirnside, and
¢ general assemb] pointed a commission
to investignte them, Raokin and Mr,
Pringle, an _elder, a.ccommglv visited the
station, asnd took testimony in  pres
ence of % British vice-consul.
The commimioners © had made thair
reportd to the commission of the nssembly,
whieh has promptly voted to recall the dis-
graced missionaries. The reports cover spe-
cifically nive cases, of which six were of flog-
gings, one of execution and two of raids on
| neighboring chiefs. It scems thut the Seot-
tish committee having the greatest care of
the misgion had instructed the missionaries
| that they were to exercise eivil and eriminal
jurisdiction, and knew that their instructions
| were being obeyed. Whether they alas knew
in what spirit magisterihl authority was be-
ing exercised is not stated. The first case of
undue severity was that of a man named
| Gonsanbuio, “a habitusl thief, robber, and
housebreaker,” Ile was sentenced by Mr.
James Stewart, of Livingstonia, teen ad in-
terim head of the mission, to ninety-six lushes,

| the benighted Africans the pore, peace-
able, gentle gospel of Christ; o persnade
them to abaudon their wars, their cru-
elties, and their system of injustice and op-
pression, and yet as chiefs they were worse
than the eavages. Omne of the commisdoners,
Mr. P rmgh is constrained to admit that na-
tive rule “has proved to be more humane,
more jisl, wore consistent and more effective”
than that of the :ulmlmmrxm We do not
onder that there s great indignation in
Scotland, and a general demand for all the
facts of this most disgraceful missionary ad-
| ministration. Let “not the offenze be pal-
| linted nor the offenders shielded,” savs Dr.
Begg, and Dr, Phin declares that if it is
| necessary to earry on African missions in this
way they must be abandoned. The commis-
sion of the asssembly, in the judgment of
many, dealt too le mulllf with Rev, Dufl Mac-
donald and hix associntes.
