A BiXK TAX CASE

Brought A gainst the Albany AsaesNora
Decided for the Plaintiff In the

Federal C'onrt.

Albany. March 31. Judge Wallace, of
the United States conrt Ior the northern dis
trict, has rendered a decision in the bank
tax case. The suit was brought by C. P.
Williams against the board of assessors for
the refunding of the tax assessed upon
share of the stock of the Kational Albany
Exchange bank. After the recent decisiou
of the fnited States supreme court he as-
signed bis claim to Edward M. Stanley, of
Chicago, in whose name the action was be-

gun against the board of supervisors to
recover the tax- illegally exacted, extending
from August 11, 1874, to September Zl, ISSI,
Judge Wallace gives judgment for plaintiff.
finding as conclusions of law: First That
the act of the legislature of the State of
Mew York, entitled an act authorizing taxa
tion of stockholders, banks and surplus
funds, passed April 23, IStki, was in conflict
with the provisions of the laws of the United
States; that taxation by State authority of
the shares of stock in the bauking associa-
tions incorporated under the laws of the
United Stales should not be a greater rate
than is assessed upon other moneyed capital
in the hands of individual citizeus in such
State, and was, therefore, void so far as it
authorized or purported to authorise the
assessment and taxation of the shares in the
bankiug associations incorporated under such
Jaws of. tbe United States. Second That
the assessment and taxation of the stock
holders of the Kational Albany Exchange
bank was unauthorized and void, and the
money collected of such stockholders was
the property of aud belonged to the stock'
holders respectfully, and was collected and
received by the treasurer of the county with
out right or lawful authority. The amount
involved is ?o2,000.

Tbe Crop Outlook la Ohio.
Kew York, March 31. Specials to the

Jeruid from about a hundred points in Ohio in
regard to the prospects of the wheat crop show
a general incieasc in acreage ranging from
ten to twenty-fiv- e per cent., though slightly
falling oil iu a few sections.

the banks into Maudan, opposite Bit- -
niarck. It is thought that all the people.
reacnea tue oiuns in saiety, uut tneir ulb
ing last night and to-d- must be indescrib-
able. All communication is cut off, as the
wires are down, and it is impossible to cross
the river. There are four feet of water and
large chunks of floating ice in the streets
rf the unfortunate city, and the mercury has
been down to twelve degrees below zero . for
the past twenty-fou- r hours. To-nig- ht the
river is still thirty feet above low-wat- er

mark and no signs of giving way. Mayor
George Peoples, with a skiff and crew, res-

cued five men from the ice in the bottoms
below town y. One man, named PaU- -
gerser,.was on a floating piece of ice and
unable to speak. People walked over two
miles on the gorged ice to get him. The
river is four miles wide here. The railroad
and government warehouses at the levee are
damaged considerably, and the end is not
yet - It is feared there is still another gorge
above. Over one hundred head of cattle in
the bottoms in this vicinity have perished.
Bismarck is twenty-fiv- e feet above the pres
ent rise, and is therefore safe, as the river
would have to be over twenty miles wide
before the city's level could be reached.

At Sleax City.
Sioux City, March 31. There arc indi

cations of a gorge in the Missouri river,
reaching from a point fifteen miles above this
city at least as far as Springfield, Dakota,
seventy miles as the crow flies. Most of the
bottom lands from five to fifteen miles wide
are Hooded by these gorges. The town of
Green Island, opposite Yankton, has been
swept away. Ibe inhabitants could be
seen from Yankton clinging to their
houses as they floated off. A large amount
of stock is supposed to hate been drowned.
All the bottom lands are flooded, and all
were well settled. The river steamer Western
sunk at Yankton and the steamer Fontenelle
six miles above. The boats in the harbor at
Yankton are so badly broken by the ice
that none will be ready for service for
sixty days. The names of the boats lost
so far are the Western, Fontenelle and
F. G. Batclielor. The Western belonged to
the Coulson line, the fontenelle to the 1 elk
line, and the Batchelor to Joe Lighten, of
St. Paul. All of them are total wrecks. The
steamers above Yankt-.- are left in a bad
shape on the bank by the subsiding of the
water. The river is now falling at Yankton and
points above. At Vermillion, thirty-fiv- e miles
northwest ot this city, the water was ten leet
deep in the principal street at noon y.

All tbe inhabitants have gone to me bum
back of the town. The gorges held. At
latest accounts the river was runmug across
bottom land. The river at the city is rising
slowly. A rescuing train for the inundated
districts will leave the city

Physical SnlTerlns; Seeks Death
by Abstinence from I'ood.

two days at a time, from the belief that lit
health would be improved by giving her di-
gestive organs renoee. She has also once or
twice abstained from speaking tor a long
time. Miss Denell is a sister-in-la-w of Dr.
B. H. Aylworth. and lives in his family. Lc
spite her strange eonduct, she cannot be said
to be insane, aa she would always converse
rationally, but was very determined in car
rying out her own will, since JNovember,
187'J, she has not, so far as can be ascertained,
spoken an audible wool, though her organs
of speech are not at all affected or in--
iurud. Durinir the winter she complained of
