Is the Condition-- of the President's Island
Workhonse, According to the Com-

mittee of the County Court
Which Reported to that Body

Yesterday.

The Bedding and Clothing of the Pris
oners in an Indiscriuable Condition,

and the Air of the Sleeping
Rooms Sasty Beyond

Words to Tell.

The county quarterly court met for the
AdHI term at the courthouse yesterday morn
ing, the following magistrates being present:

GENERAL BUSINESS.

The following business was transacted: A
number of petitions for reduction of assess
ments were granted; also a number of bills
were allowed, the amount ol liO was or
dered paid for building the bridge across
Griffin creek, north of the new Brownsville
road.

ELECTION OF ASSESSORS POSTPONED.

The election of city and county assessors
was postponed until Monday, April 12th.

COUNTY WORKHOUSE.

The following report on Presidents Island
county workhouse by the committee, consist-
ing of Esquires Wellborn, Smith, Winters
and Brett, was received and filed, and the
court ordered that the committee be con-
tinued"" and that Chairman Holman and
County-Attorne- y Taylor be added to it, and
that Judge Horrigan and Attorney --General
Tur ner, of the criminal court, be requested
to act with them.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE.

The committee visited the island work-
house on the 28th of March, arriving at
noon, when the prisoners v.vre at their noon
meal.

A WORKHOUSE DINNER.
The allowance was placed on a tin plate

for each prisoner. It consisted of a large
square of cornbread, a heaped plate of
cracked hominy, a large slice or rasher of
pork, all well cooked and cleanly prepared.
This was the kind and quantity of food pre-
pared for the three daily meals, except at
breakfast, when coffee was added, and at
supper sometimes molasses was added. No
charge of neglect as to food can be sustained.

BEDS AND BEDDING.

The whites, blacks and the women are
separately confined at night. The bunks are
arranged in three tiers. On the beds is a
shuck mattress, a coarse osnaburg sheet, and
on some one and on others two large, heavy
woolen blankets.

WRETCHEDLY FILTHY.
Iii the room occupied by the negroes (he

bedding was wretchedly filthy, the sheets an 1

ticking of the mattresses Leiog begrimmed
with great-- and dirt. The committee could
not learn when the bed-tic- had been
washed, but the sheets had been washed soon
after last Christmas. The room was very
close, with unclean beds and unclean occu-
pants.

A FOUL PItlVY.
The privy is not what it should be. It

should be cut off or excluded by some means
from the prison-roo- Dow it occupies a
prominent place in one end of the room, it
being a platform raised high for a barrel
from an opening ou the outside, on top of
the barrel being a large funnel. Taken in
all surroundings it gave ont an odor quite
sickening to unaccustomed olfactories. If
continued it must become very unhealthy
during this spring and summer. The same
objection can be made to the wards for
whites and for women, but in these two latter
ward i the bedding was reasonably clean.

DIRTY PRISONERS.

In person the negro prisoners, particularly,
and most of the whites, were utimitigatingly
dirty. They did not know how long it had
been Bince they had changed their clothing,
and their dirty appearance was fair evidence
of the truth of this charge; yet their clothing
was not ragged.

TREATMENT OF PRISONERS.

The committee examined several prisoners
as to their treatment, and offered the follow-
ing cases as examples:

john jones's statement.
John Jones, colored, was iound sick in

his bunk; said he had been on the island two
weeks; had been confined with piles since hU
arrival; had received no medical attention
during that time except from Mr. Foster, one
of the guards. He was unable to eat the
food given him, and on complaint to Deputy
Sheriff Collins he jabbed him in the sides,
and hit him on the head with an iron poker,
and also struck him on the head with a pis-
tol, which, he said, was witnessed by many
colored prisoners, and these prisoners so tes
tihed before the committee; yet the commit-
tee found but a small scab on the prisoner's
head, which he said was made by the blow
from the pistol.

STATEMENT OF HENRY ErPES.
Henry Eppes said he had been whipped by

Lockery with a barrel 9tave without cause.
ARCHIE TINDALL TESTIFIES.

Tindall said he was whipped by J)eputy
Sheriff Collins because he was afraid to sit
up with a sick man as directed by Collins;
and he saw Mr. Stinson whip Robert Butler
and Henry Eppes, striking them with his
fist and with sticks.

DID NOT SEE IT.

Authonv Sexton said he had seen no imt- -
sons whipped since he had been there, about
ten days, but he u id not stay in the colored
ward.

REMARKS BY THE COMMITTEE.

The committee presents this summary of
evidence on the subject of disciplineor treat
ment; it is necessarily incomplete, it being
the testimony of colored prisoners, except
the last witness who had been only ten days
on the island; the white prisoners being at
work in a distant part of the field.

LITTLE MEDICAL ATTENTION.

The committee found one convict very
sick, dang. rotisly so, with pneumonia, and in
the hospital. lie said he had leen sick three
weeks, and in that lime Dr. Willeford had
been but once to see him; that he had very
little attention paid to hiin.

THEY SAID 1 HAT HE SAID.

It is due, however, to Deputy Collins to
say that he and Mr. Stinson said that it was
the duty of the guard to give attention to the.
sick, and that although Dr. Willetord had
but once been to see the sick man, vet Mr.
Foster, one of the employes on the island,
had studied medicine, was a pretty fair doctor,
and prescribed all necessary medicines, and
that the sick man's wife lived near on the
island, and was with him every day.

CONCLUDING REFLECTIONS.
The committee winds up the report by

stating: "These are simply the facts as seen'
aud heard by your committee, aud as the
members of that committee have each drawn
a separate conclusion or inference upon
which they might probably not agree, we
tender no advice drawn thertf:irm."

ADJOURNED.
After transacting some other routine busi-

ness, the court adjourned over to next Tues-
day, at which time the assessors will be
elected and the court will act on road mat-
ters.

You won't put up
money in the affirmative, and you know it.
What part, then, will the debt question play
in tbe next canvass?
