A PRISONER PARDONED

Who was Sentenced to Death for Arson
—~He Wanted Either Death or
Liberty.

Waeerive, W. Va, April 8.—Governor
Jackson jssued an unconditional pardon to
Elinhu Gregg, seatenced to be hanged. The
crime for which Gregg was tried and sen-
tenced was the burning of the courthouse of
Preston county in 1869, The day before he
was to have been hanged he escaped, but was
recaptured about two years afterward in
Green county, Pennsylvania, and brought
back to his State, On his second trial the
same sentence of desth was passed upon him.
He appealed his case to the supreme court,
which decided against him. The last official
act of Governor Mathews was to commute
Gregg's sentence to life imprisonment, but he

refused to accept this act of executive clem- |

ency, saying he wanted either liberty or
death. Bince Governor Jackson's succession
to the governorship numerous petitions have
ponred in asking for Gregg's pardon. After
reviewing the case carefully Governor Jack-
son finally decided to issue an uncouditional
pardon to Gregg.
