Judge Horrigan, of the criminal court,
has decided that a deputy sheriff can enter
the cotton exchange room for the purpose of
summoning jurors, but it would be better
taste to summon jurors outside, and not in-
terfere with business men who visit the ex-
change, to look at blackboard qaotations.
The rules of the exchange prohibit all but
members from entering the room. There is
no necessity- - for a deputy sheriff violating
this rule, especially when professional jurors
are as thick as forest leave ii) midsummer.
