DREAD DETAILS.

The Latest and Fullest Particulars of
the Terrible Earthquake Which

Almost Depopulated One or the
Most Beaut irul Islands of the

(ireclan Archipelago.

Four Thonsand Persons Killed The
People Demoralized by the An-

nouncement of a Fanatical Greek
Priest that the Island Will

Soon Sink Oat of Sight.

Lontkvn, April 16. A correspondent of
the 2ons,at Chios, says: "1 have now made,
from personal oliservaliou and with the help
of others, a pretty thorough canvass of the
state ol auaira throughout the island, the
total number of dead is scarcely less than
4000, although r?onie nllowance may be due
to the fact that immediately alter the disas-
ter many persons crossed to the mainland,
and some of those now reported as dead may
be there. The villages on the southern side
of the island are completely wrecked, har lly
a Biugle house being left standing. Tbe
center of the volcanic action seems to have
been near Nenita, overlooking Megalo bay,
on the east coast, where dOil persons perished
out of a population of 1200. At Vounds,
twenty-si- x perished out of a population of
600; at Philatra, sixty out of 2o0; at Kala-moat- i,

forty out of l,o00; at Armilia, thirty
out of tiOO, and at Kiney I'M
out of 480, On the western side
of the island, at Meala, many houses fell,
but nobody was killed. At Yeshat three-fourt-

of the buildings were wrecked, but
only one person was killed. At Lethi
twenty-thre- e persons were killed out of 606,
and at Arguima forty out of 400. At Ana-bat-

twelve were killed. This is the most
northerly town on the west side which suf-

fered severely. The other towns were se-

verely shaken, but are not in ruins. The
district of C'hio and towns southwest of it
suffered most of all. Kallimassia is simply
a mass of ruins. It is difficult to distinguish
one house from another. 1 cannot conceive
how any considerable number of the popula-
tion escaped. Only 448 perished out of
1S00. The neighboring villages suffered
similarly. Seven of the principal ones, con-
taining 8570 people, are believed td have
lost 12:27 in dead. At least nine-tent- of
the houses in the southern and southwestern
portions of the island must be rebuilt or re-

paired. The population is now coming out,
and there is great need of food and shelter.
The northern part requires help, but to less
extent. Those severely wounded are being
brought to Chios hymen from the ships.
The work of clearing away the ruins has be-

gun here, but in the villages the people are
still panic stricken. Little can be done as
loug aa tbe shocks contiuue. Oi the 200 per-
sons who perished in Theopatomai only
sixty-fiv- e bodies have been recovered, and a
similar proportion in other villages. .About
50,000 people are camped in the southern
half of the island with nothing but what
they have on their backs. Progress has been
made toward systemizing relief organizations.
The people are further demoralized by the
preachings of a foolish Greek priest, who
warus theui to ilee as the island is about to
be completely swallowed up. The arch-
bishop and governor arc seeking to allay the
excitement, but many are still emigrating to
the mainland aud adjacent island. At Kil- -

limassia a Uerman doctar who was in one ol
the houses at the time of the disaster relates
the first warning he had was seeing the dishes
on the table fall ou the floor. A few seconds
later the walls fell outward. From this and
similar testimony I believe in thisdistrict the
brst shock was nearly vertical and followed
immediately by horizontal oscillations.

An Appeal commissioner has devoted the,
past three davs to the interviewing of tbe
fruit-raise- rs in aud around Memphis, to
ascertain what effect the past winter has had
on fruit nroatiects for the coming season,
The result of his investigations will not tend
to "bull" the market, as in every instance
owners of orchards report losses-- to the crop
ranging from one-ha- lf to three quarters on
the average yield. Plums have suffered most
and the entire crop is reported killed.
Peaches have also suffered to a great extent,
although reports as to the damage sustained
are varied. Where orchards are on hills
and exposed bleak places, the crop has been
injured more seriously than where they have
been protected by forest . trees. The few
whose fruit farms line tbe bank of the river
have not been injured so much, as the fogs
from the river have served to warm the at-
mosphere in their immediate locality. Not-
withstanding the severe weather of the past
season there was no winterkill of the trees.
The two light freezes of April 1st and 2d did
the damage, together with the frosts that have
fallen up to within the past three days.

B, D. Goodwyn, whose orchards are at
White Station, tliiuks he will raise half a
crop of peaches.

. S. Elani, residing in the eighteenth dis-

trict, reports serious damage, lie estimates
three-fourt- of his peaches as being killed.

R. G. Craig, whose fruit farm is ou the
Cow Island road, three' miles south of the
city and near the river bank, is of the opin-
