Senator Burnside (excitedly) I ssy there
has been no bargain, and any man who says
there has saya what is false.

Senator Butler paused before making any
reply, which pause was taken advantage of
by Senator Bumside to repent the assertion
that the statement that there was a bargain
was false.
. Senator Butler (quietly) The senator

may characterize it a false as much as he
leases.- - I say, inasmuch as the senator has

seen fit to say that the charge is false, I will
not make it in this chamber.

Senator Burnside I say that any man who
ssys there is a bargain says what is false;
and now the senator may say what he likes.
It say it is false 1 false 1 false (emphasizing
each word with a blow of his clenched hand
upon his desk) ! in every word, in letter and
inspirit. Laughter and applause.! I have
heard this thing long enough. I do not, as
an honorable (man, propose to sit here and
listen to it; and any man who says that
there is a corrupt bargain on this side of the
chamber, I say, tells a falsehood.

Senator Butier (calmly) The senator has
the right to say what he pleases. I am not
to be betrayed into any excitement.

Senator Burnside I am not the least bit
excited. Loud laughter, in which Senator
Butler joined heartily, and which was occa-
sioned by Senator Burnside's manner and dis-

claimer. I am just giving emphasis to what
I propose to say.

Senator Butler I say the senator is un-

commonly equable.
Senator Burnside I am in perfect good

humor, and properly calm, Mr. President.
Renewed laughter.
Senator Butler I congratulate the senator

on keeping cool; I am delighted to fee him so
cool. Laughter. -

Senator Burnside I do not speak so loud
as the senator, but I reiterate my statement
that any man who says there was a bargain
on this side of the chamber says what is
false.

Senator Butler Another case of coolness.
Alluding to the emphasis Senator Burnside

placed upon the word false. I want to ssy
to the senator, and all other senators on that
side, when they . adopt the tactics he has
adopted, if lie supposes by the use of such
language as that he can deter me from a
full, complete and unqualified .discussion
of a public act, the senator is simply mis-

taken.
Senator Burnside I do not think there is

a member on this floor who will say for a
moment that I desire to deter any man from
anything like free discussion.

SANITARY COUNCIL

or the Mlasieaipp! Valley la Session at
Evanavllle, Indiana, Teaterday

Subject Preaeated

For DJaaasaioa aad to fee Decided lMu
To-Da- y Tne desolations of the

Louisiana Board of Health.

Evansvuxe, In p., April 20. The first
meeting of the session of 1881 of- - the Sanita-
ry Council of the Mississippi Valley took
place at Evans hall, in this city, this morn-
ing. The following topics were presented
for discussion:

Urtl. Representatives of the National
Board to reside at a quarantine station on the
Mississippi river: also. reDresentatives to re
side in rew Orleans, with the privilege of
access to the records of the State Board of
Health, and to attend their meetings.

Second. Arrangement of work of inspec-
tors of railroads and steamboats: Inspec-
tion of mouth of the river and ordering in-
fected vessels to Ship Island. -

Third. The means of informing boards of
health in the valley of danger or apprehend-
ed danger.

Fourth. To secure concert of action if yellow-

-fever or other infectious disease appears
or threatens to spread, and classification of
freight for quarantine purposes.

Dr. Soloman, of New Orleans, read the
resolution of the Louisiana State Board of
Health which was adopted last Thursday. It
requires that the agent of the National
Board of Health have access to vessels arriv-
ing in common with the quarantine officers;
that any doubtful or suspicious case be re-
ported to him for report to the association;
that where differences of opinion arise they
shall be submitted to arbitration, the result
of which shall be reported. The adoption
of this resolution would produce more har-
mony between the National and State Boards
than has hitherto existed.

Fifth. This topic was discussed at the af-
ternoon session.

The Sanitary Commission was formally
welcomed at Evans hall this evening by
Mayor Bridwell on behalf of the citizens,
and by Judge Asa Igleheart on behalf of the
State of Indiana. -

The chief question of general interest dis-

cussed y related to the class of articles
which might be transported during epidem-
ics. The committee having this subject un-
der consideration recommended the exclu-
sion of all closed boxes and the use of
barges and boat hulls.

Dr. Mitchell, ot Memphis, having asked
for the opinion of representatives of railroad
sal river interests,

Captain O'Neil, of the St. Louis Anchor
line, said his practical experience in the
transportation of freight was that the only
danger from epidemics was lrom inclosed
hulls and bilge-wate- r. Disease is transferred
from gulf vessels to river craft, but from ex
pressed merchandise no trouble had ever
been experienced. There were a few articles
on the list exempted by the commission, such
as jute, rag9 in bales and similar articles, to
which he would object. He thonght importa
tions from uninfected vessels to river craft
equally pure should not be obstructed.

The Latest Accounts from the Inun-

dated Districts of the Rock River '
Valley in Illinois and Wisconsin

Loss or Life Parts of Chi-

cago Overflowed. ..

Manufacturing Establishments Forced to
Suspend Operations Another Flood

Equal in Volume to that of

an immense amount of
Sterling, Illinois, it is twelve

feet above low-wat- mark and still rising
for twenty-fou- r hours. The immense manu-
facturing interests of Rock Falls opposite
Sterling, have been threatened with complete
destruction, and night ami day hundreds of
men have worked for dear life to protect
their bulkheads and raceway. If the water
should rise another foot the loss would be
enormous. The lower part of Sterling is
flooded, the fair gronnds are submerged and
distilltriesjwhil j hundrerlsjof cattle are on an
island with water crowding dangerously on
all sides. The Chicago and Northwestern
railroad track for five miles is completely
covered with water and much of
it is washed away. The track
between Clinton and Dixon has been aban-
doned and there is no communication with
the outside world except by telegraph. The
river between Sterling and Erie has over-
flowed and is covering the country for many
miles, and if it continnes rising the destruc-
tion will be fearful. Thousands of anxious
people line the river banks watching the fear-
ful flood, which at times runs in waves three
or four feet high. At Fort Atkinson, Wis
consin, all the lowlands near the river are
Hooded, and the ice comes down in huge
chunks, crushing bridges and everv obstacle
in its path. The water is within a few inshes
of the piers of the city bridge ,'and the ice has
already moved the bridge over a loot on its
foundation, and two stringers the Chicago
and Northwestern bridge is much damaged
and is pronounced dangerous to travel. At
Rock ford all the dwellings on Loomis, Mon-
tague, Wall, Morgan and Knowlton streets
are flooded, the water in many cases running
into the windows, and the people have
been forced to leave their homes. The
Register office is a foot deep in water,
and others nearly as bad. The water is
twenty-tw- o inches higher than the high- -
water mark of 1877. The river is two miles
wide at several places north and south of
here, and many farmers have large fields of
winter wheat five feet under water, while the
meadows are equally flooded. Above Elgin
the rox river broke its gorge and dam, and
the ice and water tore down the dams at

and Dundee, and at Elgin the
river rose two feet above hizrh-wat- mark.
breaking the dam and sweeping away the
bne iron bridge and the Chicago, Milwaukee
and Sl Paul railroad bridge, just south of
the city, taking off barns and outhouses, and
stores, basements and first-floo- in the chief
streets. The damage so far is from S75.000
to 100,000, and another threatens
the city with further havoc. All mills.
manufactures and water-powe- rs 'have sus
pended operations indefinitely. It is esti-
mated that the water has damaged property
in Kane county alone from $200,000 to $300.- -
000. 1 1 Belott there has been some damage
and great apprehension, but the worst dam-
age seems over. Iu the newspaper offices
the hands were at work with a foot of water
under them.

The river at the Ashland avenue bridfre
rose two and a half inches during the day,
ana tne nooa spread considerably in tin
southeastern part of tiia city. Little & No-
ble's lumber-yar- d is under water, and a bar
rier lias been erected to prevent the timber
lrom noating awn v. 1 he docks on the south
side are invisible. The current in the river
is six to ten miles per hour. The flood ex-
tended this afternoon from Lincoln street to
the river, a distance of over one iiiile. Corn
and hay are floating in the canal, brousht
lrom tne inunilateu Jarins ot the Aux Plains.

Death of Hon. R. E. Troabrldce.
Detroit, April 20. Hon. Rowland E.

Trowbridge, late commissioner of Indian
affairs, died at his home in liirmingham.
