SHERIFF BEATTIE'S DEATH.

How the Negro White Murdered HMim,
and Took the Pistols from IHis
Dead Body.

Some additional particulars have been re-
caived as to the death of Sherifi’ Beattie, of
CUrtttenden county, Arkansas, He, nccompa-
nied by Deputy-Sheriff W. F. Muddux, early
on Thursday morning, rode over to near
Crawfordsville, and spproached thecabin of
the negro Hayes White. They tied their
horses out of sight of the cabin, and, seeing a
colored woman mming out, asked her if
White was at home. She said he was not,
and, being closely questioned by Sherifl
Beattie, she convinced him that her story
was true. He approached the cabin, telling
Maddox to come to him when he waved his
hand. Maddox stood near the fence-gate
as  Sheriff Beattie entered the house,
when a shot was fired, and the sheriff
staggering backward fell in the yard, ex-
claiming that he was shot, and at the same
time throwing up his hand. Maddox ap-
proached and us he did so the murderer White
appeared amd shot at him with a pistol,
wounding him in the thigh., He fell and
hecame paralyzed from fear, he never draw-
ing his pistol and shooting at White, who fired
#rveral shots at him. Maddox fled and ook
refuge in = negro eabin near by, whither he
was follow d by White, wholattempted to en-
ter, but the negro who lived in the eabin in-
duced him not to do so. White then went
back to where Sherifl’ Beattie was lying, took
his pistols, and returning to the :1a§ill in
which Maddox had taken refuge swore he
would go im and kill him and would
kill the negro owner if he at-
tempted to prevent  him, While
White was taking the pistols from Sheriff
Beattie™= body Maddox slipped out of the
cabin, and fleeing across a field gained the
woods, 8o that when White entered the cabin
on his return he did not find Maddox.
White then followed him across the field,
but failed to find him. A= he was leaving
