From Carutliersville, Missouri, 131 miles
above this city, a letter has been received at
the Appeal office, of date April 20(h, and
from M. Cummings, owner of the trading-boa- t

Gem No. 5, stating that on the evening
of the nineteenth instant a strange man and
woman in a skiff were passing down the
river, and when near the bead 01 Island JSo.
16 the man pulled out into midstream; the
woman cried, begged and prayed to be put
ashore, but the wan on reaching midstream
threw the woman overboard, when she was
drowned. The murder was wituessed by
several persons on the shore, and pursuit
was made in skiffs, bnt dark intervening Uie
murderer escaped. Ihe murderer stated to
Mr. Carutuers, when he passed the trading-
boat, that they were from New Madrid, Mis-
souri. Ks CS ia S light, pine Bkiff, sixteen
feet lonf. nainted white. The description of
the man is as follows: He is thirty years of
age, five feet in bight, stoops over when
walking, is heavy set 'and of lfjiht com-
plexion.

This so incensed them that it was
determined to inflict personal chastisement
upon Wilson wherever found. On Saturday
night Messrs. Dennis and James Smith, ac-
companied by another gentleman, fonnd
Wilson in the saloon of Pfemfert & Co. There
were five men in the saloon at the time, one of
them being a friend of Wilson's the Smiths,
however, not then knowing how many ot the
party were his friends. Oue of the Smiths
intended to whip Wilson, and the other two
gentlemen were only to stand by and prevent
outside interference. The Appeal reporter
who visited the saloon Saturday night and
saw Wiisou while his wounds were being at-
tended to, was informed that four men had
attacked him, but it now turns out that but
one of the Smith brothers made the assault,
and at the end of the afl'air the other struck
or kicked him. Yesterday two bench war-
rants were issued by Judge llorrigan, but
on being informed that a warrant had been
sworn out before Magistrate J. M. Coleman,
the judge referred the assault and battery
case to the magistrate, who continued the
case over to next Saturday, the Smith brothers
giving appearance bonds in the sum of $1000
each. They were also put under peace
bonds. At the time of the attack ratlie sa
loon Wilson waa armed with a pistol and
the Smiths had walking-stick- s, but no pistols
or other deadly weapons. From the physi-
cian in attendance upon Wilson an Appeal
reporter learned tha.

ATTEMPTED ESCAPE

From the Connty .all by a Prtsoaep
from Tipton Connty A Clever

Piece of Work Discovered.

At the county jail yesterday a daring at-

tempt to escape was made by a prisoner, An-

derson Bumpos, colored, who is imprisoned
for safe keeping pending his appearace for
trial 011 a charge of grand larceny in Tipton
county. Bumpas was employed in the jail
kitchen as one of the cooks for the prisoners.
He, with the other cooks, who are also pris-
oners, are usually locked up in their cells a
little alter 4 o'clock in the afternoon, when
dinner is over. On Sunday last the jailer
noticed that the grate, or trap through which
the dinners for the prisoners are handed from
the kitchen to the inside of the prison was
out of order and could not be opened. It
evidently bad been tampered with. The
cooks were taken up stairs and eaamiued sep-
arately, but would tell nothing. One of them
however, remarked that he believed that
one of the cooks was attempting to escape.
Search was made yesterday in the kitchen,
and in a coal cellar in front and beneath the
front wall of the jail a barrel on which was
placed a large box was discovered, placed
against the wall, the box was removed,
and at once revealed a hole that had been
dug through the side wall, leading into the
basement outside Six lines of bricks were
taken out, leaving but three lines of bricks
to be removed, when Bumpas and his brother
cooks could crawl out and gain the outer
yard, from y,h:ch it is an easy matter to get
over the waif from fchedti ar,d eal piles.
The bricks and mortar were packed in the
barrel and cleverly concealed from view,
The work of removing the bricks was accom
plished with pieces of sharpened and pointed
iron, liunipos was arrested, and admitted
everything, saying he expected to escape to;
day, Tuesday. lie was locked up, and addi
tional precautions were taken to prevent
similar occurrences in luiure.

Mr. William Gar. traveling for the house
of M. L. Meacham & Co., of this city, called
at the Appeal office yesterday and gave the
following account of the stealing of money
which he had deposited in the Chamberlain
hotel safe at Grenada, Mississippi, he having
had placed therein a Docketbook eontainine
$1065: On; Monday morning, the eighteenth
instant, Air. John jiarnum, proprietor, went
into the sale to get some money belonging to
the house, and stepped to the desk to pay a
Dui. ne naa in the meantime taken the
pocketbook containing the money belonging
to Mr. Gay and laid it on a table in the of-

fice. There was but one person in the office
at the time, and that was J. C. Rudd, traveler
or drummer for the tobacco-hons- e of Leggett
& Myer, St. Louis, Missouri. Mr. Barnum,
after paying the bill, returned to the office
and put the pocketbook of Mr. Gay back into
the safe, not suspecting for one moment that
any of the money had been extracted. Mon-
day night Mr. Gay called for his pocket-boo- k,

and on examination found that he
was short about four hundred and ninety-fiv- e

dollars. Suspicion at once pointed to the
man Kudd, as he was the only person in the
office at the time. Monday passed and no
discovery waa made.
