THE STRUGGLE BETWEEN IGNoO-
BANCE AND INTELLIGENCE.

The dead-lock in the United States senate
is prolonged by the Republicans for the sole
purpose of gaining strength in the southern
States. But time will demonstrate that the
bargain between the Republicans, Mahone
and Riddleberger will have wo effect what-
ever upon the solid south, except to make
it more solid. Every southern Demoerat is
strengthened in his political faith and prac-
tics by the disgraceful exhibition at Wash-
ington. The people of the southern Btates
are sctusted by higher motives than those
which animate the Bepublicans, Makone and
Riddleberger. Any bargain between these
parties will be spurned by the southern peo-
ple, who cling together for seli-protection.
The contest in the south is between ignorance
and poverty on one side and wealth and
intelligence on the other. In the southern
States nine-tenths of the Bepublican party
cousists of the ocolored race, recently
emancipated from slavery. It isstill igno-
and iltiterate, Tt has not yet had
time to be educated up to the level
the great duties which have devolved
upon it. To surrender power and the con-
trol of public offices in the south now lo the
Republicans is virtually to surrender it to
the most ignorant and illiterate class, or,
what is wourse, to vile and unprincipled dem-
agogues, who, for selfish purposes, deceive
and mislead the ignorant masses. Tt is the
solid, illiterate colored vote which forces the
intelligent whites to unite. When thieves
combine honest men are forced to unite, and
for the same remson the educated whites of
the south are driven into an alliance when
the ignorant blacks unite for the purpose of
securing power. If the colored people paid
nearly all the taxes, us the whites do—if
they were educated and intelligent, as the
whites are—if they were capable of forming
intelligent opinions for themselves and legis-
Iating wisely, the south would long since
have divided on administrative questions of
revenue, finance, currency, banking, improve-
ments, ele. But the southern whites believe
as the northern whites would believe under
similar circumstances, that it would not be
wise for the intelligence, refinement and
surtehider all its precious interests to the
management of the ignorant and destitute
classes of our populstion, who own
uo property, are incapable of understanding
the effects of legislation or rending the bal-
lot which they deposit at the polle. The is-
sue in the south is between ignorance and in-
telligence, life and death, and any bargain
which Mahone may make with the Republi-
cans cannot remove the eanse which forces the
whitea of the south to unite for self-preserva-
tion. The fact that the Republicans have
clasped Mahone, the great American ropudi-
ator, to their hearts, and that Mahone has
turned traitor and embraced the Republican
party, doea not lessen the evils that would
inevitably flow from the rule of illiterate
negroes, and the disreputable bargain be-
tween the Republicans and Mahone will not
induce the edueated whites of the south to
sugenmb to negro rule. Indeed, the Demo-
crats have gained strength by the nefarious
bargain between the Repnblicans and Ma-
houe.

Manufactur-
ers who have used it say that to them it is
much chenper, some say hall the price of
gas, The engine they use in their works
runs also the dynamo-electric apparatus by
which the light is produced, The increase
in fuel and labor, and the interest on the
money expended for the machinery, are
claimed to render the whole additional ex-
pense far below what is - paid for gas,
especially - where, as frequent, the
charge for that article is extortionate. The
inducements to use the electric light in prel-
erence o gas, it will be perceived, are nu-
merous and great, and the result cannct be
doubtful, The stenmboats on our lakes and
rivers find the electric light especially suited
to their requirements. In landing at night
freight can be handled as readily ns by day.
The pilot can aee his way before him; he can
distinguish obstructions and also, on rivers,
the outline of the shores, The boats them-
selyes, when running, will be more conspicu-
ous than heretoiore, and collisions will there-
fore be less frequent, and many other acei-
dents will be leas lisble to oceur. Even on
the high seas it is probable that the electric
light will become a common adjunct
steamships, especially where passengers are
carried.

INCREASED CONSUMPTION OF COT-
TON.

The continued heavy receint of cotton is
naturally lowering the price, but the matter
that is most worthy ef remark is how slight,
in view of the immense cotton of the pres-
ent season, the decline is. Since the opening
of October, when the new crop of cotton be-
gan to reach Liverpool, up te this time, a
penny, two cents, a pound has been all the
decline. The support that cotton has had
from Manchester is the cause that has
averted n more serious decline, and Man-
chester has owed its strength to its esstern
trade—mainly that of India and China. The
increase in the consumption of cotton in
Manchester has been enormous, and the
figures for the last month, March, shows that
the magnificent business of the past eighteen
months bas been fully sustained. The New
York Cotton gives the following figuress “To
India the exportsrose from 143,000,000 yards
in March, 1880, to 169,000,000 in 15581 ; China
snd Japan, from 47,000,000 to ‘60,-
000.000° T -"$T000000; United States
and Canada, from 11,300,000 to 11,7000,000,
The total exports of goods to all countries
were 419,000,000 yards in March 18581, against
350,000,000 in March, 1880, The propor-
tionate increase is greater than during the
previous two months.” The incrense in the
exports of yarns and goods during March waa
£1.45 against an increase of 15.54 during the
previons two months. The incresse in de-
mand that has led to this extension of manu-
facture has come mainly from India, while
that from China has alsoswelled. The cause
of the increased demand, C(biton thinks, lies
in the increased substitution of loom-made
for hand-made goods. An interesting ques-
tion arises—is this increase in the Indian de-
mand merely to fill up stocks, which had be-
come depleteéd by the low condition to which
trade had been reduced by the influence of
famine, war, and especially by the decline in
murket value of the Indian rupee? Clearly,
the demand for Manchester goods has been
too large and has continued too long to be
merely of a stock-filling character. This
brings up a still more important question—
la the
character inactivity, or
have its sources a permanent character,
so that we may, for the future, expect that
the Indian requirements will yearly uze up
more and more of Cotton, rely-
ing upon the snbstitution of factory-made for
hand-made goods, regards the change as per-
manent in its nature, and says: “If

the whole cotlon interest, since the field to be
occupied is great enough to absorb any pos-
sible increase from year to year in the Amer-
ican crop.” This is a very consolatory con-
clusion for the population of this portion of
the United States, but is there wnot another
side to this happy prospect of permanency?
We haye certainly heard something of the
opening of cotton factories in Indin, and of
the success they m® with—suppose the In-
creased demand in that country should be-
come steady and lasting, will not factories
pay better there, and be a more reliable in-
vestment than hitherto and increase in num-
ber accordingly? And will they not use up
the home-grown cotton by preference nnd

the English factories had done? It is as well
to reflect on these points before eoming to
conclusions that may prove maore flattering
than true.

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THE STATE DEBT.

The Effort Being Made by Savage, Wil-
son and Others to Prevent the En«
foreement of the Settlement
Agreed Upon by the Legisla-
ture—Lawyers Engaged

And Two Chancellors Pledged to Grant
an Injonetion to Restrain the Com-
missioners from Refunding—
Views of Ex-Governor Porter
and Governor Hawkins.

Washington epecial to the New York
Herald: The special telegram te the Herald
from Nuashville regarding a proposed in-
junction by low-tax men and speculators to
prevent the governor, comptrolier and secre-
tary of state from executing the recently
enacted law to refund the State of Tennessee
bonds at par, with thres per cent. interest,
attracts the attention of promivent citizens
that State now in Washington. It
seems that Mr. S, F. Wilson, Iate repudin-
tion Democratic candidate for governor;
John H. Savage, who, on the same ticket, as-
pired to the senate, and Ex-Governor Marks,
with others, held & meeting last Tuesday at
NESOVIIE nud wgevead da attgmpt an  injunc-
tion for the purposes above nameq. Wi
programme was o prepare a bill and se-
cure a fiat before the governor and treasurer
or comptroller could begin the refund-
ing in accordance with the provisions of the
act by issuing new bonds bearing three per
cent. interest. Mr, Wilson informed a gen-
tleman last week that there were two chan-
cellors in Tennessee who assured him that
they would upon application grant the fiat
for the injunction sought. Ex-Uevernor
Marks was engaged as one of the attarneys
to draft the petition and bill, but Governor
Hawkins, Comptroller Nolan and Treasurer
Polk, with State Printer Tavel, having gone
to New York, the plan was unexpectedly in-
terfered with. It was believed that these
officials had gone there to issue new bonds
to holders, thereby complying with the intent
of the law, and thus preventing any ground
for an injunction,

CORRUPTION CHARGED,

The parties in this matter will allege the
unconstitutionality of the act and also that
its passage was secured by the use of F600,-
000 of Tennessee bonds placed in the hands
of the lobby, the parties who assistedithe pos-
sage of the bill to receive the increased value
of the bonds from forty-two cents making a
profit of abgut $198000. Among the prom-
inent gentlemen who are said to favor the
readjuster movement, as proposed by this in-
junction scheme, are Ex-Comptroller Gaines,
l[h‘mmral: Judge C. W. Heiskell, Democrat;

Lonis, The increase awarded Price on the
Santa Fe-Mesilla route wag, it is alleged, ob-
tained by.corrupt methods, and it i also al-
leged that the expedited schedule tor which
the increased pay was awarded was never
carried out. Price has had other contracts
at large amonnts that were not carried out
wmnﬁng to the terms on which the addi-
tional compensation was awarded. He had
the routes from Las Vegas to Albuquerque
and from Bocorro to Silver City, for which he
was paid at the rate of $27,000 per annum
for ene and $23,000 for the other, and on
which he performed no service whatever.
Upon the Iscts being reported to the depart-
ment, General Brady was compelled to dis-
continue the routes, but Price managed to se-
cure pay for six months service on one route
and pay for a shorter period on the other,
Price has frequently boasted of his intimacy
and influence with General Brady.

A, H. BROWN,

A.H. Brown was for several years contract
and corresponding clerk in the contract office,
and was in charge of star routes in Califor-
nia, Nevada, Oregon, and some of the Terri-
tories. When Postmaster-General Jewell
made a raid on the straw bidders in 1875,
Brown was among those dismissed from the
department. Immediately after his dis-
charge he fled to Canada in order to avoid
being summoned as & witness during the in-
vestigation ordered by Mr. Jewell. Upon
his return to Washington he cultivated Gen-
eral Brady's friendship, and since 1877 has
been in high favor in the contract office.
