t'llAM'E FOR A SOUTHERN COTTON
TRADE WITH JAPAN.

The Appeal has, in several articles, called
attention to the fact that the acreage de-

voted to the growth of cotton is annually
increasing, and evidently will continue to
increase. Increased production will neces-

sarily affect prices. If the markets for our
products remain as circumstances have at
present arranged them, it is evident that the
effect of this increase will be disastrous, for
the price of cotton would drop below a level
that would pay the cultivator. But in-

creased production oulit to bring increase
of business, and consequently increase of
wealth. For increased powers of produc-

tion to make the producers poorer, would be
a strange phenomenon, and could arise only
from want of proper management. What the
industry, energy and sagacity of any people
can do, the Americans will not fail in if they
undertake Jhe same task. The English
take the raw material produced by ourcotton
fields, and make immense wealth out of it.
With the cotton grown at hand, with little
delay and moderate expense, ami no risk,
from sea transport, from superior inventive
powers and better made machinery, the
AmTirans can, at least share in the wealth
luu now monopolize if they manufac-
ture the cotton tlioy produce, and especially
if that manufacture is carried on where the
cotton is grown. In short, the secret of mak-

ing money by an increased production of the
cotton fields is to export, not the raw mate-

rial, but manufactures of the material. In
this way are secured the profits of cotton pro-

duction and also the profits of cotton manu-

facture. By the kindness of Branson Bayliss,
Ewq., whose public spirit has led to a practi-

cal effort in the direction we have

indicated, we publish this morning
Yokohama JoorrespondtMice, for which
two nephews of Bishop Quintard are
to t thanked, showing how the possibilities
of direct trade in cotton manufactures with
Japan stand. If our mills will supply the
kind of yarn required, generally from No.
10 to 24, which are by no meaus high degrees
of fiueness, and at price that will compete
with the English yarn, we have at once a
mean of opening up a direct trade with
Yokohama, entirely independent of Liver-po-

and Manchester. The Japan trade
gained, that with China would follow, and
with uch a beginning the prospects of the

outhern cotton grower would be brilliant

The Associated Press agent at New Or-

leans deserves the severest censure for pan
dering to the prejudices of the extreme Rad
ical element at the ' north: by send-

ing by telegraph only a few lines
of Mr. Jefferson Davis's : speech at
the unveiling of Stonewall Jackson's monu-

ment at New Orleans, on Wednesday, and
not one word of the rest of the proceedings
on, so interesting an occasion.

It
is a plain marble shaft thirty-fou- r feet three
inches high from base to top, bound about in-t-

places by sculptured wreaths, aud sur-
mounted by the statue of the immortal Jack-
son. The shtft rests upon a mound which
gradually rises from the level of the ground
to a hight of twelve feet. - Oil the front of
the dais from which the column springs are
two Confederate flags with Btaffs crossed, and
below them is carved in raised letters, "Army
of Northern Virginia, Louisiana Division,"
and on the other is engraved the seal of the
association with the inscription; "From Ma-

nama to Appomattox. The. statue repre
sent Jackson in cavalry uniform, with the
kepi drawn well forward and down on the
face, shading the eyes. The figure is stand-

ing, the tyght foot somewhat to the front, the
left arm hanging by the side and the right
slightly elevated and supported by a sword.

PROTECTION" DEFRAtrDIXO THE
' COTTON GROWER.

. What is "protection" 'for? Professedly it'
is a tax laid on some article to raise the price
of it so high that the game article made at
home shall be offered for sale in the market
for as little, or less, than it can be imported
for from" abroad. If a nian were to have the
family shoes made at home by his sous at an
expense of ten dollars a pair, when he conld
buy them at filestores at eight dollars a pair,
he would be tarrying out the sysjem that is
called "protection." -- K i'ue sons bought
their, rbroesi and worked at something that
would really earn ten dollars, so as to leave
a profit of two dollars in 'their pockets, that
would not be "protection,!' it would only be
common sense, an article not always set "as
much store by as it deserves. If the people
could see the bare fact just as it is here cor-

rectly represented, their common sense would
soon detect and abolish the fraud imposed
upon them, but there are cunning parties
who profit by the fraud, and they contrive "to
throw dust in the eyes" of the people, and
so secure their own mischievous profits.
Those who are interested in perpetrating and
perpetuating the bitof prestidigitation that a
professor of that art would call "the protec-
tion trick," make a practice of monopolizing
certain productions as two chemists ob-

tained a monopoly of making quinine for the
whole United States. These monopolists
make their own charges, and build up for-

tunes for themselves accordingly. One of
the protection monopolies is the making of
hoop-iro- n, and that busine.-- a includes the
making of iron ties for fastening cotton
bales. In all this country six, or perhaps
seven, establishments, have monopolised the
making of hoop-iro- These establish ments
are "protected" by a tax being laid on foreign
hoop-iro- n of a cent and a half a pound.
Iron ties, however, have been charged "thirty-f-

ive per cent, ad valorem," or on that value.
If iron lies were taxed as hoop-iro- is, it
would have to pay eighty per cent, ad valo-

rem, the effect of which advance would be
felt by every grower of cotton in the south.
High as the thirty-fiv- e per cent, tax is, and
heavy as it comes upon those who fill cotton
bales, foreign makers actually send ties to
which incur that duty. The duty is paid by
the southern cotton grower, of course. Take
the duty off and give the purchaser of iron
ties liberty to buy where he can buy cheap-
est a liberty that ought to be denied to no
free citizen and the tics would be got for
two-thir- of what they cost now. But so
far from allowing him this freedom, the mo-

nopolizers are using all their power to get
the United States treasury department to ex-

act eighty per cent, on the ties, as is done on
the hooping iron. Heavily as the southern
agriculturalist is taxed, these harpies want
to more than double the amount of the iron
tie tax; for double would be only seventy
per cent. Can any reader, judging by the
ordinary principles of common sense, see

how American industry is "protected" by
making the cotton industry pa a heavy tax-

ation that six hoop-iro- n making monopoliz-

ers may "fare sumptiuusly every day" aud
accumulate large fortunes bes-des- A very
agreeable and very profitable degree of pro-teeti-

is afforded, that is evident, but the
thing protected is not American industry, it

is monopolizers' profits. Taking money
from cotton growers to give it to iron mas-

ters, even suppose there were no monopoly,
would be no "protection;" it would be only
'robbing Peter to pay Paul." The pretense

of the inflictors of this transparent fraud upon
the people is, that if the article protected is
thus favored for awhile, the producers of it
will be able with that aid to get the business
so started as to be able to go on and conduct
it without That this is a pre-

tense, and not truth, is evident in the present
case, for is not thirty --five per cent, euough to
protect any business that is capable of be-

coming That the Shy locks
are after the whole pound of flesh, the whole
eighty per cent., shows that it is the greed of

the selfish monopolizer, not the substantial
interests of the country, that is the real oli-je- ct

of "protection." As it is with iron ties,
so it is with the rest of the protective system.
All is one vast fraud upon the people, a de-

nial of their right "to buy where they can
buy cheapest, and sell where they can sell
dearest," and the people should insist upon
congress gradually, but thoroughly, sweeping
the wholesale robbery called "protection"
out of existence.

By this means buyers here, and
in the country, get confidence in the yarn, and im-
porters ars enabled to make contracts "to arrive"
up to as distant a date sometimes as ninety days,
simply by mentioning the ticket. Yarying the
quality o'f yarn shipped under any iarticular
ticket causes the ticket to be lixjked upon w ith sus-
picion aud renders it difficult of sale; aud any at-
tempt to bring in inferior yarn tinder a ticket
hitherto known as good is sure to meet its just re-
ward.

the importation of cotton yam into Japan. Mr.
Meigs might like to read this letter, as the subject
will interest niin, ami we shall be glad to furnish
him with any further information, he may desire
relating to cotton goods imported into Japan. The
Jaimnesc are now supplied with yarn from Eng-
land and Bombay, aud the trade is a very large
one. We believe, however, If property managed,
a largo fchare, if not all the supply, of yam for
this market can be furnished by the south-
ern mills. Trade between the east and
the United States is in many respects
as yet In Its Infancy, and this branch requires only
Intelligent care to grow into large propoitions at
an early day, and that the subject has already at-

tracted attention at home is shown by inquiries
forwarded from the state department. John has
sent you a few lines about this, and I think you
will read his view with interest. Nothing can
contribute more powerfully to the material welfare
of the south than the development of sound man-
ufacturing industries, and in the general revival
of business which is going on throughout the
country' you will undoubtedly be glad to have the
soutn participate, and to lind that there is a new
and broad field for business in the eait awaiting
only the attention and enterprise of south-
ern manufacturers. You will understand
that this subject is one of the greatest
interest to us, and we should be glad to engage in
tbe business aa we thmk it can be managed for the
benefit of all concerned. Among your friends in
Atlanta or Augusta I liope you have some mill
owners who would be interested In developing a
direct export trade to Japan in eottuji yarns. I
should esteem it a great fuvor if you woultl kindly
draw their attention to our letter to General an
Buren, of whih we send you a copy by this mail,
ami mention our willingness to correspond on this
subject with a view to working up the business.

Paducuh and Northern Railroad companies,
which trucks extend from a point near Winchester
street, along Fnltou street to poplar street and
thence along Center landing by the track of tin
Memphis and 1'harleston railroad to their present
depot sidings between Washington and Jefferson
streets. Now, by reason of the build-in- ;

of the elevator at Center land-
ing, necessitating an entire charge aud readjust-
ment of all the railroad tracks at that point,
the Memphis and Little RocJc railroad is of
necessity cntuielled to reach its depot grounds by
th way of Fulton and Promerjule street, over
the tracks now laid and to be laid by the Missis-
sippi and Tennessee, Memphis anil Charleston, Ihe
Memphis. Paducah aud Nortluirn railroads, ss
shown by map and plat herewith exhibited. The
width of Fulton street between Auction and Mar-
ket streets being sixty-si- x feet between house lines,
and the privilege having already lieen granted the
l'uducah, Memphis anil Northern railroad to lay
down and operate tracks west of the center line oi
said streets, with the further privilege of crossing
said street to tbe cast side between Winchester

and Market streets, and across the latter tola cou- -

nwwon tvihu iu, mauieu privilege on ana along
Promenade street, now, therefore, it ut evidentthat to enable the Memphis and Little Rock to
reach iu present depot grouuds will require In i

some measure modiheationand readjustment of
the present track arrangements in said slrerVb tht
several railroad comwnies now owning and oper-
ating the same, or who mav desire to do so
under privileges already granted. Now, it being
the full intention and exurcssed ri,.in .,,,1 uih
of your honorable body to deal In a spirit of exact
Justice and liberality with all of tho railroad com
panies centered nere, anu to lend everv encour-
agement to their ilevelopnient consistent with therights aud equities of othets, and the legislative
powers vested in your honorable lody, we would
recommend that the general otlicers (or their rep-
resentatives) of the seveial railroad companies
having interest in these matters, meet a early as
practicable for the purpose of agreeing upon s'urh
an arrangement of th several tracks passing along
and over Fulton street as shall best subserve the
common Interest of the whole. We recognize the
rights of each to reach their several deuots of bus
iness over routes and tracks the most pructica- -
oie possiDie. in our opinion mere snouiii
be at least two tracks so located
in Fulton street as to leave an open
way to the passage of trains of all mads built or
hereafterto.be built terminating at this point.
These tracks should be owned in common or be
built by one or two of the companies, the others
having the right to use them, by aud under such
arrangements as may be muluallv satisfactory to
tne wnole, being matters of adjustment of con-
tract between the several coninanies in interest. In
the laying of the track on Fulton street, between
tne norm side ot v lucnester and the south line oi
Market streets, we would further recommend that
the railroad companies be required to lay down
and maintain a good and aecetable Telford &
Macadam pavement, at least 5ux&V ieet, the cross-
ing of Market being paved in block stone as may
be directed by the District engineer. As before
stated, the street Issnflicient for at least five tracks
the greater part of the way between Auctiou and
vtmcnestcr streets, ana lor tnree trcus irom mat
uoinl to Promenade street. The interest of the
several railroad companies, in connection with the
compress, oil companies, etc., demands that they
should have all facilities possible for transacting
such business as is centered iu the navy-yard- .

What the ftpanlvh Minister Ha to Say
of His Country.

ew ork, May 12. Senor Barca, the
Spanish minister to the United States, has bten in-
terviewed. He s'ys that the liberal iarty, ;whose
leader was Cus'clar, is out of power now,
aud will continue so forever. Its movements were
notpopnlur with the people, as was supposed
beyond the frontier, aud, although individuHllj
the leader was almost worshiia-d- , his principles
were far from being approved. At the fall of the
Mineral party the gjvernmeDt assumed the entire
control of thecortcs. and its government thus far
hus been acquiesced in by the ruling class, by the
countrymen as well as by the town populace.
Probably the second marriage of King Alfonso was
the best appreciated thi g that the king ever did.
By this he showed the people that he
was w illing to cast his personal ailevtions aside
and again become a benedict.that his house should
continue on the throne where thev have wielded
power for centuries Queen Isabella will preside
at the Calderon festival, and she has made every
provision to make it of one the grandest iu the
history of Spain. If this proves a success,
of which there cannot be the slightest
doubt, it will be followed by one
in honor of our great Cervantes, and our
charming poet. Lore De Vega, anil thus Spain
will be recognized as a land w hich honors great-
ness, a reputation for which iu the past, T regret
to say, she has been sorely wanting. The
fcoverumeut of Cuba will correspond with
the home government in every particular.
The inhabitants will have the same priv-
ileges and same rights as the mother
country, aud a step toward the abolition of sla-
very will be tnken decisively and kept. The new
government will follow the initiative of Cuba
with the fr eingof the slaves throughout her pos-
sessions.

The rejKrter inquired if tho annexation of Cuba
to the United States was probable. Senor Barca
Hushed and said such an idea should not have
been expressed in his presence. "This is not alone
improbable, hut impossible, for this country
would gain nothing and neither would Cub. The
fact that the Cubans were a Spanish-speakin- peo-
ple would forbid the very thought of such a thing.
Cuba must be governed by Spain, or self governed,
and the latter is not Kssihle. because she is weak,unable to defend or support herself, and would be-
come immediately the prey of stronger powers.
The relations between the United States andSpain have always been exceedinglv amicable,
with the exception of a few instances where su-
pernumeraries had exceeded their authority."
