with the heroes of that terrible ordeal, to
the extent that at the close of the eeidemic
his teams were worthless and his vehicles
worn out in carrying aid to the helnless.
and rendering whatever help he could to-
ward alleviating suffering. In 187y he
remained with us again using what little lie
had saved from the wreck of the previous
year, as readily resxnding to calls when-
ever he could in his humble way render any
assistance, until nnany ne nad lo succumb to
the deadly malady, lie was generous to a
fault, and his honesty I do not believe anv
living man can assail. Jack's greatest si'n
was that sometimes he drank to excess, which
occasionally subjected him to the penalties
pi miraemeanor. x here are lew ol us who have
not faults, but unlike John St. ledger, most
of us are blessed with surroundings that en-
able us to keep them cither under control or
cover them up from public: report.
