His behavior
since arrest has been good, never giving any
troubUv-t- the officers-- in whose. charge tie
was. He died professing a confident hope of
a blessed immortality, but lust how he ar
rived at this comforting conclusion while the
blood of his victim was scarcely dry on hja
hands he did not disclose.

MR. i SCOTT A. MURRAY

In a Fair War to Effetitnallr Dis
prove the Frifeloui Charges Made

Against Ilim.

Result of the Investigation Held Last
Nigh'.-- Xr. Mnrray'a Conclusive

Answer.

A few days aeo. in the Appeal, the char
ges made by School-Visit- Degnan, against
Scott A. Murray, Principal of the Peabody
schools, were published. The charges were
of a very frivolous nature, trumped up for
some personal cause. It is well known that
but little harmony existed in the public
school management, or in the School Board,
the publications of the meetings of the Board
showing this clearly. The committee of
investigation went regularly to work yester-
day to investigate the charges
made by Superintendent Collier against
Mr. Murray, and a few witnesses were exam
ined. Mr. Degnan, who latiiered the charges,
knows, personally, but little about them, his
information coming from another person
the Superintendent of the public schools--
Mr. Collier who wrote the charges which he
(Mr. Degnan) signed a prosecuting witness.

Mr. Murray s answers to the charges-
preferred against him by Superintendent
Collier, through James Degnan, reserving
exceptions to the many irregu
larities and insufficiencies in tue cnarges
preferred against him by James Degnan, for
answer thereto, or so much thereof as he is
advised it is material lor him to make an
swer unto, Scott A. Murray, answering, says:

ANSWER TO THE FIRST SPECIFICATION. ,

For answer to specification first, he denies
that he declined to collect tuition from non
resident pupils attending the Peabody schools
during -- the session of 1880-8- 1, but admits i

that there were pupils, who live beyond the
city limits, in the said school during the said
session, Irom whom tuition was not collected,
for the following reasons: Shortly after the
beginning ol the Bession reterred to, to-w-it:

at the November meeting of the Board of
Education, respondent went before the said
board and stated the facts in regard to said
matter, and asked if he should dismiss said
pupils. The matter was discussed and re-
spondent was led to understand that his ac
tion wifs lully approved ol by tne Board, res-

pondent further states that be is advised
that it has never been customary to enforce
said rule strictly in the Peabody schools.

ANSWER TO THE SECOND SPECIFICATION.

For answer to specification second, respon
dent states that he reserved the " examina-
tions results" until the end of the scholastic
year and then returned them to the Superin
tendenl's office as the rnles and regulations of
the Board ot Education requires.

As to the pupils, papers, respondent states
that he has filed them away at the Peabody
schools, in accordance with hia custom, and
as he understands the rules and regulations
of the Board of Education require. Respon
dent has never sent pupils' papers to the
Superintendent's office, except in particular
cases, when he desired the Superintendent to
examine tbeni specially.

ANSWER TO THE THIRD SPECIFICATION.

For answer to specification third, respond
ent states that he only failed to correct the
summary for January, 1881, because there
was not sufficient data from which to make
the correction. Upon being informed of the
mistake he examined all the roll books in
his building, but could not find the mistake,

ANSWER TO THE FOURTH SPECIFICATION.

ior answer to specification fourth, re
spondent admits that he preferred grave
charges against the Superintendent, and
that the committee of investigation and
Board of Education failed to sustain them,
but positively denies that he did so tor the
purpose of rendering him unworthy of the
respect of the teachers and pupils under his
supervision. In other words, in so lar as
said specification intimates or charges that
respondent preferred said charges without
probable cause or from malice, respondent
hereby positively and unqualifiedly denies
the same, and states and charges that said
committes of investigation and the Board of
Education fully and completely exonerates
him from said imputation.
