Curcaao, June 13.—A Des Moines, lowa,
special says that the most destructive storm
tnat ever visited Central lowa, swept through
there Sunday afternoon. A heavy hail
storm in Peoria and the northeastern portion
of Polk county, broke much window-glass,
and, in some igstances, the hailstones erashed
through the westherhoards snd plastering.
The stones, which were the size of goose
eggs, also killed a. number of cattle and
poultry, as weil as rabbits and binds, During
the storm in Des Moines Sunday alternoon
the Baptist Church was struck and a large
hole burnt throngh the roof. Mauy trees
were denuded of their branches or torn up
in this vicinity. The crops were leveled nesr
Rising Bun and malf a dozen houses blown
away. A mmn named Erickson was killed
and his wife and baby blown a quarter of a
mile. His-wile’'s mind is hmlll! aflécted.
John Walters's house was demolished and
his baby killed. Many [amilies took refuge
in their cellams in Camp township, and the
houses were blown down. In Grant township
a child of Douglabs Johnson was killed and
several houses demolished. The damage by
hail was great; near JMonteith, Guthrie
county, the stones tearing many shutters to
splinters, riddling nnprotected window-glass,
crops are beaten into the ground and muech
live stack and ponliry killed, Casey, Gulhrie
connty, reports two  fine farmhonses blown
away and the furniture destroyed. lo several
instapces, money kepl in  the houses
has been scaltered to the four winds=
The wagop bridge st Sommerset, Mai-
isom ecounty, was demolirhed, and »
flouring mill at the same place was nnroofed
and «ix inches hail fell. One honse was swept
away anid another unrooled nesr Adair, in
Ginthrie county. Robert Trowbridge and
Herman Kathborm were killed by lightniog
three miles northeast of Exira, Adubon
couniy, while riding in a wagon. At Nor-

The Bi=hop of Hoss has communicated the
following to the press: “The riots of Skib-
bereen have been mnech exaggerated by the
English and Irish newspapens. It would be
nofair to charge the Land)league with the
responsibility for the disturbavnces. With
