FINANCE AND TRADE.

COTTOJT.
At the close of our last review of the mar-

ket for the official week. New York quoted
middling- - cotton at 11 6c, which figure haa
ratlin Ined unchanged for two weeksl New
Orleans quoted 10Hc, advanced to 101c; Liv
erpool quoted at b ana so remained;
Memphis quoted lOJc, and so remained.
This statement shows that cotton, during the
last week, underwent only the slightest
change in price, and that, like the previous
changes, waa in an upward direction. The
market during the week, however, haa been
wanting in interest, and we have nothing
new to report of the situation. Although
the price is better than at the opening Of the
month, to little business is doing anywhere
that stocks work down but slowly. During
the week, on Tuesday, the first bloom of the
season reached the city. It was four days
later tliau t lie arrival of the first bloom the
year before. The New York Bulletin said of
the Agricultural Bureau report for the
month : " Thuugh an unfavorable tone had
been in a measure discounted, the showing
was no doubt worse than anticipated. The
influence was at once noticeable in sharper
bidding, through which a speedy recovery
tojk place, a oil, in some cases, ten points ad-

vanced from the lowest shown." The Built tin
reported on Saturday : "The heavy tone of
the cable advices from Liverpool appeared to
form the main depressing influence, and ap-
pearances would seem to indicate that the
foreign situation has disappointed many op-

erators during the past few days. More or
less unload idg took place, especially on the
part of recent investors in small deals, and
there was also every appearance of fresh bus-

iness in the way of selling the market oft, and
the creation of a larger 'short' interest. The
offering came principally from the 'room,'
the outside publh: still remaining quiet and
fearful to venture in the speculative market
Crop advices continue generally favorable,
And the 'hulls' have nothing upon Which to
present new features favorable to their in-

terest."
Receipts in Memphis during the official

week aggregated 1575 bales, against l'J77
bales the previous week, and S71 bales the
corresponding week last season, aud 397
bales in 18711. The total receipts since Sep-
tember 1, 1880, were 458.333 bales, against
404,555 bales at the corresponding time
last season, an increase of 53,778 bales. At
the same time in 1879 the receipts were
384,110 bales.

Shipments during the official week aggre-
gated 3390 bales, against 11,950 bales the
previous week, and 6423 bales the corre-
sponding week last season, and 2124 in
1879. Total shipments since Septemlier 1st
were 444,283 bales against 378,283 bales in
1880, and 376,928 in 1879.

The total stock on hand was 20,434 "bale.
against 26,058 bales at this time last year;
1879,8142. :

During last week the captains of the New
Orleans and Red River Packet company dis
solved the old association, to take eOect on
the last of the present month, and Captain
Joseph A. Aiken, who has been President
since the formation, offered his resignation.

N. Wood, Matt L. Scovell and H. J. Brinker
were elected as .directors of the new com
pany, taking their places on July 1st. At a
subsequent meeting of the directors Captain
mane y. iruslow was elected President.

A communication from Captain T. P.
Leathers, published in the New Orleans
States, of Saturday, is a fair statement of the
position in which steamboat owners stand
when an accident occurs. The United States
government compels the owner or master to
use a certain description of iron in the mak
ing ol boilers, which is inspected by United
Slates inspectors. The government alfo gives
a certificate to the engineer showing that he
is competent to take charge of the boilers and
engines. After all this, if an accident oc
curs, the owners and captain are prosecuted
and held responsible for loss of life and prop-
erty This is all wrong, as the captain and
owners have no control of the engineer, as he
is a licensed officer of the United States gov- -, . .M'l IT..., 1 P.eruuieui. i ne uniiea mates government m--
leciors ana engineers should be held re

sponsible for all loss and damage of life and
property.

Referring to the enterprise recently inau-
gurated for bringing wheat from St Paul to
New Orleans for export, the New Orleans
Junes says: "Not the least important fea
ture of this system of transKrtation is its
importation leature. It has all along been
easy enough to find cargoes for ships here,
but they have had so little to bring back
that they have been forced to come in ballast
at a dead expense for the inward voyage.
Let all the foreign merchandise consumed in
the Mississippi Valley and the West be

as it can be legitimately and profit-
ably, through the jetties, and the problem of
our commerce is at once completely solved.
Goods imported by the package or in bulk
can be transferred directly from incoming
ships to barges, which are bonded to the
government for the transportation of im-
ported goods, and under lock and seal. With
this one single handling these goods are de-
livered at St, Paul or at any other point
along the shores of this inland sea which we
call a river, such interior towns being thus
converted into ports ot entry."

A CIRCULAR TO INSPECTORS.
The annexed circular, bearing date Jnne

11, 1881, has been received from the
Treasury Department by the Local Inspectors
at this port:

The attention of Collectors and other chief
officers of customs, and Supervising and
Local Inspectors of steam vessels, is hereby
directed to the provisions of section 4496,
Revised Statutes, defining their duties in
the enforcement of the steamboat laws of the
United States. In view of the large number
oi passengers carried on passenger and ex-
cursion steamers during the season of sum
mer travel, and the frequent complaints that
many carry an excess of passengers over the
number allowed by their certificates' of in
spection or excursion permits, it is desirable
that officers of the Government, whose duty
it is to prevent such abuses, shall give es
pecial attention to the matter and prevent
tne overcrowding ol sucn steamers hy prose-
cution for penalties, if such action shall be
found necessary. Collectors and Surveyors
of Customs are therefore directed to instruct
their subordinates to make careful examina-
tion of such steamers and to report all cases
of violation for prosecution. Extra efforts
in this direction should be made on Sundays,
and particularly on the Fourth of July.

The section of law referred to herein reads
as follows:

Section 441W. All Collectors? or other chief nHl.
eers of the customs, and all InsDenuirs within the
several districts, shall eiifree the provisions of this
line against an steamers arriving ana departing.

Supervising Inspectors will instruct the
Local Inspectors to detail one-ha- lf iheir force
upon each alternate Sunday for iluty in the
vicinity ol their home ports for the purpose
of ascertaining, by actual count of passen
gers, if necessary, whether the law is com-
plied with, and on the Fourth of July the
whole force will be so employed. Inspectors
ol steam vessels will comer with the chief
officers of customs of their districts as to the
best methods of carrying out this order.

in all cases where it is found necessary to
prosecute, the officer prosecuting will report
an tne iacts to the Department tor its infor
mation.

A zealous effort, on the part of the officers
named herein, in the performance of the
duties required, will, it is believed, enectual-l- y

check the evil complained of.
